safety lapses and the alleged sabotage of distribution in health card.

Manjalamkuzhi Ali called the attention of the Minister for Higher
Education and Social Justice to the necessity to take steps to make higher
education sector more attractive and curb the effects on the economic,
social and’ education sectors of the q§tate due to brain drain caused by
students' reliance on foreign universities for higher education. The
Minister made a statement thereto.
