P.K. CHATHAN MASTER

Shri. P.K.Chathan Master, renowned Communist leader and the first Minister for Local Self Government
and Harijan Welfare of the State of Kerala, was born as the son of Shri.Kavalan in 1920.

A former president of Porathissery Panchayat, he had also been elected to the Travancore-Cochin
Legislative Assembly in 1954 previously.

Shri. Chathan Master was elected to the first KLA from Chalakkudy Reserved Constituency as a
Communist party Member. In the First EMS Ministry he was Minister for Local Self Government and
Harijan Welfare and he handled that portfolio from 5-4-1957 to 31-7-1959. He was Member in the
4th and 5th KLA too, representing Kilimanoor constituency.

From 1974 to 1976 he served as the Chairman of the Committee on the Welfare of Scheduled Castes
and Scheduled Tribes. During a long span of public life he had also served as the Vice Chairman of the
Kerala Khadi and Village Industries Board and President of the Kerala Pulayar Mahasabha.

His wife is Smt. Kali and they have three sons and one daughter

Shri. Chathan Master expired at the age of 68 on 22.4.1988. The Assembly paid its homage to him on
25.4.1988.
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Shri. K.C. George , senior Communist leader, was born on  13th   January 1903.  A Post Graduate with
LLB,  he had  practised as an advocate of Travancore High Court till 1938.  In the meanwhile , Shri.
George became a leader of Travancore State Congress and its Working Committee Member.  He was
also a member of the KPCC. However, in 1939, Shri. George joined the Communist Party, and  he
played an important role in the Punnapra-Vayalar Struggle.  Later,  when the ban on the Communist
Party was lifted, he became the President of the Kerala Unit of the Party.  Shri. George served  as a
member of Rajya Sabha also  during 1952-54.

Shri. George was elected as a Member of the first Kerala Legislative Assembly,  in 1957 from Mavelikkara
constituency  representing  CPI .  In the first EMS Ministry,   Shri. George served as the Minister for
Food and Forests  and he held the post from 5.4.1957 to 31.7.1959.

Shri. George also has to his credit , a few note worthy volumes like “ Immortal Punnapra-Vayalar” and
“ Ente Jeevita Yatra”.

Sri. K.C.  George expired on 10.8.1986.

The Assembly paid its Homage to him on 17.8.1987.
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Shri.K.P.Gopalan, senior Communist leader, was born in 1908, at  Puthiyaparamba. A person drawn to
freedom struggle after School education, Shri. Gopalan had been  a volunteer in the Salt Satyagraha
Jatha  in 1930.  Later , he joined the Communist Party in 1939.  In an eventful political life  spanning
over four decades, he had been imprisoned several times, for more than 16 years.  He was elected to
the Madras Legislative Assembly in 1952,  and  had served as the Deputy Leader of Opposition in that
Assembly.

After the state reorganisation,  Shri.K.P.Gopalan was elected as a member of the first KLA in 1957,  from
Cannanore – II constituency representing CPI. He served as the Minister for Industries and Community
Development in the EMS Namboodiripad Ministry, and he held the post  from 5.4.1957 to 31.7.1959.

Shri.K.P.Gopalan held several party positions also,  during his long political career. He was the Secretary
of North Malabar District Congress Committee,  and the Secretary of Kerala Provincial Congress
Committee,  in 1934 and 1940. He had also served as the President of  Kerala Trade Union Congress
and Vice President of All India Motor Workers’ Union.

Shri.K.P.Gopalan expired on April 20,1977.

The Assembly paid its homage to him on July 12, 1977.
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Smt. K.R.Gouri Amma, veteran leader, holds claim as the seniormost member in the XIth Kerala
Legislative Assembly. Born on 14.7.1919 as the daughter of Shri. K.A.Raman and Smt. Parvathi
Amma, she had her initiation into politics through students  movements.

In the early stages of an eventful career spanning over six decades, Smt. Gouri Amma was an active
member of Students Federation. Afterwards,  she became a lawyer and was subsequently  elected to
Travancore-Cochin Legislative Assembly in 1952 and in 1954. Smt. Gouri Amma  was elected to the
first  KLA from Shertalai constituency contesting as a Communist Party candidate. Becoming the
Minister for Revenue, Excise and Devaswom in the first ministry of EMS Namboodirippad, she held the
chair from April 5, 1957 to July 31, 1959. She was elected to the second KLA also from Shertalai.
She has been representing Aroor Constituency from 3rd KLA to 11th KLA  consecutively except the
5th KLA.

In the fourth Ministry headed  by  Shri.E.M.S.Namboodirippad,  she held  the portfolio of Revenue,
Sales Tax, Civil Supplies, Social Welfare and Law from 6.3.1967 to 1.11.1969. She was the Minister
for Agriculture and Social Welfare in the E.K.Nayanar Ministry from 25.1.1980 to 20.10.1981. Again,
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in the Ministry headed by Shri. E.K.Nayanar during 1987-1991, she handled the portfolio of Industries,
Social Welfare,  Vigilance and Administration of Justice from 2.4.1987 to 17.6.1991.

Smt. Gouri Amma ceased to be a member of  CPM in 1994, subsequently leading to her forming a
new party,   Janadhipathya Samrakshana Samithy (JSS). After a short gap , Smt. Gouri Amma again
occupied the chair of Minister, in the Ministries headed by Shri. A.K.Antony and  later Shri.Oommen
Chandy.  She held the portfolio of Agriculture and Coir and has been holding it since May 17, 2001.  In
the course of an illustrious career, Smt. Gouri Amma has held several high positions in all walks of life.
She was  a member of  CPM State Secretariat and was the President of Kerala Karshaka Sangham
from 1960 to 1984,  and had also been  active in the Mahila Sangham as its  President and Secretary
for almost 20 years. She had also served as  Chairman of the Public Accounts Committee during
1986-87 and Chairman of the Committee on Assurances during 1960- 1961. Presently she is the
General Secretary of JSS and leader of its Parliamentary Party.

A true revolutionary in the full sense of the term,  and a real champion of the downtrodden, she was
always in the forefront of agitations against oppression, and did not fear to even court arrest and
imprisonment,  for the successful culmination of the objectives for which she stood.

Also widely acclaimed as the Chief Architect of land reforms  which heralded the end of feudalism in
Kerala, Smt. Gouri Amma is one of the few leaders in the history of Kerala who sacrificed everything in
life for the cause of the people.

The veteran leader and Parliamentarian Shri. T.V. Thomas was her husband.
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Professor Joseph Mundassery, besides being a great figure in Malayalam literature, has also a place in
history as the first Minister for Education in the State of Kerala. He was born on 17th July 1903, as the
son of  Shri   Kunjuvareed and Smt. Elachar.

A former Professor having a long association with the education field, he had taught in many colleges,
before he was drawn into the political arena. Shri. Mundassery had also served as a member of
Travancore-Cochin Legislative Assembly from 1949 to 1956.

Shri. Joseph Mundassery was elected to the first KLA from Manalur Constituency as a member of the
Communist Party of India. During his stint as Minister for Education and Co-operation in the EMS
Ministry from 5.4.1957 to 31.7.1959, he was responsible for many innovative legislations in the field
of education. And coming from an educationist, these reforms gave a new lease of life to the higher
education sector in the State.

Though he was again elected to the 4th KLA from Trichur Constituency as an independent candidate,
he resigned on 22.9.1971, to take over as the Vice Chancellor of Cochin University of Science and
Technology.
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As an author of repute and as a literary critic, Professor Mundassery’s contribution to the Malayalam
literature was also substantial. He was the editor of ‘Navajeevan’ and ‘Prajamithram’ dailies and various
literary journals. Besides, he was a Member of Kendra Sahithya Academy and Kerala Sahithya Academy.
Prof. Mundassery received the titles ‘Sahitya Kusala’ and ‘Sahitya Nipuna’ from the Maharaja of Cochin.
His literary accomplishments include books such as ‘Professor’, ‘Konthayil ninnum Kurisilekku’, ‘China-
Forward’, ‘Vayanasalayil’, ‘Manushya kathanugayikal’ and an autobiography ‘Kozhinja Ilakal’. He had
also acted as Member of World Peace Council and had served as a Member of the State Planning
Board.

His wife was  Smt. Katherene  and  they  have  4 sons   and  3 daughters.

Professor    Mundassery expired at the age    of seventy four on 25  October 1977.

The Assembly paid its homage to him on February 9, 1978.
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Justice V.R. Krishna Iyer, a true doyen among jurists, was one of those rare personalities in modern
Kerala, who could put his indelible imprint in the social and political scenario, besides the judicial
realm in our country. Born in May 1915 as the son of Shri. V.V. Rama Iyer, Shri Krishna Iyer started his
political career as a Member of Madras Legislative Assembly during 1952-56.

Justice Krishna Iyer subsequently  became   elected to the   first Kerala Legislative Assembly in 1957
from Tellicherry constituency,   contesting as an independent candidate backed by the Communist
party. In that first ministry headed by Shri. E.M.S. Namboodirippad, Shri. Krishna Iyer held the portfolio
of Law and Irrigation, from 5..4..1957 to 31..7..1959. In the elections held   to the second KLA
also, Shri Krishna Iyer remained a member when he was declared elected by the Election Tribunal.

His tenure as Minister is particularly remembered in the sense that, the period was witness to several
far reaching reforms.  His indepth knowledge in jurisprudence and practical experience as a lawyer,
also helped the government to bring in many epoch making legislations in the history of the state.

In 1968, Shri V.R. Krishna Iyer was appointed as a Judge of the High Court. From 1971 to 1973, he
was a member of the Law Commission. During the period, from 1973 to 1980, he also served as
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Judge of the Supreme Court.

Being a jurist whose heart is close to the common man and his hopes and aspirations, Justice Iyer's
judgments as Supreme Court Judge reflected this human perspective and concern.

A very gifted writer , he has also to his credit such books as ‘Random  Reflections’, ‘Nehru and Krishna
Menon’, ‘Law versus Justice’, Judicial    Justice’ and ‘ Justice at Cross Roads’.

Justice Krishna Iyer had also been a contestant in the Presidential Election held in 1982.

Smt. Sarada who passed away some time ago, was his life partner.
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Shri. T.A. Majeed, renowned CPI leader, was born in January, 1921 at Edava as the son of Shri. Abib
Mohammed. Entering politics as an active worker of Indian National Congress, he later joined the  CPI.
He was elected  to the Travancore – Cochin Legislative Assembly  in 1952 and 1954.

Shri Majeed became elected to the first Kerala Legislative Assembly in 1957, from Varkala,  as a CPI
candidate. He was the Minister for Public Works and Information, from 5..4..1957 to 31..7..1959, in
Kerala’s first Ministry headed by Shri.E.M.S.Namboodiripad. Subsequently in 1967, 1970 and 1977
also, he got elected from Varkala Constituency.

An active  member of CPI State Council,  Shri Majeed had served as  the Chief Whip of United Front,
in the Fourth and Fifth KLA, subsequently.  Shri. Majeed had also served in the editorial staff of
Prabhatham Daily, Malayala Rajyam Daily and Janayugom.

Smt. M.Khadija Kutty is his wife and they have one son and three daughters.

Shri. Majeed expired on 5..7..1980.

The Assembly paid its homage to him on 7..7..1980.
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Dr. A.R. Menon, a former physician, has the rare distinction of becoming the first Minister for Health in
the state of Kerala.  He  was born on April 6, 1886.  Though a medical man  by profession,  he was very
much active in the social  field and evinced  keen interest in peoples’ issues.

Dr. Menon had served as a member of the Cochin Legislative Council  from 1925 to 1945.  During the
period, he was the Minister for Rural Development for 5 years.  After the integration of  Travancore and
Cochin,  he was elected to the T C L A in 1954 (1954-1956) .   He had also served as Municipal
Chairman of Trissur for 14 years, and  as the Chairman of Palakkad Municipality  twice.  In addition ,
he was a member of Madras University  Senate & A.T.C.C.

In the election held after the state reorgnisation, Dr. Menon  became member of the first  Kerala
Legislative  Assembly contesting from Trichur constituency, as an Independent candidate and served
as Minister for Health in the EMS ministry from 5.4.1957 to 31.7.1959.  He was elected also to the
second KLA as an Independent member from Parali constituency

Dr. A.R. Menon  passed away  at the age of 74 on 9.10.1960, while still serving as a member.

The Assembly paid  its homage to him  on October 10, 1960.
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Shri. T.V. Thomas, veteran Communist leader, popularly called T.V., by those around him, was born on
July 2, 1910. As many of his generation,  Shri. T.V. was also drawn into the fold of politics, as a
student, participating in the freedom struggle, and the agitation against Diwan rule in Travancore. A
champion for the cause of the working class and the downtrodden, Shri. T.V. was always in the forefront
of agitations for fair deal and justice.

He  was instrumental in organising  farmers and labourers movements and was also a leading figure in
the Punnapra Vayalar struggle.

Shri. T.V. Thomas had previously been    elected to the Travancore - Cochin Legislative Assembly too in
1952, and had served as the Leader of Opposition from 1954 to 1956 in that Assembly .

In the first ever elections held to the Kerala Legislative Assembly in 1957,  Sri. T.V. Thomas got elected
from Alleppey as a candidate of the Communist Party. In that first EMS Ministry,   Shri. Thomas  was
the Minister for Labour and Transport,   and he held that portfolio from 5.4.1957 to 31.7.1959. When
the Communist Party split, Shri. T.V. chose to remain with the CPI.
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In the 3rd and 4th KLA too, Shri T.V. Thomas subsequently became elected , from Alleppey itself. In the
4th ministry headed by EMS, he handled the portfolio of Industries during the period from 6.3.67 to
21.10.69.

Later on, in the Achutha Menon Ministry, Shri. T.V. Thomas was the Minister for Industries from 25.9.71
to 25.3.77. As the Minister for Industries, Sri. T.V. Thomas also took the initiative to give impetus for
the Industrialisation of the state and encourage new entrepreneurs to achieve this objective. The
veteran leader, Smt.K.R. Gouri Amma, who is presently Minister for Agriculture, is his wife.

Shri. T.V. Thomas expired on 26.3.1977 at the age of 67.

The Assembly paid its homage to him on 29. 3. 1977.
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Shri. K.T. Achuthan, advocate and senior Congress leader, was born as the son of Shri. Thryyan Vaidyar
and Smt. Madhavi in April 1911.

Shri Achuthan had  served as a Member of Kochi Legislative Assembly from 1943 to 1949, and
Travancore-Cochin Legislative Assembly from 1949 to 1951.

Shri Achuthan  became elected to the second Kerala Legislative Assembly in 1960, contesting from
Nattika constituency as a Congress candidate. Shri. Achuthan held the portfolio of Transport and
Labour in the Pattom Thanu Pillai Ministry from 22-2-1960 to 26-9-1962. He was the Minister for
Transport and    Labour  in  the   R. Sankar cabinet too, from 26-9-1962 to 10-9-1964.

He had also served for a term as a Member of the Lok Sabha, from 1952 to 1957.

In the course of a long political career, Shri. Achuthan has held several important positions in different walks
of life. He was Member, Municipal Council, Irinjalakuda and General Secretary, Cochin SNDP Yogam.

Smt. Savithri is his wife and they have four sons and three daughters.

Shri. Achuthan expired on 8-1-1999.

The Assembly paid its homage to him on 26-2-1999.
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Shri. P.T. Chacko,  veteran Congress leader, was born  on April 9, 1915 as the son of  Shri Thomas and
Smt. Annamma at Chirakadavu, in Kottayam District..

A lawyer by profession, Sri. P.T. Chacko had served as a member of Travancore Assembly from 1948 to
1949.  After the integration of the state of Travancore and Cochin, he continued to be a member of
the Travancore-Cochin Legislative Assembly from 1949 to 1952.  In 1949,  he also served as a
member of the Constituent Assembly.  He was the Chief whip of Congress Legislature party in the
Travancore Legislative Assembly in 1948,  and also  acted as Secretary of Congress Legislature  Party
in Travancore-Cochin Legislative  Assembly.  He had also served for a time in  Rajya Sabha, during
1952-53.

Shri. P. T. Chacko was  elected to First Kerala Legislative Assembly from Vazhoor constituency as a
Congress Member.  He was  the first Leader of Opposition of the newly formed State of Kerala.  He
represented Meenachil constituency in the second KLA,  and  handled the portfolio of Home Affairs,  in
the Ministry headed by Sri. Pattom Thanu Pillai from 22.2.1960 to 26.9.1962.  In the subsequent
Ministry headed  by Shri. R. Sankar too, he handled the same portfolio for 2 years from 26.9.1962 to
20.2.1964.
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He resigned from the post of Home Minister on 20th February 1964,  which eventually paved the way
for the formation of a new regional party, Kerala Congress,  after his untimely demise shortly afterwards.

Smt. Mariamma is his wife and they have six children .

His son Shri. P.C. Thomas has been representing the Moovattupuzha  constituency in Lok Sabha since
1989, and has served as the Union Minister of State for Law in the A.B. Vajpayee Cabinet.

Shri P.T. Chacko passed away on 31-7-1964.

The Assembly paid its homage to him on 2-9-1964.
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Shri. K. Chandrasekharan, leading lawyer of the High Court and senior leader, was born as the son of
Shri. K. Rama Varma on September 22,1921 at Trichur.  A law Graduate from Madras Law College,
Shri. Chandrasekharan had been active in the student movements in Madras during 1943-45.  He set
up practice in Kasargode in 1947, even while continuing as a member  of Congress Socialist  Party,
which he joined in his student days.

Later during 1957, while serving as President  of Kerala Kisan Panchayat , Shri Chandrasekharan
contested the first ever election in the State of Kerala, and got elected from Hosdurg constituency,   as
a PSP candidate. He got elected in the second  KLA too, from the same constituency.

And in the Ministry headed by Shri. Pattom Thanu Pillai, Shri. Chandrasekharan  became a Minister for
the first time.

He was the Minister for Law and Revenue in that Ministry from 22.2.1960 to  26.9.1962.  Even
though he was sworn in as Minister for Law and Revenue in the R Sankar Ministry too, on 26.9.1962,
he resigned Ministership on 8.10.1962.
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Shri. Chandrasekharan later became elected to the fifth KLA as a member of Janatha Party from
Badagara, and represented the same constituency, right upto the ninth KLA.

In the Nayanar Ministry  of 8th KLA too, Shri. Chandrasekharan was Minister for  Education and Law
from 26.3.1987 to 17.6.1991.  He was also the leader of the Janatha Legislature party from  the 5th

to the 9th KLA.

He had served as  the Chairman of the Subordinate Legislation Committee from 1958 to 1959.

Shri. K.Chandrasekharan had been a member of Rajyasabha twice from 1967 to 1970 and from
1970 to 1976.

In the course of an illustrious public life, he has been a member of the Kerala Sports Council, Rubber
Board, Bar Association of India and Supreme Court Advocates Association.  He  has also been a
leading figure in  P.S.P., S.S.P, J.S.P  and Janatha Party in Kerala .

A gifted writer  as well, Shri Chandrasekharan has authored  many commendable works,  ‘Reflection
on the Indian Revolution, ‘Let us unite ,’ and ‘The Face of freedom’ to name just a few.

Shri. K.Chandrasekharan is a bachelor.
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Shri. K.A. Damodara Menon, journalist and veteran Congress leader, was born in 1906. After graduation,
he took LLB and also worked as a teacher in Burma for a brief period. Like many of his generation, Shri.
Menon was drawn into politics through the  freedom struggle. He was also imprisoned for nearly five
years during different stages of his life.

After becoming active in public life, he served as Secretary of the Aikya Kerala Committee from 1945
to 1957 and President of KPCC in 1957. He had been elected to the Provincial Parliament in 1950
and Lok Sabha in 1952.

Shri. Damodara Menon became elected to the second KLA as Congress Candidate from Parur in
1960. In the Ministry headed by Shri. Pattom Thanu Pillai, he was the Minister for Industries from
February 2, 1960 to September 26, 1962. He was Minister for Industries and Local Administration
again from September 26, 1962 to September 10, 1964 in the subsequent Cabinet headed by Shri
R. Sankar.

As one having a rich experience in journalism, Shri. Menon    has   authored  a  number  of books
including   ‘Narmakadhakal’, ‘Bhavanasoonam’   ‘Balaraman’  and ‘Thoppil Nidhi’.  He had also served
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as Resident Editor of ‘Mathrubhoomi’ daily and was the President of Kerala Press Academy.

He was married to Smt. Leela Damodara Menon, who also was a member of KLA. They have three
sons.

Shri. Damodara Menon passed away on 1-11-80.

The Assembly paid its homage to him on 10-12-1980.
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 Shri. D. Damodaran Potti, esteemed leader had the distinction of adorning the seats of Speaker and
Minister in our state. He was born on 27th April 1921 in Kottarakara as the son of Shri. K.Damodaran
Potti, who was a member of Sree Mulam Praja Sabha.

After completing his matriculation in Kottarakara High School, he studied in S.B. College, Changanassery
and Arts College, Thiruvananthapuram, and later took his Bachelors’ Degree in Law from Law College,
Thiruvananthapuram.

Shri. Damodaran Potti turned to active politics by participating in the Quit India movement, even
resigning the job he had in the Central Secretariat in 1942. Subsequently, in 1944 he started practice
as an Advocate in Kottarakara. Though he was an active worker of the Congress Party, he later joined
PSP  and SSP. He had served as the Chairman of S.S.P’ Kerala Unit and had also been the Vice
Chairman of the Kerala Grandhasala Sangham.

As one, whose heart was with the masses, Shri. Potti worked for the upliftment of the poor and working
class, and actively participated in the trade union movement.
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In 1954, Shri. Potti had also been elected to Travancore - Cochin Assembly. He served as the Deputy
Speaker in that Assembly.

Shri. Damodaran Potti was elected to the K.L.A for the first time in 1960, contesting from Kottarakara.
From 21.2.1960 to 8.10.1962 he also held the portfolio of Public Works in the Cabinets headed by
Sri. Pattom   Thanu Pillai and later, Sri R. Sankar .

Shri. Potti, became elected to the KLA, again in 1967, from Chadayamangalam constituency. On 15th

March 1967, he was elected as the Speaker of Kerala Legislative Assembly, and he graced the Chair
till 21st October 1970. His contributions to KLA as a Speaker have been widely acknowledged.

Sri. Damodaran Potti expired on 15.11.2002.

The Assembly paid its homage to him on 27.1.2003.
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Shri. K. Kunhambu, senior Congress leader, was born on 1st June 1924, as the son of Shri. K.Urootty,
in Chirakkalamsom of Cannanore District.

Starting life as a labourer in Malabar Saw Mills, Cannanore in 1939 after passing ESLC, he underwent
teachers’ training during 1940-42 and worked for some time as teacher . His certificate as teacher got
cancelled for two years, when he was arrested in 1948, in connection with the Communist uprise in
North Malabar.

Shri Kunhambu joined Congress in 1948. He had been selected as a Member of the District Welfare
Committee by the Madras Government. During 1954-56, he also served as Deputy Sevak under the
Harijan Welfare Department

Shri.   Kunhambu   represented   Ponnani constituency in 1st  KLA,  Alathur constituency in 2nd KLA and
Njarakkal constituency in 9th  KLA as Congress member.

Shri. Kunhambu was the Minister for Harijan Uplift and Registration from 22.2.1960 to 26.9.1962 in
the second Ministry headed by Shri. Pattom Thanu Pillai and later,the Minister for Harijan Welfare from
26.9.1962 to 10.9.1964 in the third Ministry headed by Shri. R. Sankar.
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He had served as the Chairman of the Committee on the Welfare of Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes. He was also a Member of the Lok Sabha for three consecutive periods from
1977-79, 1980-84 and 1984-89.

In the course of a long public life, Shri. Kunhambu had served as General Secretary of Depressed
Class League, Malabar Branch and also as working committee member of Bharatheeya Depressed
Class League.

His wife is Smt.V.Madhavi. They have four sons and two daughters.

While serving as a Member of Kerala Legislative Assembly, Shri. Kunhambu expired on 14.12.1991.

The Assembly paid its homage to him on 4.3.1992.
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Shri. E.P. Poulose, senior Congress leader, was born on October 2, 1909 at Ramamangalam,
Muvattupuzha.  After graduation, he obtained a law degree in 1933 and took up  practice as a lawyer.

After joining the Indian National Congress,  Shri. Poulose had  participated in the freedom movement,
early in 1935  and had also been  imprisoned in 1946 in this connection,  for a short period.  Elected
to Travancore Legislative Assembly in 1948,  Shri. Poulose was  subsequently elected to the first and
second  KLA from Ramamangalam as a Congress candidate.

 Shri. E.P. Poulose also served as the Minister for Food and Agriculture from February 22, 1960 to
September 26, 1962 in the Ministry headed by Shri. Pattom A. Thanu Pillai.  During the  R. Sankar
Ministry, he held the same portfolio from September 26, 1962 to September 10, 1964.

Shri. Poulose  had very much been actively involved in the growth of Co-operative movement in the
state.

Shri. E.P. Poulose passed away on November 17, 1983.

The Assembly paid its homage  to him on December 12, 1983.
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Shri. P.P.Ummer Koya, well known educationist and freedom fighter, was born on 1.7.1922 at Kozhikode.

Starting his political career quite early in life, Shri Ummer Koya  had been elected  to the Madras
Legislative Council in 1954.

After the State reorganisation, Shri Ummer Koya became  elected to the 1st KLA and 2nd KLA from
Manjeri Constituency, contesting as a Congress Member.

Shri. Koya held the portfolio of  Education from 22.02.1960 to 26.9.1962, in the Ministry headed by
Shri. Pattom Thanu Pillai. From 26.9.1962 to 10.9.1964, he handled the Portfolio of Public Works, in
the Ministry headed by Shri. R.Sankar.

He had served as the Vice President of K.P.C.C. He had also a remarkable  stint as a member of the
Kerala Public Service Commission.

Shri. Ummer Koya expired on September 1, 2000.

The Assembly paid its homage to him on December 21, 2000.
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Shri.V.K. Velappan, senior Congress Leader, was born in September 1898 at Vaikom.

After his school education he had joined the Ernakulam Maharaja’s College in 1919, but had however
to discontinue  his studies.  He later turned to social and political activities and had been elected to
the Sree Moolam Praja Sabha twice in 1929 and 1931, and to the Travancore Legislative Assembly
during 1933 –37.  He was elected to the Travancore Legislative Assembly again in 1944, and continued
upto 1947.

Shri. Velappan became elected from the Vazhur constituency to the second Kerala Legislative Assembly
in 1960 as a Congress candidate.  From 22.02.1960 to 26..08..1962 he served as  the Minister for
Health and Electricity in the  Ministry headed by Shri. Pattom Thanu Pillai .

In the course of a long public life , Shri Vellappan was also Municipal Councillor  in the Vaikom
Municipality and its Chairman from 1938 to 1952 and again from 1956 to 1960. He had also been
associated with the activities of the NSS, along with Shri Mannath Padmanabhan.

Shri. V.K. Velappan expired on 26..8..1962 while serving as Minister.

The Assembly paid its homage to him on October 3, 1962.
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Shri. M.P. Govindan Nair, Congress leader, was born in April 1928,  as the son of Shri. Parameswaran
Pillai and Smt. Kunjukutty Amma. A lawyer by profession, he had served as President of Vijayapuram
Panchayat,  and was president of a number of trade unions.  He had served as Member of Congress
Party Executive and was also closely associated with the Bharat Sevak Samaj.

Shri. Govindan Nair  became elected to the Second Kerala Legislative Assembly in 1960 from Kottayam
constituency, as a Congress candidate.  He served as the Minister for Health, in the Ministry headed by
Shri. R. Sankar from 9.10.1962 to 10.9.1964.

Shri. Govindan  Nair had, later, served as Chairman, KFC and Meat Products of India Ltd.  He has been
Director Board Member and Executive Council Member of NSS.  Besides, he has been President of
Kerala Bar Federation and Urban Co- operative Banks Federation.  He had also served as Member in
the Committee on Co-operative Banks for the Reserve Bank of India.  Presently, he is a Member of the
Disciplinary Action Committee of KPCC.

Smt. B. Sarada Devi is his wife, and they have one daughter .
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Shri. T.A. Thomman, Advocate and Congress leader, was born at Poonjar.

Enrolling as an Advocate  at Palai, he had served for some time as Member of Palai Municipal Council,
and also as member of Travancore - Cochin Pradesh Congress Committee.

Shri.Thomman became elected to the first and second Kerala Legislative Assembly from Poonjar
constituency, as a Congress candidate. From 2.3.1964 to 10.9.1964, he handled the Portfolios of
Law and Revenue, in the third Ministry headed by Shri.R.Sankar.

In the course of a long public life, Shri. Thomman had held several high positions. He had served as
the Chief Whip of Congress Parliamentary Party in 1960, besides being the Executive Committee
Member of K.P.C.C. From 1958 to 1959,    he was the Chairman of Public Accounts Committee and
from 1962 to 1963, the Chairman of Subordinate Legislation Committee. He had also served as
secretary to the Joint Parlamentary Party of Congress and PSP in the second Kerala Legislative Assembly
and had also been chairman of District Advisory Committee for Khadi and Village Industries. A renowned
co-operator too, Shri. Thomman had served as President of State Co-operative Union.

Shri. T.A. Thomman expired on 11.4.1984.

The Assembly paid its homage to him on 21.6.1984.
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Shri. M.P.M. Ahammed Kurikkal , senior  leader of Muslim League,  was born on 23.8. 1921.

Starting  his political career early in life joining the Congress Party, he later  joined the Muslim League
in 1950, and was its Vice-President.

Elected to the 1st and 2nd KLA from Kondotty, he represented Malappuram in the 3rd K.L.A. He
handled  the portfolios of Panchayats and Community Development and Fisheries in the  Cabinet of
Sri. E.M.S from 6.3.1967,  till his untimely demise next year.

He was also the  Secretary of Muslim League Legislature  Party in the 1st KLA and its leader from 1961
to 1964.

Shri. Kurikkal  had also been a Member of the Malabar District Board and the Malabar District Co-
operative Bank.

Shri Ahammed Kurikkal expired on 24.10.1968, while serving as Minister.

The Assembly paid its homage to him on 28.10.1968.
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Shri.T.K.Divakaran, veteran trade union leader, who dedicated his life to organise the labourers, and
raised his voice for their rights, was born on 5.12.1920 as the son of Shri.Krishnan and Smt. Nani.

Immediately after his school education, he began to get involved in trade union activities. He associated
himself with UTUC, the trade union wing of RSP along with leaders like Shri.R.Sreekantan Nair. A
founder member of KSP, Shri. Divakaran joined RSP in 1947 and had undergone imprisonment for a
long period, in connection with the Punnapra-Vayalar Struggle in 1947 and the Cotton Mill Strike in
1949.

Shri. Divakaran had been elected to the Travancore - Cochin Legislative Assembly, in 1952 and 1954.
During his tenure in TCLA, he was the Deputy Leader of opposition parties. He was also the Chairman
of Estimates Committee in TCLA.

 Shri. Divakaran  became elected to the   3rd  and  4th KLA from  Kollam Constituency as RSP member.
In the Ministry headed by Shri. E.M.S.Namboodirippad, he was the Minister for Works from 6.3.1967
to 21.10.1969 . And in the Ministry headed by     Shri.C.Achutha Menon, he handled the portfolios of
Works and Tourism from 4.10.1970 till his demise on 19.1.1976 while serving as Minister.
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In the course of a long public life, he was the Chairman of Kollam Municipality and had served as
Member and Vice Chairman of Coir Board. He also held important positions in RSP, including serving
as the President of UTUC.

His wife is Smt.Devayani and they have 5 daughters and 2 sons including Shri.Babu Divakaran, the
Minister for Labour in the Oommen Chandy Ministry.

The Assembly paid its homage to Shri. T.K. Divakaran on 16.2.1976.
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Shri. M.N.Govindan Nair, veteran Communist leader,  fondly called MN, was born on December 10,
1910.

After graduation,  he actively participated in the freedom struggle. In the initial stages of an eventful
career, he had spent a year in Wardha Ashram and was very much active in Harijan Upliftment. Shri.
M.N. had also to give up Law studies due to active participation in the Travancore State Congress
movement. Later,  he became a member of CPI,  and served as Secretary, Travancore Unit of CPI,
Member, CPI Central Secretariat, Member,  National Executive of CPI and the Secretary, CPI Kerala
Unit.

Shri.M.N. had  previously served as a member of TCLA during 1952 -1954.

Shri. M.N. Govindan Nair became  elected to KLA from Punalur in 1967 and from Chadayamangalam
in 1970,  and served as leader,  CPI  Legislature  Party. He was the Minister for Agriculture and
Electricity in the EMS Ministry from 06.03.1967 to 21.10.1969. He also served as the Minister for
Transport and Electricity in the C.Achutha Menon Ministry from 25.09.1971 to 25.03 1977.
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Shri. Govindan Nair served also  as a member of Rajya Sabha from 1962 to 1967, and  member of
Lok Sabha from 1977 to 1979.

Married to Smt. Devaki they have one son and  one daughter.

Shri. M.N. Govindan Nair  passed away on 27.11.1984.

The Assembly paid its homage  to him on7-3-1985
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Shri. E.K.Imbichi Bava, veteran Communist leader, was born on 20.7.1917 as the son of Shri. Abdulla.

Entering politics at an early age through the student Movement, he had been an active worker of the
Congress Party and later, the Congress Socialist Party , before he joined the CPI in 1940.  He had also
been imprisoned for political activities on a number  of occasions and even had to work underground,
for 2 ½  years during 1945-52 and again for six months, later in 1965, while an MP.  During his long
and eventful career as a political and trade union leader, he has held important positions in CITU as
District president , Malappuram and Member of its All India Working Committee. He also served as
Palakkad District Secretary of CPI(M) .  He was also a member of CPI (M) Kerala State Secretariat.

Shri.Imbichi Bava was elected to the 3rd KLA from Mannarghat constituency as CPI(M) member. He
served as the Minister for Transport in the EMS Ministry from 6.3.1967 to 1.11.1969. He also
handled the portfolio of Jail, Archaeology, Museum and Zoo.

Shri Bava  had been a Member of both the Houses of Parliament as well previously , serving as a
Member of Rajya Sabha during 1952-54 and as a Member of Lok Sabha in 1962 and 1980. After a
gap,  he was elected also to the 9th KLA from Ponnani Constituency.
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His wife is Smt.  Fathima and they have 4 sons and 1 daughter.

Shri. Imbichi Bava expired on 11.4.1995 while serving as a Member.

The Assembly paid its homage  to him on 24.4.1995.
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Shri. M.K. Krishnan, renowned Communist leader, was born on 15.1.1924, as the son of  Shri. M.K.
Kannan.

Keenly interested in the upliftment of the Backward classes, even from student days, he had been an
active worker of the Cochin Pulaya Maha Sabha, and was its General Secretary during 1947-50.

Joining the Communist Party in 1947, he later became the State Committee Member of the CPI (M).

Shri. Krishnan became elected to the 3rd KLA from Kunnathunadu reserved constituency as CPI (M)
Member.  He was the Minister for Forests and Harijan Welfare in the Ministry headed by Shri. E.M.S.
from 6.3.1967 to 1.11.1969.

Getting elected later to the 5th KLA from Koyalmannam and to the 6th KLA from Njarakkal, Shri Krishnan
handled the portfolio of Harijan Welfare in the Ministry headed by Shri E.K. Nayanar from 25.1.1980
to 20.10.1981.

He had also served as the Chairman of Public Accounts Committee from 1977 to 1979.

Shri. Krishnan became a Member of the Lok Sabha, from 1971 to 1977.
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Smt. Rugmini is his wife and they have three sons and two daughters.

Shri. M.K. Krishnan expired on 14.11.1995.

The Assembly paid its homage to him on 6.3.1996.
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Shri. P. K. Kunju, a leading figure in the political history of Travancore and later of Kerala, was born on
5th August 1905. An intermediate from Aligarh Muslim University, he had plunged into active politics
while in high school. He had also taken part in the historic Vaikom Sathyagraha .

A member of Sree Moolam Assembly of Travancore from 1937 to 1947, he was later elected to
Travancore Assembly in 1948 and was the Whip of the parliamentary party of All Travancore Joint
political Congress. And in the election held after the integration of Travancore - Cochin, he was elected
as a member in 1954 and became the Minister for Labour, Medical and Local bodies in the TCLA
during 1954-1955.

Shri. P.K. Kunju had served also as the President of the Travancore-Cochin Muslim League in 1952.
When the Praja Socialist party was formed, he became its Treasurer from 1957 to 1961.

Shri. Kunju became elected to the 2nd KLA subsequently from Krishnapuram constituency, as a PSP
member. In the 3rd KLA he was elected from Kayamkulam as a member of SSP. From 6-3-1967 to
13-5-1969, Shri. Kunju was the Minister for Finance in the Ministry headed by Shri. E.M.S.
Namboodirippad. It was during his stewardship, that lottery was introduced in the State.
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During a long public life, Shri Kunju was also the Chief editor of ‘Rajyabhimani’ and ‘Swaraj’ weeklies
and the daily ‘Kerala Janata’. The Chairman of the Kerala Wakf Board, Shri P.K. Kunju was the founder
of M.S.M. Arts and Science College, Kayamkulam.

Shri P. K. Kunju  expired  at the age of 74 on 23-6-1979.

The Assembly paid its homage to him on 5-10-1979.
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Shri. P.R. Kurup, veteran Socialist leader, was born as the son of Shri.Govindan Nambiar on
30-9-1915.

A teacher by profession, he had participated in several teacher’s movements and also in the Kattampalli
struggle and struggle of Estate labour union. He had also been dismissed from service in 1945,
because of his political affiliations. Getting initiated into politics through the Congress Party in 1935,
he got attracted to the ideals of the Sociality Party later.

Shri. Kurup subsequently contested from Koothuparamba constituency in the elections held to the
first KLA, as Praja Socialist Party candidate, and got elected. In the 2nd KLA also, he represented
Koothuparamba constituency, again as a PSP member.He was elected from Peringalam constituency
to the 3rd KLA as SSP member, and continued to represent Peringalam constituency in the 5th, 8th and
10th Kerala Legislative Assembly.

Shri. P.R. Kurup was Minister for Irrigation and Co-operation in the E.M.S.Ministry from 6-3-67 to
21-10-69 and the Minister for Forests and Transport, in the Nayanar Ministry from 20-5-96 to
11-1-99.
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He was the Chairman of the Committee on Private Members Bills and Resolutions from 1957 to
1958 and the House Committee from 1987 to 1989.

Shri Kurup had also served as President of Malabar Kisan Panchayat for some time.

His  wife is Smt. K.P. Leela  and  they  have  4 daughters  and 4  sons, including  Shri  K.P. Mohanan,
Member of the 11th KLA.

Shri P.R. Kurup expired on 17-1-2001.

The Assembly paid its homage to him on 16-2-2001.
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Shri. Mathai Manjooran, the founder of Kerala Socialist Party and an accomplished editor, was born in
1912 as the son of Shri. Mathew.

While a matriculate student, he had actively participated in the Boycott of Simon Commission.  Later,
graduating from Madras University  in 1933, he had been jailed for eight months for participating in
the Kisan Labour movement.  He was also cited as an accused in the famous Kizhariyoor Bomb case
of  1942.

Initially taking  part in Congress organisational work, he later joined Congress Socialist Party, and had
even  to go underground for sometime.  He had also been active in the Cochin Praja Mandalam, and
leader of its  left faction.

Forming the KSP in 1947, he was imprisoned several times,  and was prohibited from entering erstwhile
Travancore State on two occasions.  He also took active  part in the Aikya Kerala Movement.

 Shri. Manjooran became elected to the 3rd KLA from Madayi constituency as Kerala Socialist party
member.  In the 4th Ministry under the Chief Ministership of Shri. E.M.S. Namboodirippad,  he handled
the portfolio of Labour from 6..3..1967 to 1..11..1969.
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Shri. Mathai Manjooran had also served as a member of Rajya Sabha , previously, from 1952 to
1954.

He was also editor of the dailies, 'Light of Kerala', 'Kerala Prakasam' and 'Socialist weekly' , and  has
also authored one  book Prakasathilekku, a 3 volume Life Sketch of Great Philosophers.

Shri Mathai Manjooran  expired  on 14..1..1970, while serving as Member.

The Assembly paid its homage to him on 15..1..1970.
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Shri. B. Wellingdon, political and trade union leader, was born in 1928.

After graduation, he started life as a teacher and later entered into political activities.

Entering politics through the Students’ Congress, he became an active trade unionist, and was one of
the pioneers of the INTUC in Quilon. Later, associating with Anti- Communist Front in 1956, he was
elected President of its Kerala Unit. He broke away, subsequently, from Congress in 1961.

Shri Wellingdon was elected from Kalpetta constituency to the 3rd KLA and from Palluruthy constituency
to the 4th KLA as KTP candidate.

He handled the portfolio of Health from 06-03-1967 to 20-10-1969, in the Ministry headed by Shri.
E.M.S.Namboodiripad.

He had also served as the General Secretary of KTP and Secretary of Malanad Karshaka Union.

Smt. Elizabeth is his wife.
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Shri. Avukaderkutty Naha, veteran leader of the Muslim League, was born in February 1920 to Shri
Kunjikoyanutty Haji.

After School education, he ventured into political  arena through Muslim league. During the course of
a long political career, he served as Vice-President, Indian Union Muslim League, Kerala State Committee,
and President, Kerala State Swathanthra Thozhilali Union.

He had been elected also as a member of the Malabar District Board in 1954.

Shri. Naha became elected to first KLA from Thirurangadi Constituency. He remained a member from
first KLA to seventh KLA, contesting from the same constituency throughout.

Shri Naha was also the Minister for Panchayat and Community Development in the EMS Ministry from
9..11..1968 to 21..10..1969. From 1..11..1969 to 1..8..1970 he was the Minister for Local
Administration in C. Achutha Menon Ministry, and later in the second Achutha Menon Ministry also, he
was the Minister for Food & Local Administration from 4.. 10.. 1970 to 25..3..1977. Again, he served
as the Minister for Local Administration in the K. Karunakaran Ministry and in the succeeding Ministry
headed by Shri. A.K. Antony. In the  P.K. Vasudevan Nair    Ministry also, he  was  the Minister for Local

1968
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Administration for one year.  Shri. Avukaderkutty Naha    was the Deputy Chief Minister of Kerala from
October 24, 1983 to March 25, 1987.

In the course of a long public life, he also served as Deputy Leader, Muslim League Legislature Party
during  1980-82. He was the Chairman of House Committee during 1960-62 and Public Undertakings
Committee during 1982-83.

Married to Smt. P.K. Kunjibeebi Umma, they have 7 daughters and 3 sons including Shri. P.K. Abdu
Rabb, M.L.A.

Shri Naha passed away on August 11, 1988.

The Assembly paid its homage to him on December 21, 1988

Shri. George subsequently became elected to the Kerala Assembly in 1957 and 1960 from Muvattupuzha
constituency as a Congress candidate. The Founder-Chairman of Kerala Congress in 1964, Shri.
George was later elected to the Assembly in 1967 and 1970,   also from Poonjar as a Kerala Congress
Candidate , and was the leader of Kerala Congress Legislature Party.

Shri George was the Minister for Transport and Health from 1.11.1969 to 1.8.1970 in the Ministry
headed by Shri. C. Achutha Menon. In the next Achutha Menon Ministry too, he served as the Minister
for Transport from 26.6.1976 to 11.12.1976. .

He had also a remarkable stint as Chairman of Public Accounts Committee, Subordinate Legislation
Committee and   Committee on Private Members Bills and Resolutions.

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Smt. Marthamma is his wife and they have 3 sons and 2 daughters. Shri. Francis George M.P. is his
son.

Shri.  K.M.  George  expired on 11.12.1976 while  serving  as  Minister.

The Assembly paid its homage to him on 20.12.1976.
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Shri.  K.T. Jacob,  senior CPI leader,  was born in 1921.

After  School education , he actively participated in the National Movement and later became a
member of the Communist  Party.   After the split in 1964, he opted to stand with the CPI.

Shri Jacob became elected to the 3rd KLA in 1967 from Udumbanchola Constituency.

He served as the Minister for Revenue from 1..11..1969 to 1..8..1970 in the Ministry headed by
Shri.C.Achutha Menon,  and took the lead in giving title of land to landless workers and labourers.

Later he also served for  sometime as the Chairman of Kerala State Housing Board.

Shri.  K.T. Jacob expired on 14..6..1976.

The Assembly paid its homage to him on 15..10..1976.
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Shri. O. Koran, renowned socialist leader, was born in August 1919.

A teacher by profession, he later entered the social and political field  and served as Vice-President of
Malabar Kisan Panchayat, President of Malabar Harijan Samaj during 1940-63, and member of the
State Executive Committee of Kisan Panchayat.  A devoted activist of Harijan upliftment work, he was
also the Joint Secretary of PSP and later SSP.

Shri. Koran was also a member of Madras  Legislative Assembly previously from 1952 to 1956
representing Alathur Constituency.

Shri. Koran became  elected to the Kerala Legislative Assembly in 1960 from Nileshwar,  and in 1967
from Kuzhalmannam, as an SSP candidate.

He was also the Minister  for Agriculture and Irrigation from 1..11..1969 to 1..8..1970 in the Ministry
headed by Shri. C. Achutha Menon.

Subsequently joining the Janatha Party, he became its State Committee Member, and President of its
Farmers’ wing, “Karshaka Janata.”  He had also been a Director Board Member of the Cochin Ship
yard.
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Shri Koran has 3 sons and 3 daughters.

Upon his demise the Assembly paid its homage on 6..7..1981
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Shri. P. Raveendran, renowned leader of CPI, was born on November 14, 1922, as the son of Shri.
Padmanabhan.

A law graduate, he was actively involved in Co-operative movement and trade union sector,  and had
also been imprisoned, for political reasons.

Shri. Raveendran was elected also  to Travancore-Cochin Legislative Assembly  in 1951 and 1954.

Shri. Raveendran became  elected to the Kerala Legislative Assembly in 1957 and 1960 from Eravipuram,
and 1967 and  1970 from Chathannur.

Shri. Raveendran also served as the Minister for Industries, Labour and Forests from 1..11..1969 to
1..8..1970 in the Ministry headed by Shri. C. Achutha Menon.  In 1987 and 1996 he was again
elected from Chathannur constituency.  Shri. Raveendran was the Pro-tem Speaker of the tenth KLA in
1996.

Besides holding important positions in the Handloom, Cashew and Co-operative Sectors, he had
served as Member, State Executive of CPI and Secretary, CPI Legislature Party.  He has also won the
Sadanandan Award for the Best Co-operator.

Smt. Savithrikutty is  his wife and they have one daughter.
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Shri. P. Raveendran passed away on 13..11..1997, while serving as member.

The Assembly paid its homage to him on 8..12..1997.
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Shri. N.K. Seshan, Socialist Party leader, was born in April 1927.

Starting his career as a Lecturer in English,  Shri. Seshan later became the Head of the Department
and Dean of Faculty of Language and Literature in Calicut University. He started his political career
through the Socialist Party in 1948, and had also served as its General Secretary. He was actively
involved in library movement and in the co-operative sector also, and was the Secretary of Kerala
Kalaparishad. With a good command in Tamil and Hindi, he had also a good grounding in Sanskrit,
which stood him in good stead.

Shri. N.K. Seshan became elected to the 3rd KLA in 1967 from Wadakkancherry as an SSP candidate.

He also served as the Minister for Finance from 1.. 11.. 1969 to 2..4..1970 in the Ministry headed by
Shri.C.Achutha Menon. It was during his tenure as Minister that the Kerala State Financial Enterprises
was established.

He had also a remarkable stint as the Chairman of Library Advisory Committee during 1967-68.

Shri. Seshan had his literary accomplishments as well.  He published a biography on Rabindranatha
Tagore ‘Voice of India’ and another book on Asan, Ulloor and Vallathol.
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He has two daughters.

Shri. N.K. Seshan expired on 6.. 1.. 1986.

The Assembly paid its homage to him on 17..3.. 1986.
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Shri. Baby John , veteran RSP Leader, was born on 14.9.1920 as the son of Shri. Sebastian John and
Smt. Mary John.

Entering politics even while being a student, Shri. Baby John took part in the Independence movement,
and was arrested several times for this. He was also excommunicated by the Catholic Church for
taking part in politial activities. Beginning his political career as a member of Congress Party, he later
joined RSP and was its founder member.

Shri. Baby John’s long legislative career begins in 1952-54 when he was elected as a member of
Travancore - Cochin Legislative Assembly. Subsequently he was elected to the second KLA in 1960
from Karunagappally, which he again represented in 1967 and 1970. Since 1977, from the 5th KLA to
the 10th KLA,  he has been representing Chavara constituency continuously.

Shri. Baby John has a long record as a Minister as well. He was the Minister for Revenue from October
1970 to October 1979 in the four Ministries headed by M/s C. Achutha Menon, K. Karunakaran, A.K.
Antony and P.K. Vasudevan Nair. Subsequently he was the Minister for Education from January 1980
to October 1981 in the Ministry headed by Shri. E.K. Nayanar, and Minister for Irrigation from

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26..3..1987 to 17..6..1991 and the Minister for Irrigation and Labour from 20..5..1996 to 7..1..1998,
also in the Ministry headed by Shri. E.K. Nayanar. Shri. Baby John has also had a remarkable stint as
General Secretary of RSP, General Secretary of Kerala Committee of UTUC and President of All India,
UTUC.

Smt. T. Annamma B.John is his wife and they have two sons and one daughter. Shri. Shibu Baby John
who is presently a member of the Eleventh KLA, is his son.
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Shri. N.K. Balakrishnan , senior leader of Socialist Party, was born at Nileshwar on July 1, 1919  as the
son of Shri. K. Ambu.

 Resigning his job in the Co-operative  Department of Madras Government, he joined Quit India Movement
in 1942.  A founder member of the Congress Socialist Party in Kerala, Shri. Balakrishnan later became
a member of PSP State Committee.

Shri. Balakrishnan became elected to the Kerala Assembly, in 1967 and 1970, from Hosdurg
constituency.  He represented Uduma constituency in the 5th KLA as a PSP member.

Shri. Balakrishnan was  the Minister for Health and  Co-operation from 4.10.1970 to 25.3.1977 in
the Ministry headed by Shri. C. Achutha Menon.

Shri. Balakrishnan has also served at different times as Chairman, Kerala State Ware housing Corporation,
Member, Kerala University Senate, President, Kannur District Co-operative Bank and Director, Kannur
Co-operative Spinning Mills.

Smt. C. Narayani is his wife, and they have one son and three daughters.

Shri. N.K. Balakrishnan expired on 15.4.1996.

The Assembly paid its homage to him on 29.7.1996.
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Shri. N.E. Balaram, renowned Communist leader, was born on November 20, 1919.

A teacher in Peravoor UP School before entering politics in 1934 as a Congress Worker, he later joined
the Congress Socialist party, and shortly afterwards the CPI in 1939.  He was actively associated also
with Kisan and labour movements, and had been  imprisoned several times, for participating in various
agitations.

Shri. Balaram became  elected to the Assembly in 1957 and 1960 from Mattanur as a CPI candidate.
In 1970 he was again elected from Tellicherry.

Shri. Balaram was the Minister for Industries from 4..10..1970 to 24..9..1971 in the Ministry headed
by Shri. C. Achutha  Menon.

Shri. Balaram has served for sometime as Secretary, CPI State Council, Member, CPI National council
and Central Executive Committee.

He had put his stamp in the literary field also, and was the author of 'Indiyayude Piravi', 'Dhanasastra
Silpikal', 'Moonu Internationalukalude Charithram', 'Idathupaksha Communism', 'Adhunika
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Muthalalithwam' and 'History of the Communist Party of India'.

His wife is Smt. Pankajakshy and they have two sons and two daughters.

Shri. Balaram was a member of Rajya Sabha during 1985-94, when his end came  on 16..7..1994,
while serving as an MP.

The Assembly paid its homage to him on 18..7..1994.
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Shri. P.K. Raghavan, senior CPI leader was born on 11.10.1109 ME, at Sooranad, as the son of
Shri.Kunjathan.

Entering politics even while being a student, he became a member of Central Travancore Karshaka
Thozhilali Union, and later in 1953 joined the Communist Party. Shri. Raghavan was active in trade
Union field as well, and had served as Secretary, Karshaka Thozhilali Union, General Secretary, Kerala
Karshaka Thozhilali Federation, and Secretary, National Committee of Bharathiya Chethu Mazdoor
Union.

Shri Raghavan became elected to the Kerala Assembly in 1967 and 1970 from Pathanapuram
constituency as a CPI candidate. In the eighth KLA he represented Vaikom constituency.

Shri. P.K. Raghavan was the Minister for Harijan Welfare and Housing from 4.10.1970 to 24.9.1971
in the Ministry headed by Shri. C. Achutha Menon. Again, from 2.4.1987 to 17.6.1991, he was the
Minister for SC&ST Development, in the Ministry headed by Shri. E.K. Nayanar.

He has been a Member, CPI State Secretariat; President, State Karshaka Thozhilali Federation, and
General Secretary, Pulayar Maha Sabha.
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Smt. P. Saraswathy is his wife, and they have one son and two daughters.

Shri P.K. Raghavan expired on 19th August, 2005.
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Shri. P.S. Sreenivasan, renowned Communist leader, was born at Ullala in September  1923 as the
son of  Shri. Koppuzha . K. Krishnan.

Entering active politics through the students movements and the State Congress, he joined CPI in
1943.  During the Diwans’ rule he was imprisoned for 16 months and later also, he had to undergo
three years imprisonment.

Shri. Sreenivasan was elected to Kerala Assembly in 1960, 1967 and 1970  from Vaikom as a CPI
candidate .  In 1977 he was elected from Aroor, and in 1980 from Sherthalai.  Again, he was elected
in 1987 and 1991 from Karunagappally constituency.

Shri. Sreenivasan served as the Minister  for Transport and Electricity from 4.10.1970 to 24.9.1971,
in the Ministry headed by Shri. C. Achutha Menon, and as the Minister for Industries and Forests from
18.11.1978 to 7.10.1979, in the Ministry headed by Shri. P.K. Vasudevan Nair. Again, from 25.1.1980
to 20.10.1981 he was the Minister for Revenue and Fisheries, and  from 26.3.1987 to 17.6.1991,
he was the Minister for Revenue and Tourism, in the Ministries headed  by Shri. E.K. Nayanar.
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During his long political career, Shri. Sreenivasan had served as President, Kerala Karshaka Thozhilali
Federation, Kerala Coir Thozhilali Federation, and Kerala Hospital Employees Association, Treasurer
and Secretariat member of Kerala State Council of CPI  and as Senate member of Kerala University, for
two terms.

Shri. P.S. Sreenivasan expired on 9.7.1997.

The Assembly paid its homage to him on 14.7.1997.
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Dr. K.G. Adiyodi, renowned Congress leader, was born at Perampra on January 2, 1927, as the son of
Shri. Chandu Kidavu.

A doctor turned political leader, Shri. Adiyodi has secured an LIM from Madras  and has been running
a hospital at Perampra, since 1951.

Dr. Adiyodi became  elected to the 4th KLA in 1970, from Perampra constituency, and also to the 5th

KLA in 1977 from the Kalpetta constituency.

Shri. Adiyodi served as the Minister for Food and Forests from 25.9.1971 to 15.5.1972, Minister for
Finance from 16.5.1972 to 25.12.1975, and Minister for Forests and Irrigation from 26.12.1975 to
24.3.1977 in the Ministry during that period, headed by Shri. C. Achutha Menon.

An active worker of INC, Dr. Adiyodi had been a member of All India Congress Committee and had also
served as Chairman of Public Service Commission.

Smt. Madhavi Kutty Amma is his wife and they have three sons and two daughters.

Dr. Adiyodi expired on 22.10.1987.

The Assembly paid its homage to him on 2.11.1987.

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Shri. Vella Eacharan, Congress leader, was born at Alathur on July 9, 1918 as the son of Shri. Vella.

After school education and co-operative  training from Co-operative Institute, Madras, he was in
Government service during 1943-1951.  However, he left  Government  service and entered politics as
an active worker of the INC.  Actively involved in Harijan upliftment and Bhoodan work, Shri. Eacharan
later served as a member of the first and second Lok Sabha.

Shri. Eacharan was subsequently elected to Kerala Legislative Assembly in 1970, from Trithala
constituency and in 1977, from Wandoor constituency .

Shri. Eacharan was  the Minister for Harijan Welfare and Community Development from 25.9.1971 to
25.3.1977,  in the Ministry headed by Shri. C. Achutha  Menon.

He had also held several high positions in different walks of life including serving as   President of
Depressed class League, Malabar and All India Working Committee member, besides  being a member
of KPCC and AICC.

Smt. Lekshmi is his wife and they have three daughters.

Shri. Vella Eacharan  expired on 11..2..1980.

The Assembly paid its homage to him on 18.2.1980.
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Shri.  K.T. George, lawyer and Congress leader, was born on July  20, 1929.

A leading criminal lawyer of the Parur Bar, he entered active politics in 1954 as an active member of
INC, and later became member of KPCC, KPCC Election Committee and AICC.  He was also a member
of the Kerala University Senate.

Getting elected to the third KLA in 1967 and again to the fourth KLA in 1970  from Parur as a
Congress member, Shri. George was Chief Whip of Congress Legislature   Party during 1967-69,
Chairman of Committee on Estimates during 1970-71 and the Deputy leader of Congress Legislature
Party.

Shri. K.T. George held the portfolio of Finance from 25.9.1971 to 3.4.1972 in the Ministry headed by
Shri. C. Achutha Menon.

His sad end came when he collapsed while speaking on the floor of the House on 3rd April, 1972.  He
left behind, his wife Smt. Saramma George and three daughters.

The Assembly paid its homage to him on 5.4.1972.
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Shri Vakkom B. Purushothaman, veteran Congress leader and Advocate, was born at Vakkom on April
12, 1928 as the son of Shri Bhanu Panicker and Smt. Bhavani .

Beginning his political life as an active  worker of students Congress in 1946, he became  a member
of Vakkom Panchayat in 1953.  Later, he served as President, DCC, Thiruvananthapuram, General
Secretary, KPCC and Vice – President, KPCC.  He has been a member of AICC for over 25 years.

Shri Vakkom  Purushothaman  became elected to the Kerala Legislative Assembly in 1970, 1977,
1980 and 1982 from Attingal Constituency.

Holding the portfolio of Agriculture and Labour from 25-9-1971 to 25-3-1977 in the Ministry headed
by Shri. C. Achutha Menon,  Shri Vakkom Purushothaman was also  the Minister for Health and
Tourism from 25.1.1980  to 16.10.1981 in the Nayanar Ministry.

Shri Vakkom adorned the Chair of Speaker of the Assembly from 24.6.1982 to 28.12.1984.
Subsequently he served as a member of the Lok-Sabha during 1984-89 and 1989 – 91 .

He had served also as Chairman, Committee on Public Undertakings and Committee on Subordinate
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Legislation of Parliament besides being the Chairman of the Consultative Committee of Experts to the
CIDP of Inter Parliamentary Union, Geneva for five years.

In 2001, he was again elected to the 11th KLA from Attingal constituency, and served as Speaker for
the Second time from 6.6.2001 to 4.9.2004. He has been holding the portfolio of Finance and
Excise, since 5.9.2004, in the Ministry headed by Shri. Oommen Chandy.

Shri. Vakkom Purushothaman has also had the charge of Chief Minister in the absence of Shri.
Oommen Chandy in connection with the meeting of World Economic Forum at Davos in January
2006, and for sometime therafter, and has acted as Leader of the House during the 14th Session of
the XI KLA during February, 2006.

Dr. Lilly Purushothaman is his wife, and they have two sons and one daughter.
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Shri. Paul. P. Mani, Congress leader, was born on 16th Kumbham 1100 M.E.

Giving up studies in 1942 to participate in the freedom movement, he joined the Indian National
Congress the same year.  Later, he served as President, Ernakulam DCC, Treasurer, KPCC and Vice
President, KPCC.

Getting elected to the Fourth Kerala Legislative Assembly from Trippunithura in 1970, Shri. Paul. P.
Mani became the Minister for Food and Civil Supplies in the Ministry headed by Shri. C. Achutha
Menon, and held the post from 16.5.1972 to 25.3.1977.

He had also served for some time as Chairman, Greater Cochin Development Authority.

Smt. Anna Paul is his wife and they have one son and three daughters.

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Shri. Chakkeeri Ahamed Kutty, senior leader of the Muslim League, also has had the distinction of
adorning the seats of Minister and Speaker in Kerala. He was born in 1915 as the son of Shri.
Moideen Kutty at Cherur, Malappuram.

Starting his political career as a Congress worker in 1932, Shri. Chakkeeri was elected to the Taluk
Board, Eranad in the same year. Later, he joined the Muslim League and was elected to the Madras
Legislative Assembly in 1952.

Shri. Chakkeeri Ahamed Kutty became elected to the first Kerala Legislative Assembly in 1957 from
Kuttipuram and subsequently to the third KLA from Malappuram through a bye-election held in 1969.
Getting elected to the fourth and fifth KLA subsequently, he again represented Kuttipuram.

Shri. Chakkeeri served as the Minister for Education from 2.3.1973 to 25.3.1977 in the Ministry
headed by Shri. C. Achutha Menon. He graced the Chair of Speaker from 28.3.1977 to 14.2.1980.

During his long political career, he had served as President, Vengara Panchayat, Member, Muslim
League   State   Committee and   Working Committee and Secretary, Muslim League Legislature Party.
He had also been a delegate to the 23rd Common wealth Parliamentary Conference at Ottawa, in
1977.

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His wife is Smt. Safiya and they have 5 sons and 4 daughters.

Shri. Chakkeeri Ahamed Kutty expired on 4.1.1993.

The Assembly paid its homage to him on 25.1.1993.
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Shri. R. Balakrishna Pillai , veteran leader of Kerala  congress, was born as the son of Shri. Keezhoottu
Raman Pillai, and Smt. Karthiyayani Amma, on 7.4.1934.

After Graduation, Shri. Pillai ventured into the political arena as an active worker of the Students
Federation.  Later, he served as member, KPCC Executive and AICC  during 1958-64.  Shri. Pillai was
the founder General Secretary  of Kerala Congress in 1964.  During his long political career,   he also
served as President of Edamulakkal Panchayat for a long period from 1964 to 1987 and as President
of Kottarakara Grama Panchayat during 1987-95.

Shri. R. Balakrishna Pillai  has been elected to KLA eight times,  besides being elected to Parliament.
When he was elected to K.L.A for the first time in 1960, he was then the youngest member.

Later in 1971, he was elected to the LokSabha and served as leader of Kerala Congress in Parliament.
While serving as an MP, he became the Minister for Transport-Excise and Jails  in 1975, in the Ministry
headed by Shri. C. Achutha Menon.

In 1977 Shri. Pillai was again elected to the Assembly and since then he has been representing
Kottarakara constituency seven times consecutively, till the 11th KLA. During this period, he served as

1975
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the Minister  for Electricity from 25.1.80 to 20.10.81 in the Ministry headed by Sri. E.K. Nayanar,
from 24.5.82  to 5.6.85  and from 25.5.86 to 25.3.87  in the Ministry headed by Sri. K. Karunakaran.
He was again the Minister for Transport from 24.6.91 to 16.3.95 in the Karunakaran  Ministry. From
22.3.95 to 28.7.95 and from 10.3.2003 to 29.8.2004,  Shri Pillai was  the Minister for Transport
and Railways in the Ministry headed by Shri. A.K. Antony.

Apart from his long career as a Minister, Shri  Pillai has also served as the Chairman of House Committee
way back in 1962-63. Currently, he is the leader of the K.C. (B) in the KLA and the Chairman of the
Party .

He is married to Smt. R. Valsala and they have two daughters and one son.  His son Shri  K.B. Ganesh
Kumar was the Minister for Transport in the A.K. Antony Ministry during 2001-03.
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Shri.K.M.Mani, veteran Kerala Congress leader, is one of the senior-most Legislators and Ministers in
our State. He was born as the son of Shri. Thomas Mani and Smt Alyamma on 30th January 1933 at
Marangattupalli, Palai.

 After completing his Bachelors Degree in Law, he started practice as an Advocate at Calicut under the
tutelage of Shri. P.Govinda Menon, who later became the Judge of Kerala High Court. Shri. Mani later
shifted his practice to Palai, and in the meanwhile, he turned to active politics and social work.

Shri. Mani who has been representing Palai Constituency from the 3rd KLA to 11th KLA without any
break, holds the record of getting elected from the same Constituency in nine elections continuously
totalling a period of almost 40 years, from 1967 till date. Shri. Mani has been a Minister for 18 years
and as the Finance Minister, he has presented 8 Budgets.

His Ministerial assignment begins on 26.12.1975, when he took charge as the Finance Minister in the
Ministry headed by Shri. C.Achutha Menon. He held the post till 25.3.1977. In the Ministry headed by
Shri.K.Karunakaran, he was the Home Minister from 11.04.1977 to 25.04.1977 and continued to
hold the same portfolio in the A.K.Antony Ministry from 27.04.1977 to 21.12.1977 and from
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16.09.1978 to 27.10.1978. He was again the Home Minister in the Ministry headed by Shri. P.K.
Vasudevan Nair from 29.10.1978 to 7.10.1979.  From 25.01.1980 to 20.10.1981 he handled the
portfolio of Finance and Law in the Ministry headed by Shri. E.K.Nayanar. He continued as Minister for
Finance and Law in the Ministry headed by Shri. K. Karunakaran from 28.12.1981 to 17.03.1982,
and again from 24.05.1982 to 15.05.1986. Later, he was the Minister for Irrigation and  Law, from
16.05.1986 to 25.03.1987 in the same Ministry.

 In the subsequent Ministries headed by Shri. K. Karunakaran and Shri. A.K. Antony, he was the
Minister for Revenue and Law from 24.6.1991 to 16.03.1995 and from 22.03.1995 to 09.05.1996
respectively. He was the Minister for Revenue and Law in the A.K.Antony Ministry from 17.5.2001 to
29.08.2004 and continues to handle the same portfolio in the present Ministry headed by Shri.Oommen
Chandy since 31.08.2004.

During his long political career, he has at different times  been General Secretary, DCC Kottayam,
founder member and General Secretary of Kerala Congress, Chairman of Kerala Congress (M), besides
being the leader of Kerala Congress Legislature Party in the Assembly .

A gifted writer, he has authored many books also, “Fiscal Problems of Kerala-Causes and Remedial
Measures”, “The People’s Socialism'', "The Eighth Five year Plan-an Alternative Approach", "Doctrine
of Toiling Class", "The Economic Development of Kerala", "Toiling Class Theory'' and "Political and
Economic Studies" to name just a few.

Smt. Annamma Mani is his wife and they have one son and five daughters.
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Shri. K. Pankajakshan, veteran R.S.P. leader, was born in 1928 at Pettah as the son of Shri. M.
Kesavan.

Beginning his long political career in 1945 by joining the Travancore Students Congress, he became a
sympathizer of Congress Socialist movement and actively participated in the national movement under
the leadership of the State Congress.

Later, he joined the Kerala Socialist Party at the early period of its formation and participated in the
agitations for the release of Punnapra-Vayalar Comrades from prison, and student’s agitations. He was
imprisoned many times in connection with these agitations and trade union struggles. After the rift in
the KSP, he joined the RSP.

Shri. Pankajakshan became elected to the Kerala Legislative Assembly in 1970 from Trivandrum II and
again in 1977 from Trivandrum-West constituency. In 1980, 1982 and 1987 he was elected from
Aryanadu constituency.

Shri. Pankajakshan was the Minister for Works from 4..2..1976 to 25..3..1977 in the Ministry headed
by Shri. C. Achutha Menon. Again he was the Minister for Works from April, 1977 to October 1979 in

1976
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the Ministries headed by Shri. K. Karunakaran Shri. A.K. Antony and Shri. P.K. Vasudevan Nair.  From
2..4..1987 to 17..6..1991 he was the Minister for Labour in the Ministry headed by Shri. E.K. Nayanar.

Shri. Pankajakshan has also been the Government Chief Whip and the Chief Whip of Opposition
parties in the Assembly.

He has also served at different times, as President of the Kerala Sports Council and Kerala Volley Ball
Association.

A member of the State and Central Committees of RSP, he is now the General Secretary of RSP.

Smt. C. Vijayanthy is his wife and they have 2 sons and one daughter.
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Shri. K. Narayana Kurup, veteran leader, Advocate and Professor, was born on October   23,  1927  at
Karukachal   as   the  son  of  Shri. K. P. Krishnan  Nair   and Smt. Kuttiyamma.

After completing education in Travancore, Madras, Bombay and Pune Universities, Shri. Kurup enrolled
as an Advocate in 1954. Later he became a Lecturer and subsequently, Professor in colleges under
the management of NSS. He also served as the President of Karukachal Panchayat for over 23 years.

His long legislative career begins in 1954, when he was elected as a Member of Travancore-Cochin
Legislative Assembly.

Shri.  Kurup was subsequently elected to the 2nd KLA as a Congress candidate in a bye-election from
Vazhoor held on 16.10.1963.  Again in 1970, 1977, 1991, 1996 and 2001 he was elected from
Vazhoor Constituency as a Kerala Congress Member.

Shri. Narayana Kurup was the Minister for Transport from January 1977 to October 1979 in the four
Ministries headed by Shri. C. Achutha Menon, Shri. K Karunakaran, Shri. A.K.Antony and Shri.
P.K.Vasudevan Nair.

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 In the 9th KLA he was the Deputy Speaker from 19.7.1991 to 14.5.1996. Shri. Kurup performed the
duties of the Office of Speaker from May 4, 1995 to June 26, 1995. Earlier, he has also served as the
Chairman of Petitions Committee during 1973-76 and House Committee during 1976-77.

Shri. Narayana Kurup has been a member of Kerala University Senate for several years besides being
the President of Changanasserry Circle Co-operative Union.

Smt. Leela Devi is his wife and they have 4 sons and 3 daughters.
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Shri. K.K. Balakrishnan, senior Congress leader, was born at Nedupuzha on June 20, 1927  as  the
son of Shri. Karappakutty.

Entering public life while a student,  as a worker of the Indian National Congress, he later became
Executive member, KPCC, Member , AICC and Organising Secretary,  Kerala INTUC.

Shri. Balakrishnan became elected to the Travancore – Cochin Legislative Assembly in 1954 and
subsequently to the Second Kerala Legislative Assembly in 1960 from Chalakudy, as an INC candidate.
In 1970, 1977 and 1980 he was elected from Chelakkara, in 1982 from Trithala and in 1991 from
Vaikom  constituency.

Shri Balakrishnan served as the Minister for Harijan Welfare and Irrigation during 1977 –78, in the
Ministries headed by Shri. K. Karunakaran and Shri. A.K. Antony.  Later,  from 24.5.1982 to 29.8.1983,
he was the Minister for Transport, in the Ministry headed by Shri.

Entering politics through students movements, he became the General Secretary and later, the President
of Travancore  Students Union during the late forties. He joined the Communist Party in 1944, and
served as Joint Secretary, AISF and Secretary, Quilon Division Committee of CPI.

Shri. Chitharanjan became elected to the Kerala Legislative Assembly in 1977 and 1980 from
Chathanoor and again in 1987 from Punalur as a CPI candidate.

Shri Chitharanjan was  the Minister for Public Health during 1977-78 in the Ministries headed by Shri.
K. Karunakaran, Shri. A.K.Antony and Shri. P.K. Vasudevan Nair.

Shri. Chitharanjan had also been a member of Rajya Sabha during 1997-2003 .

Shri. Chitharanjan has also at different times,  been Member, State Committee of CPI,  General
Secretary, Kerala Unit  of AITUC, Vice President , AITUC and Member, National Council of CPI.

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Shri. M.K. Hemachandran, Advocate and Congress leader, was born on January 6, 1925 at Puthuppally
as the son  of Shri. P.K. Panicker.  Becoming  a part of State Congress movement as a student,  he
served later  in the Indian Military for five years, during the Second  World  War.

Returning to active politics , Shri Hemachandran held important positions in the party including Member,
Pradesh Congress Committee during 1958, General Secretary and later President , Quilon DCC, Treasurer,
KPCC and General Secretary, KPCC.

Shri Hemachandran became elected to the 5th  Kerala Legislative Assembly in 1977, contesting  from
Aranmula constituency as an INC candidate.

Shri. Hemachandran was  the Minister for Finance from 11.4.1977 to 25.4.1977 in the Ministry
headed by Shri. K. Karunakaran and held the same portfolio from 27.4.1977 to 27.10.1978, in the
Ministry headed by Shri. A.K. Antony .

He had also served at different times,   as Chairman, Kerala Public Service Commission,  Chairman,
KFC,   Member, Kerala Khadi and Village Industries Board  and Member, State Prohibition Board.

Shri. Hemachandran expired on 27.1.1998.

The Assembly paid its homage to him on 23.4.1998.
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Shri.  E. John Jacob, renowned Kerala Congress leader, was born on August 23, 1913 at Trivandrum,
as the son  of  Shri. E. Jacob John.

After serving as a Merchant Navy Officer, during 1927-40, and Commissioned Officer in the Indian
Army during 1942-44, Shri. Jacob entered active politics as a Founder Member of Kerala Congress,
later becoming its  Vice-Chairman and Chairman.

Shri John Jacob was elected to the Kerala Assembly in 1967, 1970 and 1977 from Tiruvalla constituency
as a Kerala Congress Member.

He was the Minister for Food and Civil Supplies from 11.4.1977 to 25.4.1977 in the Ministry headed
by Shri. K. Karunakaran.  In the subsequent Ministry headed by Shri. A.K. Antony also, he was the
Minister for Food and Civil Supplies from 27.4.1977 to 26.9.1978.

Besides serving as President of Akhila Kerala Karshaka Federation and Kuttanadu Agricultural Co-
operative Society, he was closely associated with the welfare activities of the National Christian Council.

Smt. Saramma Jacob is his wife and they have four sons and one daughter.

Shri. John Jacob expired on 26..9..1978 while serving as a Minister.

The Assembly paid its homage to him on 19.2.1979.
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Shri. Kanthalot Kunhambu, renowned Communist leader, was born at Pappinisserry on  December 8,
1916 as the son of Shri. Pokkan.

Entering politics by joining the Congress in 1932, he  was  actively  involved   in   trade union  activities.
Shri. Kunhambu was arrested and imprisoned in connection with the strike in Aaron Company in
1940,  and later in 1946,  charge-sheeted in the Karivalloor Police firing case. He was incriminated in
several other cases also and detained in Cannanore Central Jail and Salem Jail during the early fifties.
He had to spend about two years underground and had to undergo imprisonment for a total period of
about five years.   While in Salem jail he had also been hit by a bullet in a police firing there on February
11, 1950, which had then caused the death of 22 persons.

Shri. Kunhambu who had worked also as a Congress Volunteer from 1932 to 1940, joined Communist
Party of India later.

Shri. Kunhambu became  elected to the fifth KLA from Nadapuram as a CPI candidate.

He had served as Minister for Forests from 11..4..1977 to 18..11..1978 in three Ministries headed
by Shri. K.Karunakaran, Shri. A.K.Antony and Shri. P.K.Vasudevan Nair.
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Shri. Kunhambu  had also served as State Secretary, Karshaka Sangham and Vice-President,  Kerala
Karshaka Thozhilali Union.

Smt. P. Yesodha is his wife.

Shri. Kunhambu expired on 16..1..2004.

The Assembly paid its homage to him on 5..2..2004.
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Shri. K.Sankaranarayanan, veteran Congress leader, was born on 15th October, 1932 as the son of
Shri. A.Sankaran Nair and Smt. K.Lekshmi Amma.

He entered politics while a student, and had been  an active member of the Students Organisation
since 1946.

Shri. Sankaranarayanan became  elected to 5th KLA from Thrithala, 6th KLA from Sreekrishnapuram,
8th KLA from Ottappalam and later,  also to the 11th KLA,  from Palghat constituency as Indian
National Congress member.

From 11.04.1977 to 25.4.1977 he  handled the portfolios of Agriculture, Animal Husbandry and
Dairy Development and Community Development,  in the Ministry headed by Shri.K.Karunakaran.From
27.4.1977 to 27.10.1978, he handled the same portfolios in the Ministry headed by Shri. A.K.Antony.
Again from 26.5.2001 to 29.8.2004,  he was the Minister for Finance in the Ministry headed by Shri.
A.K.Antony. He held the portfolios of Excise as well,  till 10.2.2004.

From 1989 to 1991 he served also as the Chairman of Committee on Public Accounts and from 1980
to 1982 he was the Chairman of Committee on Government Assurances. And from 1985 to 2001,  he
was the Convenor of the UDF.
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Alongwith,  he held various positions in the party as  Secretary, District Congress Committee, President,
KPCC(O), General Secretary, KPCC, Member,  All India Working Committee, and Member, Parliamentary
Board Congress (O).

His wife is Prof. K.  Radha and they have one daughter.
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Shri. P.J. Joseph, renowned leader and Chairman of Kerala Congress, was born on 10..6..1942 at
Purapuzha, as the son of Shri. P.O. Joseph. Associated with agricultural and social activities since
1967, he had joined the Kerala Congress in 1968.

Shri. Joseph became elected to the 4th KLA from Thodupuzha constituency as a Kerala Congress
member and continued to represent the same constituency in the 5th 6th, 7th, 8th and 10th KLA.

Shri P.J. Joseph held the portfolio of Home Affairs from 16.. 1.. 1978 to 15..9..1978 in the A.K.
Antony Ministry. In the Ministries headed by Shri. K. Karunakaran he was the Minister for Revenue
and Education from 28.12.1981 to 17..3..1982 and the  Minister for Revenue and Housing from
24..5..1982 to 25..3..1987. From 20..5..1996 to  13-5-2001  he was the Minister for   Education
and Works in the Ministry headed by Shri. E.K. Nayanar.

Shri. P.J. Joseph also served as the Syndicate member of Kerala University and was the Chairman of
Gandhiji Study Center. Though preoccupied with political responsibilities, he is interested in floriculture,
farming and agriculture. He is a good singer as well

Dr. Santha Joseph is his wife and they have three sons and one daughter.

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Shri.  U.A.  Beeran, senior Muslim League leader, was born at Kottakkal on March 9, 1925 as the son
of Shri. Ahamed.

After serving in the Indian Army during the forties, and later working in a British engineering firm in
Bombay in the early fifties, he joined the Muslim League and became its Kozhikode District Secretary,
and later State Secretary.

Shri. Beeran became elected to the Assembly in 1970, 1977, 1980, 1982 and 1991 as a Muslim
League candidate.

Shri. Beeran served as the Minister for Education and Social Welfare from 27.1.1978 to 3.10.1978
in the Ministry   headed     by Shri. A.K. Antony.    Again,    from 24.5.1982 to 25.3.1987,    he was
the Minister for Food and Civil Supplies in the Ministry headed by Shri. K. Karunakaran.

He was also the Chairman, Library Advisory Committee during 1970-71, House Committee during
1979-81 and Committee on Subordinate Legislation during 1991- 94.

Shri. Beeran has served as Director, State Co-operative Bank, and Chairman, Kerala Fishermen Welfare
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Corporation. A former Sub Editor and Asst. Editor of “Chandrika” and a gifted writer, he has also
authored “Arab World and Europe” besides publishing other books and articles. He had also served for
sometime as State Executive Member, “All Kerala Sahitya Parishad”.

Smt. A.P. Katheejabi  is his wife and they have four sons and two daughters.

Shri. U.A. Beeran passed away on 31.5.2001.

The Assembly paid its homage to him on 5.7.2001.
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Shri. T.S. John, who has had the distinction of adorning the Chairs of Speaker and Minister, was born
on 21-10-1939 at Kaviyoor, as the son of Shri. Mathai.

An active member of students movements while at SB College, Changanachery, he subsequently
became a Member of Kaviyoor Panchayat.

A lawyer by profession, Shri. John who is one of the founder members of Kerala Congress became
elected to KLA from Kallooppara constituency, four times. He became a Member of the Assembly for
the first time, when he was elected to the 4th KLA as a Kerala Congress Member. Later, he was elected
to the 5th, 7th and 10th KLA.

He graced the Chair of Speaker of the 4th Kerala Legislative Assembly for a short period from
17-2-1976 to 25-3-1977.

Shri. T.S. John also served as the Minister for Food & Civil Supplies from 19-10-1978 to 27-10-1978
in the A.K.Antony  Ministry. In the reconstituted  Ministry that followed  under  the leadership of

He had been
elected to the Kochi Legislative Assembly  in 1948. After the integration of Travancore and Cochin, he
also continued as a member of the Travancore -Cochin Legislative Assembly from 1949 to 1951.

Shri. A.L. Jacob became elected to the first KLA from Ernakulam Constituency as a member of Indian
National Congress. He continued to represent Ernakulam constituency from the 2nd    to 7th   Legislative
Assembly except the 3rd KLA.

Shri. A.L.Jacob held the portfolio of Agriculture in the Ministry headed by Shri.P.K.Vasudevan Nair from
29.10.1978 to 7.10.1979. In the Ministry headed by Shri. K.Karunakaran, he was the Minister for
Agriculture and Fisheries from 1.9.1983 to 25.3.1987.

He had also served for some time, as President of KPCC.

During a long public life, he had served in different walks of life. He had served as Member, Kerala
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University Senate and Cochin University  Senate. He had also been a member of Kerala Sports council
and Founder President of All Kerala Weight Lifting Association.

Shri Jacob was very much active in the social and cultural field as well. He    also received the Papal
honour ‘Bene Merendi’ in 1959.

Shri. A.L. Jacob expired at the age of 84 on 20.9.1995.

The Assembly paid its homage to him on 6.3.1996.
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Shri. M.K. Raghavan , successful lawyer and senior Congress leader , was born as the son of Shri M.I.
Kuttan on September 20, 1917.

Starting life as a lawyer in the Ernakulam District Court in 1942, he joined Trade Union Movement in
1946, and formed the Cochin Turamugha Thozilali Union of Cochin Port and Dock Workers. He
subsequently became one of the founder members of All India Port and Dock Workers Federation too,
in 1952.

In 1943, Shri. Raghavan got elected to Mattancheri Municipal Council and became its Chairman in
1956. He was also the first secretary of the Chamber of Municipal Chairmen. Shri Raghavan became
elected to the fourth Kerala Legislative Assembly for the first time from Njarakkal constituency as a
Congress (R) candidate in 1970. Again, he was elected from Shertalai constituency in 1977 as an INC
candidate.

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Shri. S.  Varadarajan  Nair, veteran  Congress  leader,  was born on 28-10-1914 as the son of Shri. P.
Rajagopalachary.

He had actively participated in the freedom movement.

Entering politics as an active member of INC in 1943, he had also been detained in 1947.

He  became the Mayor of Trivandrum city Corporation  subsequently from 1947 to 1948..

Shri Varadarajan Nair was elected to the 4th KLA from Vilappil constituency,  as Congress (R) candidate
and to the 5th KLA as Indian National Congress member, from Nemom constituency.

In the Ministry headed by Shri. P.K. Vasudevan Nair, he was the Minister for  Finance from 29-10-1978 to
7-10-1979.

He held important positions  in the Congress as DCC President and Vice-President, KPCC.  He attended
the ILO session at Geneva as the workers’ representative. Shri. Nair had also served as President,
INTUC, KSRTC Workers Union and the Sramic Congress .

His wife is Smt. Kamalamma and they have 3 daughters and 2 sons.

Shri  S. Varadarajan Nair expired on 14.10.1989.

The Assembly paid its homage to him on 23.1.1990.
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Shri K.P. Prabhakaran, veteran Communist leader,  was born as the son of Shri. Paran on 17th

September 1926 at Manalur.

Even from his school days he took part in several students agitations as a member of All India
Students Federation.

He joined CPI in 1942 and became its active worker.  Shri. Prabhakaran participated in several
agitations of Chethu Thozhilali Unions,  especially in Anthikkad.  Besides, he took leading role in
the struggle of coir workers at Kandassankadavu in 1955 and participated in Trade Union activities
of many industrial concerns in Thrissur District.  When the Communist Party was banned,  he was
engaged in underground activities of the party,  and had to spend three and a half years in jail
during that time.  He was awarded “Thamra Pathram” in 1972 in honour of his active participation
in the Freedom Movement  during  1942-47.

He had been elected to the Changanassery Municipal Council and served as the Chairman from 1962
to 1967. He joined the Kerala Congress at its inception in 1964.

Shri. Chacko became elected for the first time as a Member of  the Kerala Legislative Assembly in
1970, from Changanassery. He was again elected to the KLA in 1977 from the same constituency.

Shri Chacko was the Minister for Revenue and Co-operation from 16.11.1979 to 1.12.1979 in the
C.H.Mohamed Koya Ministry.

Shri. Chacko had also served as the Chairman of the Petitions Committee from 1974 to 1975.

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Prof. K.A. Mathew, renowned teacher and leader of Kerala Congress, was born as the son of Shri.  K.I.
Abraham at Eraviperoor on 28th February 1934. A Post Graduate, he had served for long as the
Principal, St. Thomas College, Ranni., for a long period.

Starting his political career as a Member of Indian National Congress, Prof. Mathew later joined the
Kerala Congress from its inception in 1964.

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Dr. A. Neelalohithadasan Nadar, senior Janatha Dal leader, was born as the son of Shri. K.P. Appi
Nadar and Smt. A. Kunjulekshmy on 28th August 1947.  A Law graduate, he holds a Doctorate in Hindi
as well.

Taking an active interest in political affairs even during his student days, he joined Indian National
Congress in 1964, became the KSU District Secretary in 1967-68 and later its President.  He was
Member of State Youth Congress Committee in 1968 and became its President in 1969.   Besides, he
was a  member of KPCC and AICC.  He also served as Chairman, Kerala University Union in 1972.

During the emergency period he left INC and associated in the formation of the Congress For Democracy
and became its State President.  Subsequently he joined the Janatha Party when CFD merged with the
Janatha Party.  Later, he became the Parliamentary Party Leader and State Chairman of DSP.  When
the name of DSP was changed as Lok Dal,  he became its Member, National Standing Committee and
also State President.

Shri. Neelalohithadasan Nadar became elected to KLA for the first time in 1977 from Kovalam
constituency.  Again he was elected to KLA in 1987, 1996 and 2001 from the same constituency.  He
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had been elected to KLA in 1991 too from Kovalam; however the election was declared void by the
Kerala High Court on 11-12-1991.

Dr. Neelalohithadasan Nadar held the portfolio of  Law, Electricity, Irrigation, Labour and Housing  in
the C.H. Mohammed Koya Ministry from 16-11-1979 to 1-12-1979.  He also held the Office of the
Minister for Sports and Youth Affairs in the E.K. Nayanar Ministry from 2-4-1987 to 17-6-1991 and
the Minister for Forests and Transport in Nayanar Ministry from 20-1-1999 to 13-2-2000.

Shri. Neelalohithadasan Nadar also had a remarkable stint as Member of Lok Sabha from 1980 to

He was again elected
to the 5th, 6th and 7th KLA from Calicut and to the 8th and 9th KLA from Koduvally and Guruvayoor
constituency respectively.

In the  Ministry headed  by Shri. E.K. Nayanar,  Shri. Abubacker  was the Minister for Public works from

Shri. Chacko became elected to the Sixth Kerala Legislative Assembly in 1980  from Piravom
Constituency.

He served as Minister for Industries in the E.K. Nayanar  Ministry from 25.1.1980 to 16.10.1981.

Shri Chacko  was subsequently elected to Lok Sabha also  in 1991, 1996 and 1998.

Shri. P.C. Chacko also served  for some time as the Editor of  'Veekshanam' daily.

Smt. Leela Chacko is his wife and they have two sons.
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Shri. E. Chandrasekharan Nair, senior leader of CPI and co-operator, was born as the son of Shri. E.
Easwara Pillai on 2nd December 1928.

Having entered active politics at a young age, he had joined Students Congress while at Annamalai
University, then joined ISP and subsequently the Communist Party in 1952. A law graduate, he practised
as a lawyer till 1970.

A  strong  advocate  of co-operative  movement,  he  had  a  long association with the co-operative sector,
especially in Kollam district.

Chandrasekharan Nair became elected to the 1st KLA from Kottarakara constituency, contesting
as a Communist Party candidate. He was elected also to 3rd KLA from Kottarakkara , as Communist
Party Member. However he resigned his  membership on Feb 1, 1970 to make way for the election of
Shri. C. Achutha Menon. He represented Chadayamangalam constituency in the 5th & 6th  KLA.
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In the Ministry headed by Shri. E.K. Nayanar, he was the Minister for Food, & Civil Supplies and
Housing from 25.1.1980 to 20.10.1981 . In addition to the portfolio of Food and Civil Supplies,he
handled the portfolio of Animal Husbandry & Dairy Development from 2..4..1987 to 17..6..1991 in
the Ministry headed by Shri. E.K. Nayanar. In the 10th KLA he represented Karunagappally, and was the
Minister for Food, Tourism & Law from 20..5..1996 to 13..5..2001.

In 1980, Shri. Chandrasekharan Nair was appointed Chairman of the Adhoc Committee for the  formation
of Subject Committees, which recommended the formation of ten Subject Committees for the detailed
scrutiny of budget, an innovative concept in the Legislative history of India. The Committee formed
under his Chairmanship in 1999 had also given  recommendations to streamline the functioning of the
Subject Committees, after an in-depth analysis of their working. He had also a remarkable stint as the
Chairman of the Committee on Private Member’s Bills and Resolutions during 1977-1979.

The concept of “Maveli Stores” aiming at making available essential commodities at fair price to
poorer sections of the society, also emerged at his initiative.

He is also the recepient of many honours such as ‘Sadanandan Award’ for best Co-operator and
R. Sankara Narayanan Thampy award for best Parliamentarian.

His wife is Smt. Manorama Nair and they have one son and one daughter.
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Shri. Lonappan Nambadan, a teacher turned political leader, was born on 13th November 1935 at
Perampra, as the son of Shri. Kuriappan. After passing SSLC and TTC, he took to the teaching profession,
before he became active in public life.

While a student, he had participated in humanitarian and religious activities. He was also interested in
arts and cultural activities and was awarded prizes for elocution and drama, and later, he had acted in
a film which bagged State Awards.

Shri. Nambadan’s initiation into politics was through the Indian National Congress. Later, he joined
Kerala Congress and became its President, Kodakara Constituency Committee. He had taken part in
agitations of teachers, agricultural workers and labour unions.

Shri. Lonappan Nambadan became elected to KLA in 1977, 1980 and 1982 from Kodakara constituency
as a Kerala Congress Candidate and in 1987, 1991 and 1996 from Irinjalakuda constituency as an
Independent candidate backed by the LDF.

He had served as the Minister for Transport from 25-1-1980 to 20-10-1981 in the E.K. Nayanar
Ministry and the Minister for Housing from 2-4-1987 to 17-6-1991, also in the Nayanar Ministry.
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In 2004 he became elected also to the Lok Sabha from the Mukundapuram constituency.

During a long public life, Shri Nambadan served as the Member, State Parliamentary Board, State Vice
Chairman of Kerala  Congress and Secretary and the President of its Thrissur District Committee. He
was the President of Catholic Congress, Thrissur Diocese, Secretary, Catholic Union, Thrissur and
Member, Pastoral Council of Irinjalakuda Diocese. He also served as a Member of Kodakara Panchayat.

Smt. Annie is his wife and they have one son and two daughters.
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Shri. Aryadan Muhammed, the veteran Congress leader, was born on 15th May 1935 as the son of
Shri. Unneen and  Smt. Kadiyamunni.

Entering politics as a Congress member in 1952, Shri. Muhammed, a member of KPCC since 1958,
later served as Secretary, Calicut DCC,   President, Malappuram DCC and as General Secretary, KPCC.
An active member of INTUC  in the  fifties, he has been the President of various labour unions as well.

Shri. Aryadan Muhammed became elected to the Kerala Legislative Assembly for the first time in
1977.  He got elected to the KLA again in 1980 through  a bye-election held on 28.5.1980. And since
then, from 8th KLA to the 11th KLA he has been representing the same Nilambur Constituency as a
Congress member.

From 25.1.1980 to 16.10.1981, Shri. Aryadan was the Minister for Labour and Forests in the Ministry
headed by Shri. E.K.Nayanar. Later, from 20.4.1995 to 9.5.1996 he was the Minister for Labour and
Tourism in the Ministry headed by Shri. A.K.Antony. In the present Ministry headed by Shri. Oommen
Chandy he  is holding the portfolio  of  Electricity since 5.9.2004.

During his long legislative career, he had also served as the  Chairman of the Public Accounts Committee
from 1998 to 2001 and Chairman of Public Undertakings Committee from 2001 to 2004.

In addition , he has held important positions in the State Marketing Federation as its President and
was the Director of NCDC and NAFED.

During the Xth  KLA Shri. Aryadan had also a remarkable stint as  the Secretary of the Congress
Parliamentary Party.

Smt. Mariam is his wife and they have two sons and two daughters.
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Shri. T.K. Ramakrishnan, veteran Communist leader , was born in 1922 at Eroor as the son of Shri.
Kunjaman.

Shri. Ramakrishnan took to active politics very early in life, joining the INC in 1941.    He joined the
Communist Party in 1942.   He had been imprisoned  in Viyyur Central Prison for six months in 1950
as political prisoner  and had been detained under DIR in 1965.  He had been  the President of
Tripunithura Panchayat, in 1954.

Shri. Ramakrishnan became  elected to the Ist and 2nd KLA from Kanayannur constituency as Communist
Party Member.  He represented Thripunithura constituency in the 3rd, 5th and 6th KLA.  He was elected
to 8th KLA from Kottayam through a bye election held on 3-6-1987.  In the 9th and 10th KLA also he
represented Kottayam constituency.

Shri. T.K. Ramakrishnan  served as the Home Minister from 25-1-1980 to 20-10-1981 in the
Ministry headed by E.K.Nayanar.  He was the Minister for Co-operation and Fisheries from 2-4-1987
to 17-6-1991. Again from 20-5-1996 to 13-5-2001 he was the Minister for Fisheries and Rural
Development in the Nayanar Ministry.
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In 1979 during the period of 5th KLA, he had acted as the Leader of Opposition for a short period. He
also became Opposition Chief Whip during 9th KLA from 1991 to 1996.  He was the Chairman of the
Committee on Assurances  from 1979 to 1981.

During a long public life, he has served as the Member of CPI(M) State and Central Committees, Joint
Secretary of All India Kissan Sabha and Secretary of Kottayam District Committee of CPM. He has also
a remarkable stint as Deputy leader of  CPI (M) Legislature  Party.

His wife is Smt. Gouri and they have one son and four daughters.
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Shri A.C. Shanmugha Das, renowned Congress Leader, was born on 5th January 1939 as the son of
Shri. Kunhiraman and Smt. A.V. Saradamma.

Starting political life while a student, he had actively participated in the students’ struggle for ‘Goa
liberation’. As one having participated in various struggles , he had also to undergo imprisonment
three times.

Shri. Shanmugha Das became elected to the Kerala Legislative Assembly for the first time in the fourth
KLA from Balussery Constituency. He has been elected consecutively from the same constituency
from 6th KLA to 11th KLA. Representing the Congress party in 4th and 6th KLA, he represented Congress
(S) from 7th KLA to 10th KLA and has been representing NCP in the 11th KLA.

Shri Shanmugha Das handled the portfolio of Community Development, Public Health Engineering,
Employment, Training and Sports from 25-1-1980 to 16-10-1981 in the ministry headed by Shri E.K.
Nayanar. He was the Minister of Health in the Ministry headed by Shri. E.K. Nayanar from 02-04-1987
to 17-06-1991. Again he was the Minister for Health & Sports from 20-5-1996 to 19-01-2000, also
in the cabinet headed by Shri. E.K. Nayanar.
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He was the leader of Congress (S) Legislature Party from 1982-1999 and the leader of NCP Legislature
party.

During his long political career, he had served at different times as State Secretary of K.S.U. and
Youth Congress during 1966-69, DCC Secretary,  Malappuram during 1969-70, and Kozhikode during
1971-73, President, DCC Kozhikode during 1973-78, KPCC Secretary during 1978-80 and Treasurer
of AICC(S) during 1993-99.  He is also an elected member of NCP working committee.

In addition, Shri Das had been the Chairman, Malabar Region  KANFED, CKG Symposium Permanent
Committee, Member, Kerala Grandhasala Sanghom Control Board and Kozhikode Regional Transport
Authority.

Shri. Shanmugha Das has  also served as  the editor of 'Dharmachakra', 'Yuvatha' and 'Nireekskanam'
weeklies.

His wife is Dr. K. Parukutty. and they have two daughters.
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Dr. A. Subba Rao, senior leader of the CPI, was born as the son of Dr. A. Krishnayya in October 1919.

A medical practitioner by profession, Dr. Rao entered politics through freedom struggle and participated
in the Quit India Movement . He had been arrested and even had to undergo three years rigorous
imprisonment in the Alipore jail.

Joining the CPI in 1951, Dr. Rao had been elected also to Rajya Sabha in 1958 and served as a
member till April 1964. He was subsequently elected to the 6th KLA from Manjeswar constituency in
1980 as a CPI candidate.

Dr. Rao served as the Minister for Irrigation in the E.K.Nayanar Ministry from 25-1-1980 to
20-10-1981. In the 7th  KLA also he was a member representing the Manjeswar constituency.

Dr. Rao played an active role in various fields such as Kisan Sabha, Trade Unions and cultural
organisations like “Janatha Ranga Bhoomi”. He represented the linguistic minority in the Calicut University
Senate. He was also the President, Manjeswar Co-operative Service Society and Manjeswar Beedi
Workers’ Co-operative Society. As one who took keen interest in sports and dramatic society, he was
also drawn into progressive movements.
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Smt. A. Kashamma is his wife and they have five sons and two daughters.

Dr. A. Subba Rao expired on 14-09-2003.

 The Assembly paid its homage to him on 05-02-2004
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Shri. R.S.Unni, veteran trade union leader and senior RSP leader, was born on 18th February, 1925  as
the son of Shri. Raman Unni.

Even during his school days,  he was interested in politics and was the General Secretary of Kerala
Students’ Congress. He had undergone imprisonment for participating in the ‘Agitation for Responsible
Government in Travancore’. After independence,  he joined KSP and later RSP and was the Central
Committee Member of RSP and President of UTUC.

Shri. R.S. Unni became elected  to 3rd KLA as an RSP Member  from Iravipuram constituency,  and
represented the same constituency right up  to 7th KLA, consecutively.

From 31.10.1970 to 22.03.1977 Shri Unni served as  the Deputy Speaker of KLA. He also performed
duties of the Office of the Speaker from 09.05.1975 to 16.02.1976.

From 25.01.1980 to 20.10.1981 Shri Unni also served as   the Minister for  Local Administration in
the Ministry  headed by Shri. E.K.Nayanar.

He  also served as the Chairman of Public Undertakings  Committee from 1970 to 1975 and Subordinate
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Legislation Committee from 1971 to 1975.

During 1978-1980, he served for some time, as Secretary of the RSP Committee.

His wife is  Smt.G.Radhamma and they have one daughter.

Shri. R.S. Unni expired on 17.02.1999.

The Assembly paid its homage to him on 26.02.1999.
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Shri. Kadavoor Sivadasan , Advocate and senior Congress  leader, was born at Kadavoor  on March
11, 1932 as the son of Shri. M. Kesavan and Smt. Lekshmi.

Entering politics through students movements, he became the President of Progressive Students
Union in 1958.  Later,  he enrolled as an Advocate in Kollam Bar, and was in active practice.

Shri. Sivadasan became elected to the KLA for first time in 1980 contesting  as an RSP candidate. He
became elected in 1982 too as an RSP Member.  In 1991, 1996 and 2001 he got elected yet again,
contesting as a candidate of the INC.

Shri. Sivadasan  was the Minister for Labour from 28.12.1981 to 17.3.1982 and Minister for Labour
and Excise during 1982 –87 in the Ministries headed by Shri. K.Karunakaran. Shri. Sivadasan was the
Minister for Forest and Rural Development from 20.4.1995 to 9.5.1996 in the Ministry headed by
Shri. A.K. Antony. Again he was the Minister for Electricity from 26.5.2001 to 11.2.2004, and held
the portfolios of Health and Family Welfare from 11.2.2004 to 29.8.2004 in the Ministry, also headed
by Shri. A.K. Antony.

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An active trade unionist, Shri. Sivadasan has served as Secretary of Kerala Provisional United Trade
Union Congress in 1977, and participated in the ILO  Conference at Geneva representing  Central
Government  in 1985.  At present,  he is the Deputy leader of Congress Legislature  Party.

Smt. R. Vijayamma is his wife and they have one son and one daughter.
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Shri. C.M. Sundaram,  senior political leader was born on Ist July 1919 as the son of Shri. C.S.
Mahadeva Iyer.

Entering Politics though students Congress he had participated in Quit India Movement, and had been
an active worker in Congress Volunteer Sanghom.  Later joining  the Socialist Party, he also participated
in agitations of Greater Bombay Tenants Union, Bombay Dock Worker’s Union and Hotel Mazdoor
Sabha.

In the early 1950s, he worked for the Welfare of Tribals in Akamalavaram and organised several  trade
unions for welfare of working class people like FACT Mazdoor Sabha, Theatre Mazdoor Sabha and
Rubber Estate Mazdoor Sabha.

As one who took initative in organising Co-operative Societies , he was instrumental also in the formation
of Palghat District  Auto Rikshaw Drivers Co-operative Society, Palghat District Fibre workers Industrial
Co-operative Society and Malampuzha Girijan Service Co-operative Society.

Shri. R.Sundaresan Nair became elected from Neyyattinkara constituency in the 5th and 6th KLA as an
NDP candidate.

Shri. Sundaresan Nair was the Minister for Health and Tourism from 28.12.1981 to 17.03.1982, in
the Ministry headed by Shri.K.Karunakaran.    During his tenure as a Member of Legislative Assembly
he was the leader of NDP Parliamentary party.

He had served for some time also as Member of Kerala University Senate from 1975, and was Treasurer
of NDP. He also has to his credit a thesis ‘Sister Carrie’.

His wife is Smt.B.Leelakumari and they have two daughters and one son.
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Shri. E. Ahamed, Advocate and veteran Muslim League leader, was born at Cannannore on April 29,
1938 as the son of Shri. O.Abdul Khader Haji and Smt. Nafeesa Beevi.

One of the founder members of the Kerala Muslim Students’ Federation and its General Secretary
during 1957-62, Shri. Ahamed enrolled as an Advocate of Kerala High Court and set up practice in
Tellichery District Court under Shri. V. Khalid who later became Judge of High Court.

Shri. E. Ahamed became elected to the Kerala Legislative Assembly in 1967 from Cannannore, in
1977 from Koduvally, in 1980, 1982 and 1987 from Tanur as a Muslim League candidate.

He was the Minister for Industries from 24..5..1982 to 25..3..1987 in the Ministry headed by
Shri. K.Karunakaran.

Getting  elected  to the Tenth Lok Sabha in 1991, he has since been a Member of the eleventh,
twelfth, thirteenth and fourteenth Lok Sabha. Presently he is the Minister of State for External Affairs,
Government of India serving since May 23, 2004.

Earlier Shri. E. Ahamed has served as Chairman, Committee on Government Assurances in  Kerala
Legislative  Assembly during 1987-91 and as Member, Kerala and Calicut  University  Senate. Besides,

1982
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he  was  the Chairman, Committee on Absence of Members from the Sittings of the House and the
Joint Committee on Food Management in Parliament House Complex in the Lok Sabha. He has been
a Member of the State Executive and National Executive of Muslim League, and its National Secretary.

In addition, he has been the Chairman, Kerala Rural Development Board, Cannannore Municipal

Assembly from Kalpetta constituency as a Congress (R) member. Subsequently he was elected from
the Thiruvambadi constituency thrice, to the 5th, 6th and 7th KLA as a Congress Member.

In the  Ministry headed by Shri. K. Karunakaran, Shri Cyriac John was the Minister for Agriculture from
24-5-1982 to 29-8-1983.

He had a long association with the co-operative sector and had served as President of Service Co-
operative Bank, Thamarassery and the President of Kerala State Co-operative Marketing Federation.
He was also a Member of the Indian Rubber board.

Besides, he had served as Member, KPCC Executive and as President of Karshaka Congress State
Committee, the farmers’ wing of the KPCC.   He has also been the State President of N.C.P.

His wife is Smt. Annakutty and they have 3 sons and 2 daughters.
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Shri. M.P.Gangadharan, Advocate and senior Congress  leader, was born on 15th July, 1934 as the son
of Shri. P. Sankara Panicker and Smt. M. Madhavi Amma.

He was actively involved in political and social activities even from his student days. After studies, he
started practice in Manjeri and entered into active politics through the P.S.P. He left P.S.P. in 1962 and
joined Indian National Congress in 1963.

Shri. Gangadharan was elected to the Third Kerala Legislative Assembly from Nilambur constituency, in
a bye-election held on April 21, 1970. He was again elected to the fourth KLA from Nilambur, fifth KLA
from Ponnani, sixth KLA from Pattambi, and to the seventh and eleventh KLA, from Ponnani.

Shri. Gangadharan also served as the Minister for Irrigation from 24-5-1982 to 12-03-1986 in the
Ministry headed by Shri.K. Karunakaran.

From 1973 to 1974, he was the Chairman of Committee on Estimates, from 1976 to 1977, the
Chairman of Subordinate Legislation Committee and since 2001, he is the Chairman of the Committee
on Privileges and Ethics.
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He served as the Secretary of Congress Parliamentary Party, President, DCC, Malappuram, State
President and Working Committee Member of INC (Thiwari), Member, KPCC Executive and AICC and
Deputy Leader, Congress Parliamentary Party.

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Shri. T.M. Jacob, renowned Parliamentarian and senior Kerala Congress leader, was born on 16th

September, 1950 as the son of Shri. T.S. Mathew and Smt. Annamma Mathew.

Entering politics while a student, he subsequently became a Member of the Kerala Congress in 1964.
Shri. Jacob was the General Secretary of K.S.C, the student wing of Kerala Congress, in 1971. From
1972 to 1975 he was its State President and during 1976-78 he was President of K.Y.F.

 Shri. T.M. Jacob became elected to the Kerala Legislative Assembly for the first time in 1977, from
Piravom constituency and remained a member consecutively from 5th K.L.A to 11th K.L.A., representing
Piravom and Kothamangalam constituencies .

From 24.05.1982 to 25.03.1987 Shri. Jacob served as the Minister for Education in the Ministry
headed by Sri. K. Karunakaran. From 29.6.1991 to 16.3.1995 he was the Minister for Irrigation
and Cultural Affairs in the Ministry headed by Shri. K. Karunakaran. Shri. T.M. Jacob handled the
same portfolio, in the Ministry of Shri A.K. Antony from 22.3.1995 to 9.5.1996. Again , from
17.05.2001 to 29.08.2004, he was the Minister for Water Resources in the Ministry headed by
Shri A.K. Antony.

Kamalam opted to stand with the
Congress  (O) after the split in the Congress,  and became Working Committee Member.

When Janatha Party was formed , she became its Chairperson., Calicut District Committee and was its
State Executive Member too.  She had been  imprisoned in connection  with  Vimochana Samaram,
and later during the Emergency.

She also served as Member, Calicut Municipal Council, for a long period from 1948 to 1963.

Smt. M. Kamalam became elected to KLA twice as Janata Party member  from Kalpetta constituency
in 1980 and 1982.  She served as the Minister for Co-operation from 24.5.1982 to 25.3.1987, in
the Ministry headed by Shri. K. Karunakaran.

During a long  public life, Smt. Kamalam has held several high  positions in all walks of life including
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State Committee Member of Malayala Pradesh Congress Committee , Member,  National Committee
of Janatha Mahila Vibhag ,  State Convenor of KPCC Mahila Vibhag , Chairman , Kerala Fishermen's
Association, President,  Desa Seva Sangham, and as President of innumerable trade unions.

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Shri. K.P. Noorudheen, senior Congress leader, was born on July 30, 1939, as the son of Shri.
Mohammed Haji, at Peruvamba in Kannur District.

Entering politics through Youth Congress in  1953, Shri Noorudheen has later served as Convenor,
and President of Mandalam Committees of the Congress .

He was also  General Secretary, DCC, Cannanore and Treasurer, KPCC during 1972-82.

Shri. Noorudheen became elected to Kerala Legislative Assembly in 1977, 1980, 1982, 1987 and
1991, all from the Peravoor constituency.  From 25-5-82 to 25-3-87, he served as Minister for
Forests, Animal Husbandry and Sports during 1982-87 in the  Ministry headed by Shri. K. Karunakaran.

In a long career, Shri Noorudheen had also served for sometime as President, Coir Marketing Federation,
and Managing Director, Veekshanam Printing and Publishing Company.

K.P. Ramachandran Nair expired  on 28..2..2004.

The Assembly paid its homage to him on 28..7..2004.
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Shri. N. Sundaran Nadar, senior Congress leader, who adorned the Chairs of Minister and Deputy
Speaker, was  born at Chenkal, in Thiruvananthapuram on September 10, 1931 as the son of Shri. J.
Nallathampy Nadar and Smt. Lekshmi.

A graduate with B.L., his political career began while a student.  Later, he joined Government service
as Grama Sevak during 1954.

Besides being President, Alleppey DCC and Secretary, KPCC, he was at different times, President,
Kerala State Co-operative Coir Marketing Federation , Kerala State Co-operative Bank, Alleppey District
Co-operative Bank and Kumaran Asan Memorial High School, Pallana.

Shri.Thachady Prabhakaran became elected to the Kerala Legislative Assembly thrice from Kayamkulam
Constituency in 1980, 1982 and 1991. He served as the Minister for Finance from June 5,1986 to
March 5, 1987 in the Ministry headed by Shri. K. Karunakaran.

He had also to
endure Police brutality and imprisonment, in connection with the “Rajendra Maidan” incident, during
this time.

In 1980 he also  became the General Secretary of KPCC(S).

Shri. Sankaranarayana Pillai became elected to the KLA in 1982 and 1987, from Trivandrum East
constituency,  representing Congress (S) party.

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Shri. T. Sivadasa Menon, teacher turned political leader, was born as the son of Shri. V.S.K.Panicker on
14th June 1932 at Mannarghat.

Starting his career as a teacher in the KTM High School, Mannarghat, Shri Menon later became its
Head Master. He has been actively involved in organising teachers’ unions, and after holding important
positions in this field, he rose to become a prominent leader of the CPI(M).

A founder member of the Private High School Teachers’ Union in Malabar in 1958, he also served as
the Malabar Regional President of the Kerala Private Teachers’ Federation that year, and General
Secretary, KPTU from 1975 to 1980.

Shri. Sivadasa Menon became elected to KLA in 1987, 1991 and in 1996 as a CPI(M) candidate from
Malampuzha Constituency.

He has served as Minister of State for Finance
from February 21 to June 9, 1997 and as the Minister of State for Labour (independent  charge ) with
additional charges of Urban Affairs, Employment and Parliamentary Affairs during 1997-98.  He continues
to be a member of Lok Sabha since 2004.

Shri. Veerendra Kumar has served  at different times as National Treasurer, SSP, Secretary, Socialist
Party (Kerala), National Secretary, Socialist Party, Member, National Executive of Janata Party, General
Secretary, Janata Party and Convenor,  Liaison  Committee of Opposition parties.
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He had to go  underground and later  even undergo imprisonment  during emergency. His properties
were also confiscated during the time .

Veerendra Kumar is a leading figure in the publishing industry as well, being the Chairman and
MD of Mathrubhumi publications.  He has also served as  member, National Executive of Indian
Eastern Newspaper Society,  Chairman, Regional Committee, INES,  and Director, Press Institute of
India and PTI .

A gifted writer as well, he has to his credit several volumes such as “Ramante Dukham”, “Gattum
Kaanacharadukalum” and “Buddhante Chiri”.

Smt. Usha is his wife,  and they have 1 son and 3 daughters.
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Shri. V. Viswanatha Menon, popularly known as ‘Ambadi Viswam’, was born on 15th January 1927 as
the son of Ambadi Shri. Narayana Menon and Vadakkoot Smt. Lekshmikutty Amma.

An Advocate and a renowned leader, Shri. Menon entered politics during his student life at the age of
13. He was suspended from  Sri Rama Varma High School during the Quit India movement , and later
in 1947, expelled from Maharajas College, Ernakulam.

Shri. Kunhalikutty became elected to KLA five times, in 1982 and 1987, contesting  from Malappuram
constituency, and in 1991, 1996 and 2001,  from Kuttippuram constituency .

He served as Minister for Industries and Social Welfare from 24..6..1991 to 16..3..1995 in the
Karunakaran Ministry, Minister for Industries and Municipalities from 22..3..1995 to 9..5..1996,  and
Minister for Industries, IT and Social Welfare from 17..5..2001 to  29..8..04, in the  A.K. Antony
Ministry and Minister for Industries,  IT & Social Welfare, from August 31, 2004 to January 4, 2005 in
the Oommen Chandy Ministry.

Suseela Gopalan, senior CPI(M) leader, was born as the daughter of Shri.Velukutty Thandan, on
29th December 1929 at Thrissur.

Joining the Communist Party in 1948, she was active in students’     movements and had participated
in the student struggle in 1947 against the    then Diwan of Travancore. She was expelled from the
college, due to political activities and had to study in four colleges for completing her B.A.Course. She
had been jailed for 16 months during 1965-66. During the Emergency period she was detained for
one week.

Before becoming a Member of the Assembly she was thrice elected to Lok Sabha in 1967, 1980 and
1991. During her tenure as an MP she was Member of the Joint Parliamentary Committee on Amendment
to Dowry Prohibition Act, 1961, during 1981-84. She also served as a Member of the Joint Select
Committee on Amendment to the Code of Criminal Procedure, during the same period.

Smt. Suseela Gopalan became elected to KLA in 1996 from Ambalapuzha constituency as a CPI(M)
candidate. She was the Minister for Industries from 20.5.1996 to 13.5.2001 in the E.K.Nayanar
Ministry.
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She was also very much involved in literary activities and had translated the book “ The Golden Flower”
from English to Malayalam.

During a long public life, Smt.Suseela Gopalan has served at different times as Member, Central
Committee of CPI(M) since 1978,   and Kerala State Secretariat of CPI(M).   She was Secretary, Kerala
Mahila Sangham, Women’s Federation, Kerala Working Women’s Co-ordination Committee, President,
Kerala Coir Workers’ Centre, Vice President, All India CITU, Kerala Union CITU , President, All India
Democratic Women’s Association and its General Secretary. Alongwith, she was also the Chairperson,
Kerala Circle Co-ordination Committee for NFPTE and was Member, Industries Standing Committee
during 1992-95, besides being a member of Coir Board for 12 years.

A doyen among the Communist leaders, the late Shri. A.K.Gopalan, was her husband and they have
one daughter.

Smt. Suseela Gopalan expired on 19.12.2001.

The Assembly paid its homage to her on 11.3.2002.
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Shri. Pinarayi Vijayan, veteran CPI(M) leader, was born on 21.3.1944 as the son of Shri. Koran at
Pinarayi.

A graduate, whose forray into the political field was through the Kerala Students’ Federation, Shri.
Vijayan  later became its District Secretary and State President.  Besides, he has been the State
President and Secretary, KSYF, District Secretary of CPI (M), Kannur and President, State Co-operative
Bank.

During the course of an eventful political career, Shri. Vijayan had undergone imprisonment, in connection
with the “Food Agitation”, during 1965.  He had to undergo imprisonment again, under MISA, and in
the Cannanore Central Prison, for nearly 16 months, and had also to endure brutal police assault,
many a time.

Shri. Pinarayi Vijayan became elected to the 4th Kerala Legislative Assembly in 1970 from Kuthuparamba
Constituency, which he again represented in 1977 and 1991.  In 1996 he got elected to the 10th KLA
contesting from Payyannur Constituency.
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Shri. Pinarayi Vijayan held the portfolio of Electricity  and Co-operation  from 20.5.1996 to 19.10.1998
in the Ministry headed by Shri. E.K. Nayanar.

Divakaran and others, he joined the new party.

Shri. Ramakrishna Pillai became elected to KLA in 1987 and 1996 from Eravipuram, as an R.S.P.
candidate.  Shri. Ramakrishna Pillai held the portfolio of Irrigation and Labour, in the Nayanar Ministry
from 7.1.1998 to 13.5.2001.

A Member of RSP National Committee and State Secretariat, he was likewise Secretary, RSP Kollam
