Financial Business
(1) Budget for 2009-2010

The discussion and voting on Demands for Grants in the Budget for the
Financial Year 2009-10 commenced on June 23, 2009. Thirteen days were allotted
for discussion on Demands for Grants.

Out of 1256 cut motions received, 596 were moved and disposed off.
There were 182 occasions for speech including reply by the Ministers in
connection with the discussion and voting on Demands for Grants.
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The Assembly devoted 54 hours and 52 minutes for transacting financial
business relating to the Budget for 2009-10. The details are given in
Appendix IX.

The Appropriation (No.2) Bill, 2009, in respect of the Budget for the year
2009-10 was introduced by the Minister for Finance on 16-7-2009. The Bill was
taken up for consideration and passed on the same day.

2) Supplementary Demands for Grants for the year 2009-10 and Demands
for Excess Grants for the years 1985-86, 1988-89, 1990-91, 1991-92, 1992-93,
1994-95, 1996-97, 1998-99, 2001-2002 and 2003-2004

On July 15th 2009, the Minister for Finance laid before the House the
Supplementary Demands for Grants for the year 2009-10 and Demands for Excess
Grants for the years 1985-86, 198889, 1990-91, 1991-92, 1992-93, 1994-95,
1996-97, 1998-99, 2001-2002 and 2003-2004

Discussion and voting on the Supplementary Demands and Demands for
Excess Grants took place on July 22, 2009 and the House devoted 3 hours and
35 minutes for the transaction of the business.

The Kerala Appropriation (No.3) Bill, 2009, in respect of the Supplementary
Demands for Grants for the year 2009-10 and the Kerala Appropriation (No.4, 5,
6,7,8,9, 10, 11, 12, 13) Bills, 2009 in respect of the Demands for Excess Grants
for the financial years 1985-86, 1988-89, 1990-91, 1991-92, 1992-93, 1994-95,
1996-97, 1998-99, 2001-2002 and 2003-2004 were introduced in the Assembly on
July 23, 2009. The Bills were taken into consideration and passed on the same
day. The house devoted 41 minutes for this business.

Private Members’ Business

According to the calendar of sittings of the Eleventh Session of the
Twelfth Kerala Legislative Assembly, four days were set apart for transacting
Private Members’ Business viz. 26th June, 10th, 17th and 24th of July 2009. Of
these days 26th June and 17th July 2009 were set apart for transacting Private
Members’ Bills, while 10th and 24th of July 2009 for Private Members’
Resolutions respectively. Later it was decided by the House to transact official
business on 24th July 2009, instead of Private Members’ Business. During the
Session, the House devoted five hours in total for Private Members’ Business.

A. Private Members’ Bills :

During the Session, the Business on Private Members Bills was transacted
in two days, ie., on the 26th of June and 17th of July 2009. On the 26th of June
2009, motions for leave to introduce 10 Bills and the discussion on 3 pending
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bills were listed in the business. Out of these, the motions for leave to
introduce 9 Bills have come up before the House. The Ministers concerned
opposed motions on these Bills. The discussions were inconclusive. For want
of time, motion for leave on the remaining 1 Bill could not be introduced and the
discussion on the 3 pending Bills also could not be taken up

On the 17th of July 2009, being the second day scheduled for transacting
Private Members’ Bills, motion for leave to introduce 5 Bills and the discussion
on 3 pending Bills were listed in the Business. Out of these, motions for leave
to introduce 5 Bills and the discussion on 2 pending Bills have come up before
the House. ‘The Kerala Panchayat Raj (Second Amendment) Bill, 2009’ and ‘The
Kerala Municipality (Third Amendment) Bill, 2009°, both of them given notice of
by Shri K. Kutty Ahammed Kutty MLA, were withdrawn by the leave of the
House. Also ‘The Kerala Protection of State Funds Bill, 2007°, given notice of
by Shri Saju Paul MLA, and ‘The Elephant Fostering Workers Welfare Fund
Bill, 2007’ given notice of by Shri Babu Paul MLA, both of them enlisted for
continuation of discussion, were withdrawn by the leave of the House.
Regarding the motions on the other 3 Bills, the discussions were in conclusive.
For want of time, the discussion on the last pending Bill could not be taken up.

Details regarding the name of Members’ who moved the motions for leave
to introduce the Bills and the results thereof, during the aforesaid days, are
given in Appendix X.

B. Private Members’ Resolutions :

During the Session, one day, ie., on the 10th July 2009, was allotted for
transacting Private Members’ Resolutions. On that day, four Resolutions came
up before the House. The Resolution which was moved earlier on the 14th of
September 2007, given notice of by Shri P. Viswan, was included as the first item
for the discussions. The Member moved the Resolution and after the reply by
the Hon’ble Minister for Agriculture, the Resolution was adopted by the House.

The first Resolution, given notice of by Shri Alphons Kannanthanam was
moved in the House by Shri M. Prakasan Master, on authorisation by
Shri Alphons Kannanthanam. The disucssion on the Resolution was
inconclusive, for want of time.

The Second and Third Resolution were also not moved due to lack of
time.

As a mark of respect to the deceased, the Members stood in silence for a
while.

Question of Breach of Privilege :

(iii) Notice given by Shri M. A.Vaheed against Shri M. Vijayakumar,
Minister for Law, Parliamentary Affairs, Sports, Youth Affairs and
Ports alleging that the claim raised by the latter in a press
conference regarding the statement by the Chief Minister was
incorrect.

(iv) Notice given by Shri Joseph M. Puthusserry against DrR. Thomas
Issac, Minister for Finance alleging that the reply given by the
Minister to a question regarding the unlawful withdrawal of money
from Treasury for the purchase of books for school libraries was
incorrect.

THE KERALA JEWELLERY WORKER’S WELFARE FUND BILL, 2008

At present, the workers and self-employed persons in Kerala engaged in
the processing of gold, silver, bullion, gems, peral etc. and manufacturing
Jewellery or other products by using it or its alloy and doing connected works
are not getting any welfare benefits under any Act. There exists no separate
Welfare Fund for the employees and self-employed persons, which exceeds one
lakh, in the said sector. Government have examined this matter and decided to
make a Law granting pension and other welfare benefits to the workers and self-
employed persons in the jewellery sector.
