V. Financial Business :
(1) Budget for 2010-2011

The discussion and voting on Demands for Grants in the Budget for the
Financial Year 2010-2011 commenced on June 30, 2010. Thirteen days were
allotted for discussion on Demands for Grants.

Out of 1554 cut motions received, 775 were moved and disposed off.
There were 191 occassions for speech including reply by the Ministers in
connection with the discussion and voting on Demands for Grants.

The Assembly devoted 61 hours and 25 minutes for transacting financial
business relating to the Budget for 2010-2011. The details are given in Appendix
IX and X.

The Appropriation (No. 2) Bill, 2010, in respect of the Budget for the year
2010-2011 was introduced by the Minister for Finance on 27-7-2010. The Bill
was taken up for consideration and passed on the same day.

(2) Supplementary Demands for Grants for the year 2010-2011

On July 22, 2010, the Minister for Finance laid the Supplementary
Demands for Grants for the year 2010-2011.

Discussion and voting on the Supplementary Demands for Grants took
place on July 28, 2010 and the House devoted 1 hour and 20 minutes for the
transaction of the Business.

The Kerala Appropriation (No. 3) Bill, 2010, in respect of the First Batch
Supplementary Demands for Grants for the year 2010-2011 was introduced in
the Assembly on July 29, 2010 taken into consideration and passed on the same
day.

Resume of Business Transacted During the Fifteenth Session
of the Twelfth Kerala Legislative Assembly

According to the Calendar of sittings of the Fifteenth Session of the Twelfth
Kerala Legislative Assembly, Four days were set apart for transacting Private
Member’s Business viz. 2nd 9th 16th 23rd of July 2010. Of these days 2nd and
16th July 2010 were set apart for transacting Private Member’s Bills while 9th and
23rd July 2010 for Private Member’s Resolutions respectively. During the Session,
the House devoted 6 hours Fourty minutes in toto for Private Member’s Business.

Private Members’ Bills

During the session, the Business on Private Member’s Bills was transacted
in two days, ie., on the 2nd and 16th July 2010. On the 2nd of July 2010, Motion
for leave to introduce 3 Bills and the discussion on 3 Pending Bills were listed in
the business. Out of these, Motion for leave to introduce one Bill and the
discussion on one Pending Bill have come up before the House.

At first, Shri V. S. Sunil Kumar Moved a Motion for leave to introduce The
Kerala Temple Percussion Artists’ Welfare Fund Bill, 2010 and after the reply by
Hon’ble Minister for Education and Culture, the Motion was withdrawn by the leave
of the House.

Secondly, Shri Saju Paul resumed discussion on the Motion for leave to
introduce the Kerala Mental Health Protection Bill, 2008 and after the reply by
Hon’ble Minister for Industries, on behalf of the Hon’ble Minister for Health and
Social Welfare, the Motion was withdrawn by the leave of the House.

Motion for leave to introduce 2 Bills and the discussion on 2 pending Bills
could not be taken due to the absence of Members concerned.

On the 16th of July 2010, being the Second day scheduled for transaction of
Private Members’ Bills, Motion for leave to introduce 4 Bills and the discussion
on 3 Pending Bills were listed in the House. Out of these Motion for leave to
introduce 4 Bills and the discussion on 2 pending Bills have come up before the
House.

At first, Shri C. M. Dinesh Mani moved a motion for leave to introduce
“The Kerala Solid and Liquid Waste Disposal and Processing Authority Bill, 2010”
and after the reply by Hon’ble Minister for Health and Social Welfare, on behalf
of Hon’ble Minister for Local Self Government the motion for leave to introduce
the Bill was withdrawn by the leave of the House. The discussions were
inconclusive on Motions for leave to introduce 3 Bills and One pending Bill. The
discussion on One Pending Bill could not be resumed due to the absence of the
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Member concerned. Shri M. Murali resumed discussion on the Motion for leave
to introduce the Kerala Inland Water—Water Resources Conservation and
Preservation Bill, 2007 and after the reply by Hon’ble Minister for Law,
Parliamentary Affairs, Sports and Ports, on behalf of Hon’ble Minister for Water
Resource the Motion for leave to introduce the Bill was withdrawn by the leave of
the House. Details regarding the name of Members who Moved the Motions for
leave to introduce the Bills and the result thereof, during the aforesaid days are
given in Appendix XI.

Private Members’ Resolutions

During the Session, two days, ie., on the 9th and the 23rd of July 2010,
were allotted for transacting Private Members’ Resolutions. On 9th July 2010, three
resolutions came up before the House. The first Resolution given notice of by
Shri T. N. Prathapan was moved and after the reply by the Hon’ble Minister for
Education and Culture on behalf of the Chief Minister, the Resolution was adopted
by the House.

The Second Resolution, given notice of by Shri R. Selvaraj was moved and
after the reply by the Hon’ble Minister for Finance the Resolution was adopted by
the House.

The third Resolution, given notice of by Shri K. Kutty Ahammed Kutty was
moved and the discussion was inconclusive.

On the 23rd of July 2010, being the Second day scheduled for transacting
Private Members’ Resolutions, 4 Resolutions came up before the House. The
Resolution which was moved earlier on the 9th of July 2010, given notice of by
Shri K. Kutty Ahammed Kutty, was included as the first item for the discussion.
The Member moved the Resolution and after the reply by the Hon’ble Minister
for Education and Culture, the Resolution was put to vote and declared lost.

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THE MUNNAR SPECIAL TRIBUNAL BILL, 2010
STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

Munnar area is rich in flora and fauna and therefore it requires utmost
preservation. It has also come to the notice of Government that natural resources
in Munnar area are being exploited largely. Besides the land in the said area has
been subject to large scale incroachments, conversion and used for purposes
other than for purposes assigned. In order to prevent this tendency and to
preserve the Munnar area, the Government has taken many steps for demolishing
the unauthorised or illegal constructions and structure and evicting such
encroachers under various enactements. As a result of such measures taken by
the Government and for other reasons connected with the land, a large number
of disputes and cases are pending before the various authorities and courts
including High Court of Kerala. Most of the disputes are factual disputes which
can be settled only by detailed examination of documents and evidences.
Therefore, the Government have decided to consititue a special Tribunal for the
adjudication of cases and disputs in respect of the land in Munnar area
comprising the villages of Chinnakanal, Kannan Devan Hills, Santhanpara,
Vellathooval and Aanavilasom by tranferring such land related cases pending
before various courts and other authorities to the Special Tribunal.

2. As Legislative Assesmbly of the State of Kerala was not in session and
the Governor of Kerala is satified that circumstances had existed which rendered
it necessary for him to take immediate action, the Governor of Kerala
promulgated the Munnar Special Tribunal Ordinance, 2010 on the 12th June,
2010 and the same was published in the Keral Gazette Extraordinary No. 1340
dated ythe 14th June, 2010 as Ordinance No. 27 of 2010.

3. The Bill seeks to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State
Legislature.

THE KERALA INLAND FISHERY BILL, 2010
STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

Indian Fisheries Act, 1897 (Central Act 4 of 1897), Indian Fishereis
(Madras Amendment) Act, 1827 (Central Act 11 of 1827) and Travancore-Cochin
Fishereis Act, 1950 (34 of 1950) are the laws in force in the State, in respect of
Inland fishery Sector. In order to conserve the fish wealth of Inland Water
Bodies, to control the over exploitation leading to the weakening of fish wealth,
to improve the standard of quality of fish seed and to enhance the fish
production of the State by preventing the fish diseaes. Government have
proposed to implement in this sector an unified law for the state as a whole.

The Bill seeks to achieve the above objects.
