THE KERALA (SCHEDULED CASTES AND SCHEDULED TRIBES)
REGULATION OF ISSUE OF COMMUNITY CERTIFICATES

(AMENDMENT) BILL, 2008

In compliance with the mandatory directions issued by the Hon’ble
Supreme Court in the decision reported in 1994(6) SCC 241 (Kumari Madhuri
Partil and another Vs. Additional Commissioner, Tribal Development and others)
the State Government have, as per G.O.(P) No. 16/1995/SCSTDD dated 8th May,
1995 constituted a Scrutiny Committee for verification of the claims as Scheduled
Castes and Scheduled Tribes. Later the State Government have enacted the
Kerala (Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes) Regulation of Issue of
Community Certificates Act, 1996 (11 of 1996) which came into force with effect
from 1st December, 1996. In exercise of the powers conferred by section 27 of
the Act 11 of 1996, Government have made rules with retrospective effect from
1st December, 1996, as per notification G.O. (P) No.18/2002/SCSTDD dated 20th
April, 2002. In exercise of the powers conferred under section 8 of the Act read
with rule 7 of the Rules made thereunder, the Government constituted the
Scrutiny Committee for verification of Community Certificates as per G.O.(P)
No.20/2002/SCSTDD dated 20th April, 2002 published in the Kerala Gazette
Extraordinary No. 547 dated 24th April, 2002.

2. The Hon’ble High Court of Kerala in its judgment in MFA 1318/1999
(N. Natarajan and another Vs. State of Kerala) held that the decision made by
the Scrutiny Committee constituted by Government as per order No. G.O.(P).
16/1995/SCSTDD dated 8th May, 1995, after coming into force of Act 11 of 1996
is without jurisdiction and is invalid. Government have, therefore decided to
amend the Act by adding a validation clause so that any action taken or any
decision finalised by the Scrutiny Committee constituted prior to the enactment
shall not be made invalid.
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3. In view of the observations and directions in various judgments of the
Hon’ble High Court and also the practical difficulties being experienced in the
smooth functioning of the Scrutiny Committee and the ‘Expert Agency’
constituted under the Kerala (Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes)
Regulation of Issue of Community Certificates Act, 1996 (11 of 1996), Government
have also decided to amend certain provisions in the Act immediately so as to
achieve the full intention for which the Act was enacted.

4. As the Legislative Assembly of the State of Kerala was not in session,
the Kerala (Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes) Regulation of issue of
Community Certificates (Amendment) Ordinance, 2007 (4 of 2007), was
promulgated by the Governor on the 31st day of January, 2007 and was
published in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 174 dated 1st February, 2007
for the above said purpose.

5. A Bill to replace the Ordinance No. 4 of 2007 published as Bill No. 67 of
XII Kerala Legislative Assembly, could not be introduced in, and passed by, the
Legislative Assembly of the State of Kerala during its session which commenced
on 2nd March, 2007 and ended on the 29th of the March, 2007. Therefore, the
Kerala (Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes) Regulation of Issue of
Community Certificates (Amendment) Ordinance, 2007 (39 of 2007) was
promulgated by the Governor on the 30th day of March, 2007 and the same was
published in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 644 dated 2nd April, 2007.

6. A Bill to replace the Ordinance No.39 of 2007 could not be introduced
in, and passed by, the Legislative Assembly of the State of Kerala during its
session which commenced on the 19th day of June, 2007 and ended on the 26th
July, 2007. Therefore, the Kerala (Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes)
Regulation of Issue of Community Certificates (Amendment) Ordinance, 2007 (55
of 2007) was promulgated by the Governor on the 30th day of July, 2007 and the
same was published in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 1415 dated 30th July,
2007.

7. A Bill to replace the Ordinance No. 55 of 2007 could not be introduced
in, and passed by, the Legislative Assembly of the State of Kerala during its
session which commenced on the 4th day of September, 2007 and ended on the
20th September, 2007. Therefore, the Kerala (Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes) Regulation of Issue of Community Certificates (Amendment) Ordinance,
2007 (60 of 2007) was promulgated by the Governor on the 15th day of October,
2007 and the same was published in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 1855
dated 15th October, 2007.
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8. A Bill to replace the Ordinance No. 60 of 2007 could not be introduced
in, and passed by, the Legislative Assembly of the State of Kerala during its
session which commenced on the 20th day of February, 2008 and ended on the
19th day of March, 2008. Therefore, the Kerala (Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes) Regulation of Issue of Community Certificates (Amendment) Ordinance,
2008 (10 of 2008) was promulgated by the Governor on the 1st day of April,
2008 and the same was published in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 663
dated 1st April, 2008.

9. A Bill to replace the Ordinance No. 10 of 2008 could not be introduced
in, and passed by, the Legislative Assembly of the State of Kerala during its
session which commenced on the 23rd day of June, 2008 and ended on the 24th
day of July, 2008. Therefore, the Kerala (Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes) Regulation of Issue of Community Certificates (Amendment) Ordinance,
2008 (37 of 2008) was promulgaed by the Governor on the 1st day of August
2008 and the same was published in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 1683
dated 2nd August, 2008.

10. The Bill seeks to replace the Ordinance No. 10 of 2008 by an Act of
the State Legislature.

THE KERALA HIGH COURT SERVICES (DETERMINATION
OF RETIREMENT AGE) BILL, 2008

As per rule 35 of the High Court Services Rules, 1970, the Kerala Service
Rules was applicable to the members of High Court Service and accordingly rule
60(a), Part I, Kerala Service Rules relating to compulsory retirement at the age of
55 years was also applicable to them. The Chief Justice of Kerala issued the
High Court Service Rules, 2007 repealing these provisions w.e.f. 1-1-2007 by
including rule 37(1) providing for the compulsory retirement of a member of the
High Court Service at the age of 58 years, which is against the provisions of the
Kerala Service Rules.

2. The Hon’ble High Court in its judgment dated 13-08-2007 in W.P(C)
No.20158/07 has upheld the above said Rules issued by the Chief Justice of
Kerala and the provisions relating to retirement age therein on the grounds that
the State Legislature has not made any legislation as envisaged in Art. 229(2) of
the Constitution of India and as retirement age is not an aspect relating to
salary, allowances, leave or pension and hence previous approval of Governor is
not necessary for fixing the age at 58 by the Chief Justice.

3. Enhancement of retirement age of servants and officers in the State
service including servants and officers of the High Court of Kerala is against
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Government policy. Hence it became essential to determine the retirement age of
officers and servants of the High Court of Kerala on a par with officers and
servants of other services of the State through legislation.

4. In these circumstances, the Government have decided to enact a
legislation to determine the retirement age of officers and servants of the High
Court of Kerala.

5. As the Legislative Assembly of the State of Kerala was not in session
and as the above proposal had to be given effect to immediately, the Kerala
High Court Services (Determination of Retirement Age) Ordinance, 2007 was
promulgated by the Governor of Kerala on the 20th day of October, 2007 and
was published as Ordinance No. 61 of 2007 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary
No. 1900 dated the 22nd October, 2007.

6. A Bill to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State Legislature
could not be introduced in, and passed by, the Legislative Assembly during its
session, which commenced on the 20th day of February, 2008 and ended on the
19th day of March, 2008.

7. Therefore, in order to keep alive the provisions of Ordinance No. 61 of
2007, the Kerala High Court Services (Determination of Retirement Age)
Ordinance, 2008 was promulgated by the Governor on the 1st day of April, 2008
and was published as Ordinance No. 13 of 2008 in the Kerala Gazette
Extraordinary No. 653 dated the 1st April, 2008.

8.  A Bill to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State Legislature
could not be introduced in, and passed by, the Legislative Assembly during its
session, which commenced on the 23rd day of June, 2008 and ended on the
24th day of July, 2008.

9. Therefore, in order to keep alive the provisions of Ordinance No.13 of
2008, the Kerala High Court Services (Determination of Retirement Age)
Ordinance, 2008 was promulgated by the Governor on the 1st day of August,
2008 and was published as Ordinance No. 32 of 2008 in the Kerala Gazette
Extraordinary No. 1682 dated the 2nd August, 2008.

THE KERALA WATER SUPPLY AND SEWERAGE
(AMENDMENT) BILL, 2008.

At the time of enactment of the Kerala Water Supply and Sewerage Act,
1986 (Act 14 of 1986) there was not much demand for Water Supply and the Act
did not provide for tackling the occurrences of theft and misuse of water,
unauthorised connection etc. For want of provisions in the Act, the Kerala
Water Authority is not in a position to take effective remedial measure to curb
such acts. Accordingly it is found that the Act requires, certain changes to
tackle such alarming situation.

2. Government have also decided for setting up of bottling plants to
provide good quality bottled drinking water to the public at reasonable price.
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3. As the Legislative Assembly of the State was not in session and the
above proposals had to be given effect to immediately, the Kerala Water Supply
and Sewerage (Amendment) Ordinance, 2008 was promulgated by the Governor
on the 29th day of January, 2008 and the same was published as Ordinance
No.4 of 2008 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 226 dated the 29th day of
January, 2008.

4. A Bill to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of State Legislature could
not be introduced in, and passed by, the Legislative Assembly during its
session, which commenced on the 20th day of February, 2008 and ended on the
19th day of March, 2008.

5. Therefore, in order to keep alive the provisions of Ordinance No. 4 of
2008, the Kerala Water Supply and Sewerage (Amendment) Ordinance, 2008 was
promulgated by the Governor on the 1st day of April, 2008 and was published
as Ordinance No. 12 of 2008 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 652 dated
the 1st April, 2008.

6. A Bill to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State Legislature
could not be introduced in, and passed by, the Legislative Assembly during its
session, which commenced on the 23rd day of June, 2008 and ended on the
24th day of July, 2008.

7. Therefore, in order to keep alive the provisions of Ordinance No. 12 of
2008, the Kerala Water Supply and Sewerage (Amendment) Ordinance, 2008 was
promulgated by the Governor on  the 1st day of August, 2008 and was
published as Ordinance No. 30 of 2008 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No.
1676 dated the 2nd August, 2008.

6. The Bill seeks to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State
Legislature.

THE KERALA CO-OPERATIVE SOCIETIES
(AMENDMENT) BILL, 2008

For the effective guidance and control of the Co-operatives in the State it
was decided to amend the definitions of ‘District Co-operative Bank’, ‘Urban
Co-operative Bank’ and to insert the definition of “Primary Co-operative Society”
in the Kerala Co-operative Societies Act, 1969 (21 of 1969). It was also proposed
to empower the Government to prescribe the manner in which the audit is to be
conducted by the Director of Co-operative Audit.

2. As the Legislative Assembly was not in session and the said
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proposals had to be given effect to immediately, the Kerala Co-operative
Societies (Amendment) Ordinance, 2007 was promulgated by the Governor on
the 11th day of December, 2007 and the same was published as Ordinance No.
62 of 2007 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 2224 dated the 11th December,
2007.

3. A Bill to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of State Legislature
could not be introduced in, and passed by, the Legislative Assembly during its
session, which commenced on the 20th day of February, 2008 and ended on the
19th day of March, 2008.

4. As the Legislative Assembly of the State of Kerala was not in session,
and in order to keep alive the provisions of Ordinance No. 62 of 2007, the Kerala
Co-operative Societies (Amendment) Ordinance, 2008 was promulgated by the
Governor on the 1st April, 2008 and the same was published as Ordinance No.
11 of 2008 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 654 dated the 1st April, 2008.

5. A Bill to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State Legislature
could not be introduced in, and passed by the Legislative Assembly of the
State of Kerala during its eighth session which commenced on the 23rd June,
2008 and ended on the 24th July, 2008.

6. Therefore, in order to keep alive the provisions of Ordinance No. ll of
2008, the Kerala Co-operative Societies (Amendment) Ordinance, 2008 was
promulgated by the Governor on the 1st day of August, 2008 and was published
as Ordinance No. 29 of 2008 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 1672 dated
the 2nd August, 2008.

7. The Bill seeks to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State
Legislature.

THE UNREGISTERED CASHEWNUT FACTORIES PROHIBITION
(AMENDMENT) BILL, 2008

The existing provisions of the Unregistered Cashewnut Factories
Prohibition Act, 1967 does not contain any provision for the speedy disposal of
the cashewnuts seized under the Act. Cashewnut is a perishable seed. Hence
Government have decided to incorporate section VA in the parent Act, enabling
early disposal of the same by the authority seizing cashewnuts, so as to avoid
perishing of the cashewnuts seized due to delay in finalising the proceedings
after seizure.
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2. Besides, processing of cashewnuts in an unregistered Cashew Factory is
prohibited under the Unregistered Cashewnut Factories (Prohibition) Act, 1967.
Inspite of this statutory prohibition, several unregistered Cashewnut Factories,
processing cashewnuts are still there in the State and they are functioning
without giving the statutory benefits due to the workers. The existing provisions
in the above said Act are not sufficient, to prohibit completely the functioning of
unregistered Cashewnut Factories in the State. Therefore, the Government have
decided to enhance the punishment prescribed in the Act by amending section 6
and to make the punishment for violation of the provisions of the Act more
stringent.

3. A Bill to amend the Unregistered Cashewnut Factories Prohibition Act,
1967  was published as Bill No. 119 of the Twelfth Kerala Legislative Assembly,
but the same could not be introduced in the Assembly. As the Legislative
Assembly of the State was not in session and the Governor was satisfied that
circumstances existed to bring in an immediate legislation, the Unregistered
Cashewnut Factories  Prohibition (Amendment) Ordinance, 2007 (63 of 2007) was
promulgated by the Governor on the 12th day of December, 2007 and the same
was published in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 2242 dated 13th
December, 2007.

4. A Bill to replace the Unregistered Cashewnut Factories Prohibition
(Amendment) Ordinance, 2007 (63 of 2007)  was published as Bill No. 157 of the
Twelfth Kerala Legislative Assembly, but the same could not be introduced in
and passed by the Legislative Assembly during its session which commenced
on the 20th day of February, 2008 and ended on the 19th day of March, 2008
and as the provision of the said Ordinance are to be kept alive, the Unregistered
Cashewnut Factories Prohibition (Amendment) Ordinance, 2008 (7 of 2008) was
promulgated by the Governor on the 1st day of April, 2008 and the same was
published in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 657 dated 1st day of April
2008.

5. A Bill replace Ordinance No. 7 of 2008 was published as Bill No. 189 of
the Twelfth Kerala Legislative Assembly, but the same could not be introduced
in, and  passed by the Legislative Assembly of the State of Kerala  during its
session which commenced  on the 23rd day of June, 2008 and ended on the
24th day of July, 2008 and as the provisions of the said Ordinance are to be
kept alive, the Unregistered Cashewnut Factories Prohibition (Amendment)
Ordinance, 2008 (25 of 2008) was promulgated by the Governor on the 1st day of
August, 2008 and the same was published in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary
No. 1679 dated 2nd August, 2008.

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THE NATIONAL UNIVERSITY OF ADVANCED LEGAL STUDIES
(AMENDMENT) BILL, 2008

As per the existing provisions of the National University of Advanced
Legal Studies Act, 2005 (27 of 2005), the University has the status of Self
Financing University and as such, the University is not in a position to obtain
grants from the University Grants Commission and other agencies. To facilitate
the University to obtain such grants, the Government have decided to change
the status of the University by omitting the words, “self financing”, wherever
they occur, from the Act. It is further decided to change the structure of the
General Council of the University by including the Secretary to Government,
Finance Department, and a member nominated by the Executive Council of the
Higher Education Council. It is also decided to change the structure of the
Executive Council of the University by nominating the Principal Secretary to
Government, Finance Department or an officer of the Finance Department not
below the rank of Joint Secretary to Government nominated by him, a member
nominated by the Executive Council of the Higher Education Council from
among its members and two legal experts nominated by the Government. The
representative of the Bar Council of India in Search Committee is also proposed
to be substituted with a representative of the Bar Council of Kerala. It is further
proposed to give power to the Government to give directions to the University
to consider such instructions issued by the Government in respect of
determination of the fee and admission of students to the University.

2. As the Legislative Assembly was not in session and the above
proposals had to be given effect to immediately the National University of
Advanced Legal Studies (Amendment) Ordinance, 2008 was promulgated by the
Governor on the 9th day of June, 2008 and the same was published in the Kerala
Gazette Extraordinary No.1161 dated the 9th June 2008 as Ordinance No. 15 of
2008.

3. A Bill to replace the said Ordinance was published as Bill No. 206 of
the XII Kerala Legislative Assembly but it could not be introduced in and
passed during its eighth session, which commenced on the 23rd day of June
2008 and ended on the 24th day of July 2008.

4. In order to keep alive the provisions of Ordinance No. 15 of 2008, the
National University of Advanced Legal Studies (Amendment) Ordinance, 2008
was promulgated by the Governor on the 1st day of August 2008 as Ordinance
No. 21 of 2008 and was published in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 1674
dated 2nd August 2008.

3. The Bill seeks to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State
Legislature.
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THE KERALA HEADLOAD WORKERS (AMENDMENT) BILL, 2008

The Kerala Headload Workers Welfare Board in its meeting held on 17-2-2007
passed a resolution recommending the Government to reduce the number of existing
Committees from 34 to 14 and to maintain the other committees as sub-offices for
the effective functioning of the Board and the Chief Executive has requested to
make necessary amendments in Section 18 and 19 of the Kerala Headload Workers’
Act, 1978 to this effect.

2. Government have examined the matter and decided to amend the Act to
replace the existing 34 Local Committees, except the newly constituted Cochin Port
Trust Area Committee, by 14 District Committees ie., one for each revenue District,
with powers to Government to appoint special Committees in any area like Cochin
Port Trust Area, where it seems necessary to do so, provided that the Committee
appointed for the concerned revenue District shall not have jurisdiction over the
area of the special Committee. It is further decided to incorporate a new section viz.
section 19A for the appointment of Advisory Committees as are found necessary
for any area in a revenue District, for the purpose of advising the Committee on
any matter pertaining to that area.

3. As the Legislative Assembly was not in session and the above proposal
had to be given effect to immediately, the Headload Workers (Amendment)
Ordinance, 2008 (14 of 2008) was promulgated by the Governor of Kerala on the
18th day of April, 2008 and the same was published in the Kerala Gazette
Extraordinary No. 777 dated 18th April, 2008.

4. A Bill to replace Ordinance No. 14 of 2008 was published as Bill No. 188  of
the 12th Kerala Legislative Assembly, but the same could not be introduced in, and
passed by the Legislative Assembly during its session which commenced on the
23rd day of June, 2008 and ended on the 24th day of July, 2008. Therefore, the
Kerala Headload Workers (Amendment) Ordinance, 2008 (26 of 2008) was
promulgated by the Governor on the 1st day of August, 2008 and the same was
published in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 1678 dated 2nd August, 2008.

THE SREE SANKARACHARYA UNIVERSITY OF SANSKRIT

(SECOND AMENDMENT) BILL, 2008

At present the Syndicate of Sree Sankaracharya University of Sanskrit is

not adequately represented by students and teachers and there is no

representation of the Finance Department of Government in it. Also there is no

post of a Pro-Vice-Chancellor in the University as in the case of other

Universities. Government have decided to amend the Act so as to nominate one

student and two more teacher representatives and the representative of Finance

Department to the Syndicate of the University. In order to ensure effective

administration of the University affairs, it was decided to create the post of Pro-

Vice-Chancellor as in the case of other Universities and to provide for the

manner of appointment and his powers and duties in the Act.

2. As the Legislative Assembly was not in session and the above

proposals had to be given effect to immediately the Sree Sankaracharya

University of Sanskrit (Amendment) Ordinance, 2008 was promulgated by the

Governor  on the 9th day of June, 2008 and the same was published as

Ordinance No. 16 of 2008 in the Extraordinary Gazette No. 1160 dated 9-6-2008.

3.  A Bill to replace the said Ordinance was published as Bill No. 207 of the

XII Kerala Legislative Assembly but it could not be introduced in and passed

by the Legislative Assembly during its eighth session, which commenced on the

23rd day of June 2008 and ended on the 24th day of July 2008.
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4. In order to keep alive the provisions of Ordinance No. 16 of 2008 the
Sree Sankaracharya University of Sanskrit (Amendment) Ordinance, 2008 was
promulgated by the Governor on the Ist day of  August 2008 as Ordinance No.
22 of 2008 and was published in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 1673 dated
2nd August 2008.

5. The Bill seeks to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State
Legislature.
