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RESUME OF BUSINESS TRANSACTED DURING

KERALA LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY

The summons dated January 16, 2013 for the Seventh Session of the
Thirteenth Kerala Legislative Assembly was issued to the Members on
January 17, 2013.  The session commenced at 9.00 a.m. on Friday, February 1,
2013 and adjourned sine-die at 3.28 p.m. on Tuesday, February 19, 2013.

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APPENDIX VI

SALIENT FEATURES OF THE BILLS

THE KERALA PROTECTION OF INTERESTS OF DEPOSITORS IN
FINANCIAL ESTABLISHMENTS BILL, 2012

The humbugs of several individuals and establishments, prompting to
deposits money of the people, especially that of the poor and middle class, in
financial establishments, by offering higher rates of dividend and interest and by
formulating intangible schemes, and escaping after receiving deposits and
committing breach of promise, have come to the notice of the Government. By
committing default in the repayment of money and in complying with the
promises, they defraud the depositors and often escape with the money. The
money so grabbed by them exceeds crores. The breach of trust being committed
by them causes severe displeasure in the general public. It raises threat to the
ease and existence of the general public. Even though action against the managers
of the establishments for such breach of trust and humbugs is possible under the
general laws, the Government have convinced that the lack of an effective,
specific and comprehensive law, to get the interests of depositors protected and
to get them back their money, and to define such humbugs as a specific offence,
causes the sprout of such establishments like mushrooms. The Government have
also convinced of the necessity for a comprehensive law for the protection of
interests of the common man who deposits money in such financial institutions
tempting on advertisements. Further, the Reserve Bank of India has informed the
Government of the necessity of such a law. Therefore, the Government consider
that it is necessary to have a new legislation in this matter.

The Bill is intended to achieve the above object.

THE PAYMENT OF SALARIES AND ALLOWANCES
(THIRD AMENDMENT)  BILL, 2012

As per the decision of the meeting of the Parliamentary Party Leaders
convened on 8-6-2012, the Honourable Speaker of Kerala Legislative Assembly
requested the Government to amend the payment of Salaries and Allowances
Act, 1951, so as to enable the Members of Kerala Legislative Assembly
including the Speaker, the Deputy Speaker, the Leader of Opposition, the
Chief Whip and the Ministers, to get the amount incurred in connection with the
purchase of books reimbursed subject to a maximum of rupees fifteen thousand

every financial year. On the basis of the request, the Government have decided
to amend the Payment of Salaries and Allowances Act, 1951 (XIV of 1951) by
inserting Section 8C for the aforesaid purpose.

The Bill seeks to achieve the above object.

THE KERALA DAIRY FARMERS’ WELFARE FUND
(AMENDMENT) BILL, 2013

The majority of the dairy farmers now having membership in the Kerala
Dairy Farmers’ Welfare Fund have taken membership before the date of
publication of the Kerala Dairy Farmers’ Welfare Fund Act, 2007 (7 of 2007).
The Kerala Dairy Farmers’ Welfare Fund (Amendment) Act, 2010 provides to
give pension to the members who have measured a minimum of five hundred
litres of milk per year for at least five years in a Society after being a member
of the Welfare Fund and have completed sixty years of age and that any person
who became a member of the Welfare Fund before the date of publication of the
Kerala Dairy Farmers’ Welfare Fund Act, 2007 (7 of 2007) shall be entitled to
pension if he being a member in a Society, has measured a minimum of five
hundred litres of milk per year in a Society for at least ten years and has
completed sixty years of age.

It has come to the notice of the Government that the dairy farmers who
have taken membership in the Welfare Fund after the date of publication of the
Welfare Fund Act will become entitled for pension only if they have measured
milk in a society for five years whereas, those dairy farmers who have taken
membership before the said date will become entitled for pension only on
condition of completion of ten years creating a situation of not getting pension
to the said category.

In the circumstances, Government intends to amend the provision of having
10 years for giving pension to those who have taken membership in the Welfare
Fund before the date of publication of the Welfare Fund Act, 2007, in clause (b)
of sub-section (4) of section 3 of the Kerala Dairy Farmers’ Welfare Fund Act.
Accordingly, it has been decided to substitute the words “at least five years” for
the words “at least ten years” in clause (b) of sub-section (4) of section 3 of the
said Act. By making this amendment, more dairy farmers will be entitled to get
pension.

Moreover, the dairy farmers who are members in the Kerala Dairy Farmers’
Welfare Fund are being given pension of ` 300 per month at present.  The
Government intends to consider the demand of dairy farmers to enhance the
pension amount and to bring more dairy farmers under the purview of benefit of
the Welfare Fund. It is intended to make provision in respect of contribution to
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the Dairy Farmers Welfare Fund by each society at 0.5 per cent of the sale price
for each litre of milk to be collected and sold by the society locally,
0.3 per cent of the sale price for each litre of milk to be given by the society to
the Milma or to the Regional Union, 0.75 per cent of the sale price for each litre
of milk to be sold by Milma or the Regional Union. Therefore, the Government
has decided to make amendment in item (ii) and item (iii) of section 7 of the
said Act.

The Bill is intended to achieve the above object.

THE KERALA CO-OPERATIVE SOCIETIES (AMENDMENT)
BILL, 2013

By the Constitution (Ninety Seventh Amendment) Act, 2011 a new Part,
namely, Part IXB “The Co-operative Societies” was included in the Constitution
of India. In exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (2) of section 1 of
the said Act, the Central Government appointed the 15th day of February, 2012
as the date on which the said Act shall come into force. Article 243ZT provides
that notwithstanding anything in that part, any provision of any law relating
Co-operative Societies in force in a State immediately before the commencement of
the Constitution (Ninety Seventh Amendment) Act, 2011, which is inconsistent
with the provisions of that Part, shall continue to be in force until amended or
repealed by a competent Legislature or other competent authority or until the
expiration of one year from such commencement, whichever is less. Hence in
compliance with this constitutional mandate it is necessary to amend or repeal
the existing provisions of the law relating to co-operative societies in Kerala
which are found inconsistent with the provisions of the Part IXB of the
Constitution of India within the time limit prescribed in article 243ZT.

2. The inclusion of a new Chapter IXB “The Co-operative Societies” in the
Constitution is very important and a major initiative to strengthen and
reinvigorate the co-operative sector in the country, which has emerged as a
unique institution in the service of economically weaker sections of people with
widest reach. The object of the constitutional amendment is to ensure that the
co-operative societies in the country function in a democratic, professional,
autonomous and economically sound manner. The amendment in the
Constitution, in addition to including the right to form co-operative societies as
a fundamental right under article 19 of the Constitution, also seeks to empower
the Parliament in respect of multi-state co-operative societies and the State
Legislatures in case of other co-operative societies to make appropriate law.
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Therefore the Government have decided to amend the Kerala Co-operative
Societies Act, 1969 (21 of 1969) in tune with the Constitutional amendment.

3. The Bill seeks to achieve the above object.

THE KERALA PROTECTION OF RIVER BANKS AND REGULATION
OF REMOVAL OF SAND (AMENDMENT) BILL, 2013

As per the existing provisions of the Kerala Protection of River Banks and
Regulation of Removal of Sand Act, 2001, the power to supervise the
implementation of the provisions of the Act was not specifically given to any
officer. The Government consider it necessary to give such powers to the Land
Revenue Commissioner for implementing the provisions of the said Act
effectively. Moreover, the Government also consider that necessary provisions
are to be incorporated in the Act for the functioning of a High Level Committee
in the State level to scrutinize and pass the River Banks Protection Projects
recommended by the District Expert Committee. Representatives of labourers
have not been included in the existing District Expert Committee and Kadavu
Committee. The Government have realized that inclusion of representatives of
labourers also in such Committee would give more efficiency to the functioning
of such Committees.

2. Certain drawbacks in the existing provisions of the said Act relating to
seizure and confiscation of the vehicles and equipments used for unauthorized
removal of sand often becomes helpful to those engaged in unauthorized
removal and transporting of sand to obtain favourable verdicts. Therefore, it is
necessary to include clear and specific provisions in the Act in this respect
without any further loopholes. Moreover, certain other difficulties which had to
be faced at the practical level by the officers enforcing the Act have also been
brought by them to the notice of the Government. Provisions to overcome such
issues also have to be incorporated in the Act.

3. It is not possible to prevent unauthorized transportation of sand
effectively in the existing system. Considering the fact that sufficient efficiency
cannot be attained when these functions are also discharged along with several
other functions, at the District Administration level, it is necessary to constitute
a Special Protection Force towards this.

4.  As the Legislative Assembly was not in session and the above proposal
had to be given effect to immediately, the Kerala Protection of River Banks and
Regulation of Removal of Sand (Amendment) Ordinance, 2010 (31 of 2010) was

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promulgated by the Kerala Governor on the 12th day of June, 2010 and the
same was published in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 1334 dated
14th June, 2010.

5.  A Bill to replace the Ordinance No. 31 of 2010 by an Act of the State
Legislature could not be introduced in, and passed by, the Legislative Assembly
of the State of Kerala during its session which commenced on the 28th day of
June, 2010 and ended on the 29th day of July, 2010. In order to keep alive the
provisions of the said Ordinance, the Kerala Protection of River Banks and
Regulation of Removal of Sand (Amendment) Ordinance, 2010 (38 of 2010) was
promulgated by the Kerala Governor on the 8th day of August, 2010 and the
same was published in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 1818 dated
8th August, 2010.

6. Though a Bill to replace the Ordinance No. 38 of 2010, by an Act of
the State Legislature, was published as Bill No. 395 of the Twelfth Kerala
Legislative Assembly the same could not be introduced in, and passed by, the
Legislative Assembly of the State of Kerala during its session which commenced
on the 21st day of December, 2010 and ended on the 3rd day of January, 2011.
Therefore, in order to keep alive the provisions of the said Ordinance, the Kerala
Protection of River Banks and Regulation of Removal of Sand (Amendment)
Ordinance, 2011 (14 of 2011) was promulgated by the Kerala Governor on the
22nd day of January, 2011 and the same was published in the Kerala Gazette
Extraordinary No. 152 dated 23rd day of January, 2011.

7. Though a Bill to replace the Ordinance No. 14 of 2011, by an Act of
the State Legislature, was published as Bill No. 405 of the Twelfth Kerala
Legislative Assembly could not be introduced in, and passed by, the Legislative
Assembly of the State of Kerala during its session which commenced on the
4th day of February, 2011 and ended on the 24th day of February, 2011.
Therefore, in order to keep alive the provisions of the said Ordinance, the Kerala
Protection of River Banks and Regulation of Removal of Sand (Amendment)
Ordinance, 2011 (20 of 2011) was promulgated by the Kerala Governor on the
17th day of March, 2011 and the same was published in the Kerala Gazette
Extraordinary No. 649 dated 18th day of March, 2011.

8. Though a Bill to replace the Ordinance No. 20 of 2011, by an Act of
the State Legislature, was published as Bill No. 15 of the Thirteenth Kerala
Legislative Assembly the same could not be introduced in, and passed by, the
Legislative Assembly of the State of Kerala during its session which commenced
on the 1st day of June, 2011 and ended on the 20th day of July, 2011.
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9.  As per the provisions of sub-clause (a) of clause (2) of article 213 of
the Constitution of India, the Ordinance promulgated by the Governor shall
ceased to operate at the expiration of six weeks from the re-assembly of the
Legislature. Accordingly, the said Ordinance ceased to operate on the 13th day
of July, 2011.

10. On the basis of the judgment pronounced by the Hon’ble High Court
of Kerala on the 23rd day of March, 2012 [2012 (2) KLT 547], the Government
have decided to incorporate provisions in the Act to empower the police also to
seize the properties in addition to the existing authorities, and to the effect that
the concerned officers shall file complaints relating to such offences before the
court and to release the properties seized and reported before the court to the
owners temporarily till the completion of the confiscation proceedings. Besides,
the Government have approved certain proposals, in the report of the Law
Reforms Committee under the Chairmanship of Justice V. R. Krishna Iyer to
amend the said Act, and accordingly the Government intend to bring provisions
to assign identity number to the vehicles being used for removal of sand and
also to close the places where removal and transportation of sand, are possible
by putting up chains and pillars.

11.  As the Legislative Assembly was not in session and in order to keep
alive the provisions of the said Ordinance again and to validate the actions taken
or done and also to include the above said proposals in the principal Act, the
Kerala Protection of River Banks and Regulation of Removal of Sand
(Amendment) ordinance, 2012 (60 of 2012) was promulgated by the Governor
of Kerala on the 24th day of November, 2012 and the same was published in
the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 1259 dated 25th November, 2012.

12.  A Bill to replace the Ordinance No. 60 of 2012, by an Act of the
State Legislature, could not be introduced in, and passed by, the Legislative
Assembly of the State of Kerala during its session which commenced on the
10th day of December, 2012 and ended on the 21st day of December, 2012.
Therefore, in order to keep alive the provisions of the said Ordinance, the Kerala
Protection  of River Banks and Regulation of Removal of Sand (Amendment)
Ordinance, 2013 (17 of 2013) was promulgated by the Kerala Governor on the
14th day of January, 2013 and the same was published in the Kerala Gazette
Extraordinary No. 125 dated 15th day of January, 2013. .

13. The Bill is intended to replace Ordinance No.17 of 2013 by an Act of
the State Legislature.
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THE KERALA STAMP (AMENDMENT) BILL, 2013

Sub-section (1) of section 28A of the Kerala Stamp Act, 1959 (17 of 1959)
empowers the Revenue Divisional Officer to fix the fair value of the lands
situated within the area of his jurisdiction for the purpose of determining the
duty chargeable at the time of registration of instruments involving lands.
Accordingly, twenty-one Revenue Divisional Officers in the State have fixed the
fair value of lands in the State and necessary Gazette notification was published
in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 515 dated 6th March, 2010. .

2.  Sub-section (4) of the said section provides that any person aggrieved
by the fixation of fair value under sub-section (1), may within thirty days of its
publication under sub-section (3), appeal to the Collector. As it was found
necessary to provide further time to the persons aggrieved by fixation of fair
value to file appeal, Government decided to extend the time limit for filing
appeal under sub-section (4) of section 28A from thirty days to ninety days. As
the Gazette notification fixing fair value of land was published on 6th March,
2010, in order to carry out the purpose, the Government consider it necessary to
give retrospective effect to the amendment from the 1st day of April, 2010.

3.  As the Legislative Assembly was not in session and as the above
proposals had to be given effect to immediately, the Governor of Kerala had
promulgated the Kerala Stamp (Amendment) Ordinance, 2010 on the 26th day of
May, 2010 and the same was published as Ordinance No. 20 of 2010 in the
Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 1223 dated 27th May, 2010.

4. A Bill to replace the KeraIa Stamp (Amendment) Ordinance, 2010
(20 of 2010) by an Act of the State Legislature could not be introduced in,
and passed by, the Legislative Assembly of the State of Kerala during its session
which commenced on the 28th day of June, 2010 and ended on the 29th day of
July, 2010. Therefore, in order to keep alive the provisions of the said ordinance,
the Kerala Stamp (Amendment) Ordinance, 2010 was promulgated by the
Governor of Kerala on the 8th day of August, 2010 and the same was published
as Ordinance No. 39 of 2010 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 1819
dated 8th August, 2010.

5. Since the Gazette notification fixing fair value of land was published on
6th March, 2010 and the appeal period extended to ninety days by Ordinance
No. 39 of 2010, expired on 4th June, 2010. The Government have examined the
matter again in detail and found it necessary to further extend the time limit for
filing appeal to one year from the date of publication of notification fixing the
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fair value of land and to empower the District Collector to admit appeal even
after the period of one year, if he is satisfied that the appellant had sufficient
cause for not preferring the appeal within the stipulated period. .

6.  As the Legislative Assembly was not in session and the above
proposals had to be given effect to immediately, the Kerala Stamp (Amendment)
ordinance, 2010 repealing the Kerala Stamp (Amendment) Ordinance, 2010
(39 of 2010 and giving retrospective effect to the provisions of the Ordinance
from the 1st day of April, 2010 and by validating all acts done or deemed to
have been done during the period, was promulgated by the Governor of Kerala
on the 22nd day of October, 2010 and the same was published as Ordinance
No. 54 of 2010 in the Kera1a Gazette Extraordinary No. 2357 dated 25th
October, 2010.

7.  A Bill to replace the Kerala Stamp (Amendment) Ordinance, 2010
(54 of 2010) by an Act of the State Legislature could not be introduced in, and
passed by the Legislative Assembly of the State of Kerala during its session
which commenced on the 21st day of December, 2010 and ended on the 3rd day
of January, 2011. Therefore, in order to keep alive the provisions of the said
Ordinance, the Kerala Stamp (Amendment) Ordinance, 2011 was promulgated by
the Governor of Kerala on the 22nd day of January, 2011 and the same was
published as Ordinance No. 5 of 2011 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary
No.151 dated 23rd January, 2011.

8.  A Bill to replace the Kerala stamp (Amendment) Ordinance, 2011
(5 of 2011) by an Act of the State Legislature could not be introduced in, and
passed by, the Legislative Assembly of the State of Kerala during its session
which commenced on the 4th day of February, 2011 and ended on the 24th day
of February, 2011. Therefore, in order to keep alive the provisions of the said
Ordinance, the Kerala Stamp (Amendment) Ordinance, 2011 was promulgated by
the Governor of Kerala on the 17th day of March, 2011 and the same was
published as Ordinance No. 30 of 2011 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary
No. 654 dated 18th March, 2011.

9.  A Bill to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State Legislature
could not be introduced in, and passed by, the Legislative Assembly of the State
of Kerala during its session which commenced on the 1st day of June, 2011 and
ended on the 20th day of July, 2011.

10. As per the provisions of sub-clause (a) of clause (2) of article 213 of
the Constitution of India, an Ordinance promulgated shall cease to operate at the
expiration of six weeks from the re-assembly of the Legislature.  Accordingly,
the said Ordinance ceased to operate on the 13th day of July, 2011.
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11.  As the Legislative Assembly was not in session and the provisions of
the said  Ordinance had to be kept alive again and for validating anything done
or deemed to have been done or any action taken or deemed to have been taken
under the principal Act as amended by the Kerala Stamp (Amendment)
Ordinance, 2011 (30 of 2011) and also during the period from the 1st day of
April, 2010 to the 25th day of October, 2010 in the matter of filing appeal under
sub-section (4) of section 28A by any person and any action taken in furtherance
thereof by any authority and anything done or any action taken after the cesser
of operation of the Kerala Stamp (Amendment) Ordinance, 2011 (30 of 2011),
the Kerala Stamp (Amendment) Ordinance, 2012 was promulgated by the
Governor of Kerala on the 16th day of January, 2012 and the same was
published as Ordinance No. 2 of 2012 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary
No. 113 dated 17th day of January, 2012.

12.  A Bill to replace the Kerala Stamp (Amendment) Ordinance, 2012
(2 of 2012) by an Act of the State Legislature could not be introduced in, and
passed by, the Legislative Assembly of the State of Kerala during its session
which commenced on the 1st day of March, 2012 and ended on the 23rd day of
March, 2012.

14.  As per the provisions of sub-clause (a) of clause (2) of article 213 of
the Constitution of India, an Ordinance promulgated shall cease to operate at the
expiration of six weeks from the reassembly of the Legislature. Accordingly the
said Ordinance ceased to operate on the 23rd day of July, 2012.

15.  As the Legislative Assembly was not in session and the provisions of
the said Ordinance had to be kept alive again and for validating anything done
or deemed to have been done or any action taken or deemed to have been taken
under the principal Act as amended by the Kerala Stamp (Amendment)
Ordinance, 2012 (28 of 2012) and anything done or any action taken after the
cesser of operation of the above said Ordinance, the Kerala Stamp (Amendment)
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Ordinance, 2012 was promulgated by the Governor of Kerala on the 11th day of
August, 2012 and the same was published as Ordinance No. 47 of 2012 in the
Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 1702 dated 13th August, 2012.

16. Though a Bill to replace the Kerala Stamp (Amendment) Ordinance,
2012 (47 of 2012) by an  Act of the State Legislature was published as Bill
No. 143 of the Thirteenth Kerala Legislative Assembly, the same could not be
introduced in, and passed by, the Legislative Assembly of the State of Kerala
during its session which commenced on the 10th day of December, 2012 and
ended on the 21st day of December, 2012. Therefore, in order to keep alive the
provision of the said Ordinance, the Kerala Stamp (Amendment) Ordinance,
2013 was promulgated by the Governor of Kerala on the 9th day of January,
2013 and the same was published as Ordinance No. 5 of 2013 in the Kerala
Gazette Extraordinary No. 99 dated 10th January, 2013.

17.  The Bill seeks to replace Ordinance No.5 of 2013 by an Act of the
State Legislature.

THE KERALA ADVOCATES’ CLERKS WELFARE FUND
(AMENDMENT) BILL, 2013

1. Sub-section (1) of section 18 of the Kerala Advocates’ Clerks Welfare
Fund Act, 2003 (27 of 2003) provides that members of the Fund are entitled to
receive pension. In order to meet the expenses for the above purpose the Kerala
Advocates’ Clerks Welfare Fund Committee has requested to enhance the annual
susbcription from ` 400 to ` 1,200 retrospectively with effect from 1st April,
2004, the date of commencement of said Act and collect the amount of arrears
due from the existing members in three equal instalments before 31st December
2010, 30th June, 2011 and 31st December, 2011 and to deposit the enhanced
amount thus collected in fixed deposit and from the interest thereof to give
monthly pension at the rate of rupees 500 from April 2012 onwards to those
members who have completed 60 years of age and completed eight years of
membership in the Fund and to enhance the pension up to a maximum of rupees
six hundred by increasing rupees ten for each completed years of service. It was
also requested to include a provision that a member whose membership has
ceased and received pension and other benefits shall not be eligible for
re-admission to the Kerala Advocates’ Clerks Welfare Fund.

2. The Government have examined the matter in detail and have decided to
amend the Kerala Advocates’ Clerks Welfare Fund Act, 2003 suitably.
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3. As the Legislative Assembly of the State of Kerala was not in session
and as the above proposals had to be given effet to immediately, the Kerala
Advocates’ Clerks Welfare Fund (Amendment) Ordinance, 2010 was
promulgated by the Governor of Kerala on the 25th day of November, 2010 and
the same was published as Ordinance No. 57 of 2010 in the Kerala Gazette
Extraordinary No. 2699 dated 26th November, 2010.

4. A Bill to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State Legislature
could not be introduced in, and pased by, the Legislative Assembly of the State of
Kerala during its session which commenced on the 21st day of December, 2010
and ended on the 3rd day of January, 2011 and in order to keep alive the
provisions of the said Ordinance the Governor of Kerala has promulgated the
Kerala Advocates’ Clerks Welfare Fund (Amendment) Ordinance, 2011 on the
23rd day of January, 2011 and the same was published as Ordinance No. 6 of
2011 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 163 dated 23rd January, 2011.

5. A Bill to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State Legislature
could not be introduced in, and passed by, the Legislative Assembly during its
session which commenced on the 4th day of February, 2011 and ended on the
24th day of February, 2011 and in order to keep alive the provisions of the said
Ordinance the Governor of Kerala has promulgated the Kerala Advocates’ Clerks
Welfare Fund (Amendment) Ordinance, 2011 on the 17th day of March 2011
and the same was published as Ordinance No. 26 of 2011 in the Kerala Gazette
Extraordinary No. 665 dated 18th March, 2011.

6. All the Advocates’ Clerks who were enrolled in the Kerala Advocates’
Clerks Welfare Fund Scheme, 1985 constituted as per G.O. (P) No. 3/85/Fin.
dated 1st January, 1985 which was in existence before the commencement of the
Kerala Advocates’ Clerks Welfare Fund Act, 2003 had remitted their annual
subscription under the Head of Account “8011-Insurance and Pension Fund-l06-
Other Insurance and Pension Fund-0l-Advocates’ Clerks Welfare Fund Scheme”
and the Government’s contribution in proportion to the ‘amount subscribed by
the Advocates’ Clerks was also remitted in the Fund. But in section 26 of the
Kera1a Advocates’ Clerks Welfare Fund Act, 2003, it is provided that on and
from the date of commencement of this Act, the control and supervision of the
existing Kerala Advocates’ Clerks Welfare Fund Scheme shall be with the Kerala
Advocates’ Clerks Welfare Fund Committee. On the basis of that Government
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have decided to give direction to the Kerala State Insurance Director to transfer
all amounts including the contribution remitted by the Advocates’ Clerks and the
Government contribution deposited till date to the Kerala Advocates’ Clerks
Welfare Fund Scheme maintained by the Director of Kerala State Insurance to
the Kerala Advocates’ Clerks Welfare Fund Committee and accordingly to
amend section 26 of the said Act. Even though the Kerala Advocates’ Clerks
Welfare Fund (Amendment) Bill was published as Bill No. 344 of the Twelfth
Kerala Legislative Assembly for the purpose, the said Bill could not be
introduced in, and passed by the Legislative Assembly due to the cessor of the
term of said Legislative Assembly on l4th May 2011.

7. A Bill to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State Legislature
could not be introduced in, and passed by, the Kerala Legislative Assembly
during its session which commenced on the 1st day of June, 2011 and ended on
the 20th day of July, 2011, the Government have decided to enact a legislation
by including the provisions of Bill No. 344 of the Twelfth Kerala Legislative
Assembly also in the provisions of the said Ordinance.

8. As the Legislative Assembly of the State of Kerala was not in session
and circumstances exists which render it necessary to keep alive the provisions
of Ordinance No. 49 of 2011 the Governor of Kerala has promulgated the
Kerala  Advocates’ Clerks Welfare Fund (Amendment) Ordinance, 2011 on 17th
November 2011 by including the amendment of section 26 contained in Bill
No. 344 and the same was published as Ordinance No. 49 of 2011 in the Kerala
Gazette Extraordinary No. 2176 dated 18th November, 2011.

9. A Bill to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State Legislature
could not be introduced in, and passed, by the Kerala Legislative Assembly
during its session which commenced on the 9th day of December, 2011 and
ended on the same day.  In order to keep alive the provisions the said
Ordinance, the Governor of Kerala has promulgated the Kerala Advocates’
Clerks Welfare Fund (Amendment) Ordinance, 2012 on the 16th day of January,
2012 and the same was published as Ordinance No. 1 of 2012 in the Kerala
Gazette Extraordinary No. 112 dated 17th January, 2012.

10. A Bill to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State Legislature
could not be introduced in and passed by the Legislative Assembly of the State
of Kerala in its session which commenced on the 1st day of March, 2012 and
ended on the 23rd day of March, 2012.

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11. In the Budget Speech 2012-13, the Hon’ble Minister for Finance has
declared to enhance the amount to be transferred from the Kerala Legal Benefit
Fund to the Kerala Advocates’ Clerks Welfare Fund as 30% from the existing
20% and to give time to the defaulted Advocates’ Clerks for remitting the
arrears.

12. In order to keep alive the provisions of the Ordinance No. 1 of 2012
and to include the recommendation in the Budget Speech 2012-13, the Governor
of Kerala has promulgated the Kerala Advocates’ Clerks Welfare Fund
(Amendment) Ordinance, 2012 on the 11th day of April 2012 and the same was
published as Ordinance No. 37 of 2012 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary
No. 739 dated 11th April, 2012.

13. A Bill, to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State Legislature
could not be introduced in, and passed by, the Legislative Assembly of the State
of Kerala during its session which commenced on the 11th day of June 2012
and ended on the 25th day of July, 2012 and in order to keep alive the
provisions of the said Ordinance the Governor of Kerala has promulgated the
Kerala Advocates’ Clerks Welfare Fund (Amendment) Ordinance,2012 on the
11th day of August, 2012 and the same was published as Ordinance No. 41 of
2012 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 1696 dated 13th August, 2012.

14. The Welfare Fund Committee held on 25th April 2012 requested the
Government to take steps to enhance the value of Kerala Advocates’ Clerks
Welfare Fund Stamp from six rupees to twelve rupees. The Govenment had
examined this matter and decided to enhance the value of Kerala Advocates’
Clerks Welfare Fund Stamp from six rupees to twelve rupees by amending sub-
section (1) of section 14 of the Kerala Advocate Clerks’ Welfare Fund Act, 2003
(27 of 2003).

15. A Bill to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State Legislature
could not be introduced in, and passed by, the Legislative Assembly of the State
of Kerala during its session which commenced on the 10th day of December,
2012 and ended on the 21st day of December, 2012 and in order to keep alive
the provisions of the said Ordinance the Governor of Kerala has promulgated the
Kerala Advocates’ Clerks Welfare Fund (Amendment) Ordinance, 2013 on the
14th day of January, 2013 and the same was published as Ordinance No. 15 of
2013 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 123 dated 15th January, 2013.

16. This Bill seeks to replace the Ordinance No. 15 of 2013 and to include
the amendment of sub-section (1) of section 14 by an Act of the State
Legislature.
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THE KERALA HEADLOAD WORKERS’
(AMENDMENT) BILL, 2013

Based on the recommendation in the 8th report of the Subordinate
Legislation Committee of the 11th Kerala Legislative Assembly, the Government
of Kerala have decided to include “fully dependent mentally retarded or
physically handicapped children” in the definition of “family” under section 2(k)
of the Kerala Headload Workers’ Act, 1978.

2. As per section 37 of the Kerala Headload Workers’ Act, 1978, where an
employer makes default in the payment of any contribution to the fund, the
Government can recover damages from him. Now, the Government have decided
to entrust the Kerala Headload Workers’ Welfare Board with this power to
recover damages from an employer.

3. The Kerala Headload Workers Welfare Board had approved the proposal
furnished by the Cochin Port Trust Area Committee to extend the provisions of
the Employees’ State Insurance Scheme to the headload workers  registered
under the Committee and passed a resolution to request the Government to
implement the same. Accordingly, the Government have decided to extend the
scope of the Scheme framed under the Kerala Headload Workers’ Act, 1978 so
as to provide the benefits under the Employees’ State Insurance Act, 1948 to
headload workers, but limiting the benefits under the Employees Compensation
Act, 1923, by amending sections 13 and 24.

4. As the Kerala Legislative Assembly was not in session and
circumstances existed for making immediate legislation for implementing the
above said decision, the Kerala Headload Workers’ (Amendment) ordinance, 2010
was promulgated by the Governor of Kerala on the 12th day of June, 2010 and
the same was published as Ordinance No. 24 of 2010 in the Kerala Gazette
Extraordinary No. 1337 dated 14th June, 2010.

5. Though a Bill to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State
Legislature was published as Bill No. 355 of the Twelfth Kerala Legislative
Assembly, the same could not be introduced in, and passed by, the Legislative
Assembly of the State of Kerala during its session which commenced on the
28th day of June, 2010 and ended on the 29th day of July, 2010.
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6. In order to keep alive the provisions of the said Ordinance, the Kerala
Headload Workers’ (Amendment) Ordinance, 2010 was promulgated by the
Governor of Kerala on the 8th day of August, 2010 and the same was published
as Ordinance No. 37 of 2010 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 1817
dated 8th August, 2010.

7. Though a Bill to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State
Legislature was published as Bill No. 373 of the Twelfth Kerala Legislative
Assembly, the same could not be introduced in, and passed by, the Legislative
Assembly of the State of Kerala during its session which commenced on the
21st day of December, 2010 and ended on the 3rd day of January, 2011.

8. In order to keep alive the provisions of the said Ordinance, the Kerala
Headload Workers’ (Amendment) Ordinance, 2011 was promulgated by the
Governor on the 22nd day of January, 2011 and the same was published as
Ordinance No. 13 of 2011 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 168 dated
23rd January, 2011.

9. Though a Bill to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State
Legislature was published as Bill No. 422 of the Twelfth Kerala Legislative
Assembly, the same could not be introduced in, and passed by, the Legislative
Assembly of the State of Kerala during its session which commenced on the 4th
day of February, 2011 and ended on the 24th day of February, 2011.

10. In order to keep alive the provisions of the said Ordinance, the Kerala
Headload Workers’ (Amendment) Ordinance, 2011 was promulgated by the
Governor on the 17th day of March, 2011 and the same was published as
Ordinance No. 37 of 2011 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 659 dated
18th March, 2011.

11. A Bill to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State Legislature
could not be introduced in, and passed by, the Legislative Assembly of the State
of Kerala during its session which commenced on the 1st day of June, 2011 and
ended on the 20th day of July, 2011.

12. As per the provisions of sub-clause (a) of clause (2) of article 213 of
the Constitution of India, an Ordinance promulgated by the Governor under the
said article shall cease to operate at the expiration of six weeks from the
re-assembly of the Legislature.

15. In order to keep alive the provisions of the said Ordinance, the Kerala
Headload Workers’ (Amendment) Ordinance, 2012 was promulgated by the
Governor on the 11th day of April, 2012 and the same was published as
Ordinance No. 32 of 2012 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 734 dated
11th April, 2012.

16. Though a Bill to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State
legislature was published as Bill No. 100 of the Thirteenth Kerala Legislative
Assembly, the same could not be introduced in, and passed by the Legislative
Assembly  of the State of Kerala during its session which commenced on the
11th day of June, 2012 and ended on the 25th day of July, 2012.

17. In order to keep alive the provisions of the said Ordinance, and to
validate the actions taken after the cesser of operation of the said Ordinance, the
Kerala Headload Workers’ (Amendment) Ordinance, 2012 was promulgated by
the Governor on the 11th day of August, 2012 and the same was published as
Ordinance No. 46 of 2012 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 1701 dated
13th August, 2012.

18. Though a Bill to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State
Legislature was published as Bill No. 147 of the Thirteenth Kerala Legislative
Assembly, the same could not be introduced in, and passed by the Legislative
Assembly of the State of Kerala during its session which commenced on the
10th day of December, 2012 and ended on the 21st day of December, 2012.

19. As per the provisions of sub-clause (a) of clause (2) of article 213 of
the Constitution of India, an Ordinance promulgated by the Governor under the
said article shall cease to operate at the expiration of six weeks from the
re-assembly of the Legislature.
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20. In order to keep alive the provisions of the said Ordinance, the Kerala
Headload Workers’ (Amendment) Ordinance, 2013 was promulgated by the
Governor on the 14th day of January, 2013 and the same was published as
Ordinance No. 12 of 2013 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 120 dated
15th January, 2013.

THE KERALA TOLLS (AMENDMENT) BILL,2013

As per the provisions contained in sub-section (1) of section 3 and section
3A of the Kerala Tolls Act, 1976 (6 of 1977) read with clause (a) of section 2
thereof,  the Government or a local authority, may levy toll on every motor
vehicle  entering a bridge constructed wholly or partly at the expense of the
State Government or the local authority, and declared open for traffic, the cost of
its construction is not less than 100 lakhs rupees. Considering the increase in the
construction cost, toll will have to be collected even from very small bridges as
per the said provision. Government have, therefore, decided that the minimum
cost of construction of the bridge for which toll shall be levied be fixed to
rupees five hundred lakhs and to amend clause (a) of section 2 of the
Kerala Tolls Act, 1976 (6 of 1977), suitably.

As the Legislative Assembly of the State of Kerala was not in session and
as the aforesaid proposals had to be given effect to immediately, the Kerala Tolls
(Amendment) Ordinance, 2011 was promulgated by the Governor of Kerala on
the 28th day of November, 2011 and published as Ordinance No. 54 of 2011 in
the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 2239 dated 28th November, 2011.

A Bill to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State Legislature
could not be introduced in, and passed by the Legislative Assembly in its session
which commenced on the 9th day of December, 2011 and ended on the
same day. Hence in order to keep alive the provisions of the said Ordinance the
Kerala Tolls (Amendment) Ordinance, 2012 was promulgated by the Governor
of Kerala on the 18th day of January, 2012 and was published as Ordinance
No. 12 of 2012 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 149 dated 20th day of
January, 2012.

A Bill to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State Legislature
could not be introduced in, and passed by the Legislative Assembly of the State
of Kerala during its session which commenced on the 1st day of March, 2012
and ended on the 23rd day of March, 2012. Hence in order to keep alive the
provisions of the said Ordinance the Kerala Tolls (Amendment) Ordinance

2012 was promulgated by the Governor of Kerala on the 11th day of April,
2012 and was published as Ordinance No. 36 of 2012 in the Kerala Gazette
Extraordinary No. 738 dated 11th day of April, 2012.

A Bill to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State Legislature
could not be introduced in, and passed by the Legislative Assembly of the State
of Kerala during its session which commenced on the 11th day of June 2012
and ended on the 25th day of July, 2012.

Under sub-clause (a) of clause (2) of article 213 of the Constitution of
India the Kerala Tolls (Amendment), Ordinance, 2012 (36 of 2012) ceased to
operate on the 23rd day of July, 2012.

As the Legislative Assembly was not in session and the provisions of the
said Ordinance had to be kept alive and for validating anything done or any
action taken under the principal Act as amended by the said Ordinance after the
cessor of operation of the said Ordinance, the Kerala Tolls (Amendment)
Ordinance, 2012 was promulgated by the Governor of Kerala on the 18th day of
August, 2012 and was published as Ordinance No. 52 of 2012 in the Kerala
Gazette Extraordinary No. 1731 dated 21st day of August, 2012.

 A Bill to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State Legislature
could not be introduced in, and passed by the Legislative Assembly of the State
of Kerala during its session which commenced on the 10th day of December
2012 and ended on the 21st day of December, 2012. Hence in order to keep
alive the provisions of the said Ordinance the Kerala Tolls (Amendment)
Ordinance, 2013 was promulgated by the Governor of Kerala on the 9th day of
January, 2013 and was published as Ordinance No. 4 of 2013 in the Kerala
Gazette Extraordinary No. 98 dated 10th day of January, 2013.

This Bill seeks to replace the Ordinance No. 4 of 2013 by an Act of the
State Legislature.

THE KERALA APPROPRIATION BILL, 2013

The Bill is introduced in pursuance of clause (1) of Article 204 of the
Constitution of India read with Article 205 thereof, to authorise payment and
appropriation of certain further sums from and out of the Consolidated Fund of
the State of Kerala required to meet the supplementary expenditure charged on
the Consolidated Fund of the State of Kerala and the grants made by the
Legislative Assembly for the expenditure of the Government of Kerala for the
financia1 year 2012-13.
