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APPENDIX VI

SALIENT FEATURES OF THE BILLS

THE KERALA MUNICIPALITY (AMENDMENT) BILL, 2013

The Government had received several complaints consequent to the
implementation of revision of the property tax in the State. Besides, it has also
come to the notice of the Government that since the property tax is not being
revised periodically, Local Self Government Institutions are incurring revenue
loss. Considering the above issues, the Government have decided to suitably
amend sections 233 and 235 of the Kerala Municipality Act so as to make the
revision of property tax possible in every five years and to exempt the buildings
exclusively used for educational purposes up to the level of Higher Secondary
under the ownership of educational institutions having recognition of the
Government and the hostel buildings wherein the students of such institutions
reside.

2. Besides, the Government consider that necessary provisions to make the
previous permission of the Municipality concerned compulsory for establishing
Abkari shops and to ensure compliance of the conditions specified by the
Municipality in such permission and provisions regarding distance constraints
from educational institutions and places of worship, as prescribed in the Abkari
Act and Rules, shall be incorporated in the Act. Further, in order to incorporate
provisions in the Act empowering Municipalities to re-establish and close Abkari
shops in public interest, the Government have also decided to amend
section 447.

3. As the Legislative Assembly of the State of Kerala was not in session
and the above proposals had to be given effect to immediately, the Kerala
Municipality (Second Amendment) Ordinance, 2012 (64 of 2012) and the Kerala
Municipality (Fourth Amendment) Ordinance, 2012 (65 of 2012) were promulgated
by the Governor of Kerala on the 24th day of November, 2012 and the same
were published, respectively, in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 1263 and
1264, dated 25th November, 2012.

4. Bills to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State Legislature
could not be introduced in, and passed by, the Legislative Assembly of the
State of Kerala during its session which commenced on the 10th day of
December, 2012 and ended on the 21st day of December, 2012.
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5. As the provisions of the said Ordinances are to be kept alive and the
State Legislative Assembly was not in session, the Kerala Municipality
(Amendment) Ordinance, 2013 (10 of 2013) was promulgated by the Governor on
the 14th day of January, 2013 and the same was published in the Kerala Gazette
Extraordinary No. 118 dated 15th January, 2013.

6. A Bill to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State Legislature
could not be introduced in, and passed by, the Legislative Assembly of the
State of Kerala during its session which commenced of the 1st day of February,
2013 and ended on the 19th day of February, 2013.

7. As the provisions of the said Ordinance are to be kept alive and the
State Legislative Assembly was not in session, the Kerala Municipality
(Amendment) Ordinance, 2013 (23 of 2013) was promulgated by the Governor on
the 26th day of January, 2013 and the same was published in the Kerala Gazette
Extraordinary No. 562 dated 27th February, 2013.

8. A Bill to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State Legislature
could not be introduced in, and passed by, the Legislative Assembly of the
State of Kerala during its session which commenced on the 15th day of March,
2013 and ended on the 10th day of April, 2013.

9. As the provisions of the said Ordinance are to be kept alive and the
Legislative Assembly of the State of Kerala was not in session, the Kerala
Municipality (Amendment) Ordinance, 2013 (33 of 2013) was promulgated by the
Governor on the 25th day of April, 2013 and the same was published in the
Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 1172 dated 26th April, 2013.

10. This Bill seeks to replace Ordinance No. 33 of 2013 by an Act of the
State Legislature.

THE MADRAS HINDU RELIGIOUS AND CHARITABLE ENDOWMENTS
(AMENDMENT) BILL, 2013

The Malabar Devaswom Board was being administered under the
provisions of the Madras Hindu Religious and Charitable Endowments Act, 1951.
Since, the term of office of the existing members of the Board expired,
Government have decided to introduce certain amendments to the said Act so
that Government will have greater say in the constitution of the Malabar
Devaswom Board.
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2. The main amendments include an amendment to facilities nomination of
seven members including one woman member and one member each representing
the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled Tribes to be nominated by the Hindus
among the Council of Ministers and the other two members to be elected by the
Hindus among the members of the Legislative Assembly. The minimum age of a
person to be nominated as a member is proposed to be reduced from  50 years
to 45 years and the term of the Area Committees and the hereditary trustee
under the Board is to be reduced to two years as in the case of the term of
office members of the Board. Further, the decision to empower the Kerala Public
Service Commission to advice candidates for appointment to the Board has to
be rescinded in view of the policy decision already taken by the Government to
constitute a Devaswom Recruitment Board for that purpose.

3. As the Legislative Assembly of the State of Kerala was not in session
and the Governor of Kerala was satisfied that circumstances existed which
render it necessary for him to take immediate action, the Madras Hindu Religious
and Charitable Endowments (Amendment) Ordinance, 2012 was promulgated by
the Governor of Kerala on the 9th day of November, 2012 and the same was
published as Ordinance No. 59 of 2012 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary
No. 1151 dated the 10th day of November, 2012.

4. A Bill to replace Ordinance No. 59 of 2012 by an Act of the State
Legislature could not be introduced in, and passed by, the Kerala Legislative
Assembly during its session which commenced on the 10th day of December,
2012 and ended on the 21st day of December, 2012. Therefore, in order to keep
alive the provisions of the said Ordinance, the Madras Hindu Religious and
Charitable Endowments (Amendment) Ordinance, 2013 was promulgated by the
Governor on the 9th day of January, 2013 and the same was published as
Ordinance No. 7 of 2013 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 101 dated the
10th day of January, 2013.

5. A Bill to replace Ordinance No. 7 of 2013 by an Act of the State
Legislature could not be introduced in, and passed by, the Kerala Legislative
Assembly during its session which commenced on the 1st day of February, 2013
and ended on 19th day of February, 2013. Therefore, in order to keep alive the
provisions of the said Ordinance, the Madras Hindu Religious and Charitable
Endowments (Amendment) Ordinance, 2013 was promulgated by the Governor
on the 26th day of February, 2013 and the same was published as Ordinance
No. 28 of 2013 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 567 dated the 27th day of
February, 2013.
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6. Though a Bill to replace Ordinance No. 28 of 2013 by an Act of the
State Legislature was published as Bill No. 205 of the Thirteenth Kerala
Legislative Assembly, the same could not be introduced in, and passed by, the
Kerala Legislative Assembly during its session which commenced on the 15th
day of March, 2013 and ended on the 10th day of April, 2013. Therefore,
in order to keep alive the provisions of the said Ordinance, the Madras Hindu
Religious and Charitable Endowments (Amendment) Ordinance, 2013 was
promulgated by the Governor on the 25th day of April, 2013 and the same was
published as Ordinance No. 35 of 2013 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary
No. 1174 dated the 26th day of April, 2013.

7. The Bill seeks to replace Ordinance No. 35 of 2013 by an Act of the
State Legislature.

THE TRAVANCORE-COCHIN HINDU RELIGIOUS INSTITUTIONS
(AMENDMENT) BILL, 2013

The administration, supervision and control of incorporated and
unincorporated Devaswoms and of other Hindu Religious Endowments and
Funds in the erstwhile Travancore and Cochin areas of the State are provided in
the Travancore-Cochin Hindu Religious Institutions Act, 1950 (Act XV of 1950)
and such powers and duties are vested in the Travancore Devaswom Board and
the Cochin Devaswom Board, respectively, constituted as per the provisions of
the said Act. The term of the Boards constituted earlier expired on 14th July,
2012 and the Chief Commissioners appointed had been exercising the powers and
performing the duties of the Boards. The Government considered it necessary to
bring certain amendments to the Act before constituting the new Boards.

2. The important amendments proposed to the Act are the following,
namely:—

(i) to omit the provision to nominate women members to the Travancore
and Cochin Devaswom Boards.

(ii) to incorporate a provision to the effect that, of the three members,
two members in the general category shall be nominated by Hindus among the
Council of Ministers and the other Scheduled Caste/Scheduled Tribe member
shall be elected by the Hindu members of the Legislative Assembly.

(iii) to omit the provisions relating to the Standing Committees as there
are only three members each in the Devaswom Boards, there is no necessity to
have Standing Committees.
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(iv) to make a provision to insist that the Boards may make rules for the
purposes of the Act, only with the prior approval of the Government.

(v) to omit the provisions in the Act entrusting the appointments of
officers and employees in the Devaswom Administrative Service of the Boards to
the Kerala Public Service Commission, as the constitution of a Recruitment Board
for appointments in the Devaswom Board is under the consideration of the
Government.

(vi) to enhance the term of office of members of the Board from
two years to three years.

(vii) to reduce the age limit in the case of male candidates to become a
member of the Board from fifty to forty five years.

(viii) to repeal the Kerala Public Service Commission (Additional
Functions as Respects the Administrative Services under Devaswom Boards)
Act, 2008 (19 of 2008).

3. As the Legislative Assembly was not in session and the above
proposals had to be given effect to immediately, the Travancore-Cochin Hindu
Religious Institutions (Amendment) Ordinance, 2012 was promulgated by the
Governor of Kerala on the 9th day of November, 2012 and the same was
published as Ordinance No. 58 of 2012 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary
No. 1150 dated, the 10th day of November, 2012.

4. A Bill to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State Legislature
could not be introduced in, and passed by, Legislative Assembly of the State of
Kerala during its session which commenced on the 10th day of December, 2012
and ended on the 21st day of December, 2012. In order to keep alive the
provisions of the said Ordinance, the Travancore-Cochin Hindu Religious
Institutions (Amendment) Ordinance, 2013 was promulgated by the Governor of
Kerala on the 9th day of January, 2013 and the same was published as
Ordinance No. 6 of 2013 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 100 dated, the
10th day of January, 2013.

5. A Bill to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State Legislature
could not be introduced in, and passed by, the Legislative Assembly of the
State of Kerala during its session which commenced on the 1st day of February,
2013 and ended on the 19th day of February, 2013. In order to keep alive the
provisions of the said Ordinance, the Travancore-Cochin Hindu Religious
Institutions (Amendment) Ordinance, 2013 was promulgated by the Governor of

569/2014.
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Kerala on the 26th day of February, 2013 and the same was published as
Ordinance No. 27 of 2013 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 566 dated, the
27th day of February, 2013.

6. Though a Bill to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State
Legislature was published as Bill No. 207 of the Thirteenth Kerala Legislative
Assembly, the same could not be introduced in, and passed by, the Legislative
Assembly of the State of Kerala during its session which commenced on the
15th day of March, 2013 and ended on the 10th day of April, 2013. In order to
keep alive the provisions of the said Ordinance, the Travancore-Cochin Hindu
Religious Institutions (Amendment) Ordinance, 2013 was promulgated by the
Governor of Kerala on the 25th day of April, 2013 and the same was published
as Ordinance No. 34 of 2013 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 1173 dated,
the 26th day of April, 2013.

7. The Bill seeks to replace Ordinance No. 34 of 2013 by an Act of the
State Legislature.

THE ABKARI (AMENDMENT) BILL, 2013

The consumption of liquor is increasing in the State day by day. It is
reported that students and youth are attracted to this menace of increasing
consumption of liquor. The scene containing use or consumption or exhibition of
liquor in cinema may influence the people for use of liquor. In these
circumstances, the Government have decided to enhance the minimum age limit
for consumption or use of liquor from 18 years to 21 years and also to prevent
the sale of liquor to the persons below 21 years, so as to retract them from
consuming liquor.

2. Government have also decided to increase the rate of luxury tax on
foreign liquor (Indian made), when levied in the form of gallonage fee from the
existing rate of rupees ten to rupees thirty per bulk litre.

 3.  It is further decided to make it compulsory to exhibit a warning in the
scenes in cinemas where use or consumption or exhibition of liquor is shown
and to provide for stringent punishment to those who show such scene in any
cinema without showing a warning as stated above.
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4. Government have further decided to enhance the amount of fine which
the Excise Commissioner may impose under sub-section (2) of section 67 of the
Abkari Act 1 of 1077 from rupees 25,000 to rupees 3,00,000 and to empower the
Commissioner to regularise the re-constitution, alteration or modification of any
deed so done by a partnership firm or a company having a hotel under the said
Act on payment of fine imposed under sub-section (2) and on realisation of
such fee as may be prescribed by the Rules.

5. As the Legislative Assembly of the State was not in session and the
above proposals have to be given effect to immediately, the Abkari (Amendment)
Ordinance, 2013 was promulgated by the Governor of Kerala on the 26th day of
February, 2013 incorporating the provisions included in the Abkari (Amendment)
Bill, 2012 (Bill No. 127) and the same was published as Ordinance No. 19 of
2013 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 558 dated 27th February, 2013.

6. A Bill to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State Legislature
could not be introduced in, and passed by, the Legislative Assembly of the
State of Kerala during its session which commenced on the 15th day of March,
2013 and ended on the 10th day of April, 2013. Therefore, in order to keep alive
the provisions of the said Ordinance, the Abkari (Amendment) Ordinance, 2013
was promulgated by the Governor of Kerala on the 25th day of April, 2013 and
the same was published as Ordinance No. 32 of 2013 in the Kerala Gazette
Extraordinary No. 1171 dated 26th April, 2013.

7. The Bill seeks to replace the Ordinance No. 32 of 2013 by an Act of the
State Legislature.

THE KERALA STATE YOUTH COMMISSION BILL, 2013

Since the youth resource is an integral factor to transform India into a
developed country, the National Youth Commission constituted to overcome the
problems faced by the youths and to bring a new prospective to the problems
involved therein, has recommended certain measures for the welfare and
development of the youth in the country. One of the major recommendation in it
is the setting up of Youth Commissions through legislation in each State.
Hon’ble Governor of Kerala in his address for 2012, announced the constitution
of a Youth Commission in the State. At present, there is no mechanism in the
State to co-ordinate the Government Departments for securing better education
and employment opportunities for the youth, to recommend for better measures
to the Government for the purpose and to develop their skills, to advise
Government in the planning process for their socio-economic development or to
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inquire into any complaints with respect to the deprivation of their rights and to
recommend to the Government on the measures to be taken. Therefore, the
Government consider that a legislation is necessary to constitute Youth
Commission for the purpose of evolving and implementing programmes for
educating and empowering the youths in the State and to perform the function
as a protector of their rights.

2. As the Legislative Assembly of the State of Kerala was not in session
and the above proposals had to be given effect to immediately, the Kerala State
Youth Commission Ordinance, 2012 was promulgated by the Governor of Kerala
on the 18th day of August, 2012 and the same was published as Ordinance
No. 49 of 2012 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 1728 dated 21st August, 2012.

3. A Bill to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State Legislature
could not be introduced in, and passed by, the Legislative Assembly during its
session which commenced on the 10th day of December, 2012 and ended on the
21st day of December, 2012.

4. As the Legislative Assembly of the State of Kerala was not in session
and the provisions of the said Ordinance had to be kept alive, the Kerala State
Youth Commission Ordinance, 2013 was promulgated by the Governor of Kerala
on the 14th day of January, 2013 and the same was published as Ordinance
No. 18 of 2013 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 126 dated 15th day of
January, 2013.

5. A Bill to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State Legislature
could not be introduced in, and passed by, the Legislative Assembly during its
session which commenced on the 1st day of February, 2013 and ended on the
19th day of February, 2013.

6. As the Legislative Assembly of the State of Kerala was not in session
and the provisions of the said Ordinance had to be kept alive, the Kerala State
Youth Commission Ordinance, 2013 was promulgated by the Governor of Kerala
on the 26th day of February, 2013 and the same was published as Ordinance No.
29 of 2013 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 568 dated 27th day of
February, 2013.

7. A Bill to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State Legislature
could not be introduced in, and passed by, the Legislative Assembly during its
session which commenced on the 15th day of March, 2013 and ended on the
10th day of April, 2013.
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8. As the Legislative Assembly of the State of Kerala was not in session
and the provisions of the said Ordinance had to be kept alive, the Kerala State
Youth Commission Ordinance, 2013 was promulgated by the Governor of Kerala
on the 25th day of April, 2013 and the same was published as Ordinance No. 36
of 2013 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 1175 dated 26th day of
April, 2013.

9. A Bill to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State Legislature
could not be introduced in, and passed by, the Legislative Assembly during its
session which commenced on the 10th day of June, 2013 and ended on the
9th day of July, 2013.

10. As the Legislative Assembly of the State of Kerala was not in session
and the provisions of the said Ordinance had to be kept alive, the Kerala State
Youth Commission Ordinance, 2013 was promulgated by the Governor of Kerala
on the 18th day of July, 2013 and the same was published as Ordinance No. 45
of 2013 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 2106 dated 19th day of
July, 2013.

11. The Bill seeks to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the
State Legislature.

THE KERALA FISHERMEN DEBT RELIEF COMMISSION (AMENDMENT)
BILL, 2013

Sub-section (3) of section 8 of the Kerala Fishermen Debt Relief
Commission Act, 2008 (18 of 2008) provides that the quorum for the sitting of the
Commission shall be three. Sub-section (4) of the said section authorises the
Commission to hold sittings in districts by constituting a Bench consisting of
three or more members in appropriate cases as it deems fit. But as the number of
members of the Commission has been fixed as five, as per sub-section (2) of
section 3 of the Kerala Fishermen Debt Relief Commission Act, 2008, it is
impossible to hold sittings in districts by constituting a Bench in accordance
with sub-sections (3) and (4) of section 8. To constitute a Bench in  such
manner, the quorum for the sitting has to be reduced from three to two. For this,
the Government have decided to make amendment in sub-sections (3) and (4) of
section 8 and in the proviso after sub-section (4).
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As the Legislative Assembly was not in section and the above proposal
had to be given effect to immediately, the Kerala Fishermen Debt Relief
Commission (Amendment) Ordinance, 2013 was promulgated by the Governor of
Kerala on the 16th day of May, 2013 and was published as Ordinance No. 38 of
2013 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 1373 dated the 17th day of
May, 2013.

A Bill to replace Ordinance No. 38 of 2013 by an Act of the State
Legislature was published as Bill No. 228, but the same could not be introduced
in, and passed by the Kerala Legislative Assembly during its session which
commenced on the 10th day of June, 2013 and ended on the 9th day of July,
2013. Therefore, in order to keep alive the provisions of the said Ordinance, the
Kerala Fishermen Debt Relief Commission (Amendment) Ordinance, 2013 was
promulgated by the Governor on the 18th day of July, 2013 and the same was
published as Ordinance No. 41 of 2013 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No.
2102 dated the 19th day of July, 2013.

The Bill seeks to replace Ordinance No. 41 of 2013 by an Act of the State
Legislature.

THE KERALA MUNICIPALITY (FOURTH AMENDMENT) BILL, 2013

As per Section 485A of the Kerala Municipality Act any place used as
crematoria for burial or burning of dead bodies shall be at a distance of fifty
metres from residential buildings. As per the proviso of the said section in the
case of a concrete vault such distance shall not be less than twenty-five metres.

As it is provided that in the case of electric/gas crematoria in Panchayats,
it is sufficient to maintain a distance of twenty-five metres from residential
buildings, the Kerala Municipality (Second Amendment) Ordinance, 2013
(52 of 2013) was issued by amending section 485A of the Kerala Municipality
Act by inserting a provision stipulating that in Municipalities also electric/gas
crematoria shall be at a distance of twenty-five metres from residential buildings.

 This Bill seeks to replace the above Ordinance by an Act of the State
Legislature.
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THE KERALA STATE COMMISSION FOR MINORITIES BILL, 2013

The conference of the National Minority Commission and the Chairpersons
of the State Minority Commissions held on 4th March, 2003 had recommended
that all States shall constitute State Minority Commissions conferring statutory
status in the form of the National Minority Commission. Considering the
additional financial liability, the State Government had temporarily postponed the
idea of constitution of the Minority Commission and the same was informed to
the National Minority Commission. In the conference of the Chairpersons of the
State Minority Commissions held on 8th February, 2004, the need for
constituting State Minority Commission in all the States was raised unanimously.
Accordingly, for constituting a Commission for Minorities in the State, the
Government have decided to make a legislation in the model of the National
Commission for Minorities Act, 1992 (Central Act 19 of 1992).

2. Though a Bill to bring an Act of the State Legislative Assembly on this
subject was published as Bill No. 173 of the Thirteenth Kerala Legislative
Assembly, the same could not be introduced in, and passed by the Legislative
Assembly.

3. As the Legislative Assembly was not in session and the above proposal
had to be given effect to immediately, the Kerala State Commission for
Minorities Ordinance, 2013 (37 of 2013) was promulgated by the Kerala Governor
on the 14th day of May, 2013 and the same was published in the Kerala Gazette
Extraordinary No. 1350 dated 15th May, 2013.

4.  Though a Bill to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the Kerala
Legislature was published as Bill No. 239 of the Thirteenth Kerala Legislative
Assembly, the same could not be introduced in, and passed by, the Kerala
Legislative Assembly during its session which commenced on 10th June, 2013
and ended on 9th July, 2013.

5. In order to keep alive the provisions of the said Ordinance, the Kerala
State Commission for Minorities Ordinance, 2013 (44 of 2013) was promulgated
by the Governor of Kerala on the 18th day of July, 2013 and the same was
published in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 2015 dated, 19th July, 2013.

6. The Bill is intended to replace Ordinance No. 44 of 2013 by an Act of
the State Legislature.
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THE  KERALA APPROPRIATION BILL, 2014

The Bill is introduced in pursuance of Clause (1) of Article 204 of the
Constitution of India, read with Article 205 thereof, to provide for the
appropriation out of the Consolidated Fund of the State of Kerala of the moneys
to meet the amounts spent on certain services in excess of the amounts granted
for those services for the financial year 1990-1991.

The Bill is introduced in pursuance of Clause (1) of Article 204 of the
Constitution of India read with Article 206 thereof, to provide for the
appropriation out of the Consolidated Fund of the State of Kerala of the moneys
required to meet the expenditure charged on the Consolidated Fund of the State
and the grants made in advance by the Legislative Assembly in respect of the
estimated expenditure of the Government of Kerala for a part of the financial
year 2014-2015.

THE PAYMENT OF SALARIES AND ALLOWANCES (AMENDMENT)
 BILL, 2014

As per sub-section (5B) of section 8A of the Payment of Salaries and
Allowances Act, 1951 each of the two staff of every Member is entitled to get
an amount of rupees seven thousand and five hundred per mensem as staff
allowance. As the monthly payment presently given to the staff is so meagre,
Government have decided to enhance the amount from rupees seven thousand
and five hundred to rupees twelve thousand and five hundred per mensem by
amending sub-section (5B) of section 8A of the Payment of Salaries and
Allowances Act, 1951.

The Bill seeks to achieve the above object.
