Financial Business
(1) Budget for 2014-2015

13 days were allotted for the discussion on Demands for Grants in the
Budget for the Financial Year 2014-2015, during the Eleventh Session.

Out of 2216 cut motions received, 2049 were moved and disposed off.
There were 234 occasions for speech including reply by the Ministers in

conncction with the discussion and voting on Demands for Grants.

The Assembly devoted 62 hours and 22 minutes for transacting
financial business relating to the Budget for 2014-2015. The details are given in
Appendix IX and X. '

The Appropriation (No. 14) Bill, 2014, in respect of the Budget for the year
2014-2015 was introduced by the Minister for Finance Law and Housing,
on 10-7-2014. The Bills were taken up for consideration and passed on the
same day. The house devoted 2 hours and 56 minutes for the business.

(2) Supplementary Demands for Grants

On 16th July 2014, the Minister for Finance, Law and Housing laid before
the House the Supplementary Demands for Grants for the year 2014-2015.

The Discussion and voting on the Supplementary Demands For Grants
took place on 16th July, 2014 and the House devoted 4 hours for the transaction
of the business.

The Kerala Appropriation (No. 15) Bill, 2014, in respect of the
Supplementary . Demands for Grants for the year 2014-2015 was introduced in
the Assembly on 17th July, 2014. The Bill was taken into consideration and
passed on the same day. The house devoted 1 hour and 9 minutes for the
business.
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Private Members’ Business

According to the calendar of sittings of the Eleventh Session of the
Thirteenth Kerala Legislative Assembly, five days were allotted for transacting
Private Members’ Business viz. 13th, 20th and 27th of June and 4th and 11th of
July, 2014. Though five days were set apart for transacting Private Members’
Business, the House transacted Private Members’ Business only for 4 days i.e.
on 13-6—2014, 20-6-2014, 27-6-2014 and 11-7-2014. During the Session, the House
devoted 3 hours and 57 minutes in toto for Private Members’ Business.

Private Members’ Bills

During the Session, the Business on Private Members Bills was transacted
in three days, i.e. on the 13th and 27th of June and 11th of July, 2014. On the
first day, i.e. on the 13th of June, 2014, motions for leave to introduce 24 Bills
and the continuation of discussion on motions for leave to introduce 3 Bills
were listed in the business. Motions for leave to introduce 10 Bills came up
before the House. Out of these one Bill was withdrawn by the member
considering the assurance given by the Minister. Motion for leave to introduce
the remaining Bills were not taken up due to lack of time.

Considering the recommendations of the PMBR committee in its
19th Report, the Hon’ble Speaker restricted the number of motions for leave to
introduce Private Members Bills on Fridays set apart for that business to five.
As per the directions of the Hon’ble Speaker, on the 27th of June, 2014,
the second day, scheduled for transacting Private Members’ Bills motions for
Jeave to introduce 5 Bills and the continuation of discussion on motions for
leave to introduce 3 pending Bills only were listed in the business. Motions for
leave to introduce 1 Bill and the continuation of discussion on motion for leave
to introduce 2 Bills came up before the House. Out of these the first one was
set apart for continuing the discussion and the latter two Bills were withdrawn
by the members considering the assurances given by the Ministers concerned.

On 11th July, 2014, being, the third day scheduled for transacting Private
Members’ Bills, motions for-leave to introduce 5 bills and the motion for
continuation of discussion on motion for leave to introduce 3 pending bills
were listed in the business. Out of these, motions for leave to introduce 5 Bills
came up before the House. But the discussion on 3 pending Bills were pot held
due to lack of time.
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Details regarding the name of Members’ who moved the motions for leave
to introduce.the Bills and the results thercof, during the aforesaid days are given
in Appendix XI.

Private Members’ Resolutions

During the Session, two days, i.c., the 20th June and 4th of July 2014 were
allotted for transacting Private Members’ Resolutions. Though two days were set
apart for transacting Private Members’ Business, the business was transacted
only on 20-6-2014.

On 20th June 2014, three Resolutions and the continuation of the
discussion on one resolution came up before the House. At first the House
considered the pending discussion on the Resolution given notice of by
Shri T. N. Prathapan, M.L.A. The Minister for Forests, Environment, Transport,
Sports and Cinema replied to the points raised in the discussion. After the reply,
the Resolution, moved by Shri T, N. Prathapan, M.L.A. was withdrawn by the
leave of the House. Then the First Resolution, scheduled for 20-6-2014 given
notice of by Shri P. Ubaidullah, M.L.A. was moved in the House. The Minister
for Power replied to the points raised in the discussion. After the reply, the
Resolution, moved by Shri P. Ubaidullah, M.L.A., was passed by the House
unanimously. Then the Second Resolution, given notice of by Dr. T. M. Thomas
Isaac, M.L.A. was moved in the House. The Minister for Public Works replied to
the points raised in the discussion. After the reply, the Resolution, moved by’
Dr. T. M. Thomas Isaac, M.L.A. was also passed by the House unanimously.
“Then the third Resolution, given notice of by Smt. E. S. Bijimol, M.L.A. was
moved in the House. Since the discussion remained inconclusive, it was left for
continuing the discussion for the next allotted day.

Though the 4th of July, 2014, was scheduled for transacting Private
Members® Resolution, no business was transacted as the sitting for the day was
cancelled.

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APrPENDIX VI

SALIENT FEATURES OF THE BILLS

THE KERALA PUBLIC SERVICE COMMISSION (ADDITIONAL FUNCTIONS
AS RESPECTS THE LOK AYUKTA) BILL, 2011

Government have decided that all appointments by direct recruitment of the
Staff of the Lok Ayukta shall be made in consultation with the Public Service
Commission. The services of the Lok Ayukta does not form part of the public
* service of the State. Hence the Public Service Commission has to be empowered
to exercise additional functions as respects the Lok Ayukta by appropriate
legislative measure under Article 321 of the Constitution of India. Moreover,
consultation with Public Service Commission on the draft rules relating to the
appointment and other conditions of service of the officers and employees of
the Lok Ayukta will be possible only if the Posts in the service of the Lok
Ayukta are brought within the purview of the Commission. Hence the
Government have decided to bring in a special legislation for the said purpose.

2. The Bill seeks to achieve the above object.

THE KERALA LAND REFORMS (AMENDMENT) BILL, 2013

Section 7E of the Kerala Land Reforms Act, 1963 as amended by Act 21 of
2006 provides that a person who is in possession of any land not exceeding four
hectares in extent, acquired by him or his predecessor in interest by way of
purchase or otherwisc on payment of consideration from any person holding
land in excess of the ceiling area during the period between the date of
commencement of Kerala Land Reforms Act, 1963 and the date of
commencement of Kerala Land Reforms (Amendment) Act, 2005 (21 of 2006) shall
be deemed to be a tenant. As the said provision would result in reducing the
availability of excess land for distribution to the poor landless people as
envisaged by the Zero Landless Programme and for the development activities of
the Government. Therefore Government have decided to limit the extent of land,
a person can hold as per section 7E from 4 hectares to 1 hectare 61 ares and
87 square metres (4 acres).

2. As per sub-section (4) of section 81 of the said Act inserted vide
Act 6 of 2012, a person holding plantation and lands ancillary thereto or
interspersed within such plantation, may use not exceeding five per cent of the
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extent of such holding for floriculture or for the cultivation of vanila or medicinal
plants or other agricultural crops or for establishing hotels or resorts or other
tourism projects and for purposes ancillary or connected therewith. The said
relaxation caused severe problems relating to environment protection, pollution
control, conservation of forest and also led to large scale conversion of
plantations for non-plantation activitics. Hence Government have decided to
impose restrictions on the use of the aforesaid extent of land through rules and
for that purpose to amend sub-section (4) of section 81 suitably.

3. The Bill seeks to amend the Kerala Land Reforms Act, 1963, to achieve
the above object.

THE UNIVERSITY LAWS (SECOND AMENDMENT) BILL, 2013

The provisions in the University Acts in the State in respect of
appointments to the teaching and non-teaching posts are not uniform. Therefore,
various Universities in the State follow different reservation patterns and
communal rotation. There are no specific provisions as to how to treat the
category-wise posts for reservation, i.e., whether individual teaching departments
or teaching departments as a whole shall be considered. As provided in other
University Acts, the provisions relating to reservation pattem for appointment to
the teaching and non-teaching posts in the Universities in section 7 of the
Cochin University of Science and Technology Act, 1986 (31 of 1986) and in
section 40 of the Thunchath Ezhuthachan Malayalam University Act, 2013 (24 of
2013) are not clear and may invite different interpretations. But, the Government
consider that the provisions as to reservation and communal rotation in section 6
of the Kannur University Act, 1996 (22 of 1996) is more specific. Therefore, the
Government consider that it is necessary to have a uniform provision in respect
of reservation and communal rotation for appointments to the teaching and
non-teaching posts in the Universities in the State and to follow communal
rotation category-wise treating all the departments as one unit. For this purpose,
the Government have decided to amend the said Acts in tune with the
provisions in sub-section (2) of section 6 of the Kannur University Act, 1996.

2. As the State Legislative Assembly was not in session and the above
proposals had to be given effect to immediately, the University Laws
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(Second Amendment) Ordinance, 2013 was promulgated by the Governor on the

19th day of September, 2013 and the same was published in the Kerala Gazette

Extraordinary No. 2733 dated the 19th September, 2013 as Ordinance No. 50 of
2013,

3. The Bill seeks to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State
Legislature.

THE KERALA CO-OPERATIVE SOCIETIES
(THIRD AMENDMENT) BILL, 2013

The Reserve Bank of India directed the Government of Kerala to issue
instructions to ensure a minimum of 4% Capital to Risk-Weighted Asset Ratio
(CRAR) by all District Co-operative Banks and Kerala State Co-operative Bank
before 30th June, 2013. In order to achieve a minimum of 4% Capital to
Risk-Weighted Asset Ratio (CRAR) and to attract more investors, necessary
amendments are to be made in clause (ia) of section 2, which defines the term
“District Co-operative Bank™ and section 18 of the Kerala Co-operative Societies
Act, 1969 (21 of 1969).

2. As per scction 80A of the said Act Government have introduced the Sclf
Financing Pension Scheme for the establishment of a Pension Fund for the
payment of pension to the employees of Co-operative Societies. Government had
received several representations from the employees of the Boards constituted
under the provisions of Kerala Co-operative Societies Act, 1969, praying to
includé them also in the Self Financing Pension Scheme applicable to the
employees of Co-operative Societies. The provisions regarding the Pension
Scheme formulated exclusively for the employees of Co-operative Societies in the
State, i.c., section 80A of the said Act have also to be amended to include the
employees of the Boards also in the Self Financing Pension Scheme. Hence the
Government decided to amend clause (ia) of section 2 and section 18 and
section 80A of the said Act to achieve the above object.

3. As the Legislative Assembly was not in session and as the proposals
had to be given immediate effect, the Kerala Co-operative Societies
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(Third Amendment) Ordinance, 2013 was promulgated by the Govemor of Kerala
on 22nd day of November, 2013 and the same was published as Ordinance
No. 55 of 2013 in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 3293 dated 23rd day of
November, 2013.

4. The Bill seeks to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State
Legislature.

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THE KERALA FINANCE (No. 2) BILL, 2014

The Bill seeks to amend the Kerala Tax on Paper Lotteries Act, 2005 to
give effect to the financial proposals of Government of Kerala for the Financial
Year 2014-2015 as announced in paragraphs 344 and 378 of the Budget Speech,
2014-2015. :

THE UNIVERSITY LAWS (AMENDMENT) BILL, 2014

Sub-section (4) of section 11 of the Mahatma Gandhi University Act,»_ 1985
(12 of 1985) provides that appointment of Pro-Vice Chancellor shall be
co-terminus with that of the Vice-Chancellor. Whereas, regarding the appointment
of Pro-Vice Chancellor, the Kerala University Act, 1974 (17 of 1974), the Calicut
University Act, 1975 (5 of 1975), the Cochin University of Science and
Technology Act, 1986 (31 of 1986) and the Kannur University Act, 1996 (22 of
1996) provides that the term of appointment of Pro-Vice Chancellor shall be for a
term of four years from the date on which he enters upon his office and shall be
eligible for re-appointment. Therefore, the Government have decided to amend
section 11 of the Mahatma Gandhi University Act, 1985 (12 of 1985) so as to
achieve uniformity with the provisions of other University Acts regarding the
term of the office of the Pro-Vice Chancellor.

2. In the Calicut University Act, 1975 (5 of 1975), item (5) under the
heading “Other Members in section 17 provides that the Senate shall consist of
not more than four experts nominated by the Government from the fields of
Information Technology and’ Biotechnology. The Government consider that
Information Technology and Biotechnology will not suffice the field of
Higher Education. Hence, instead of Information Technology and Biotechnology,
a wide-range of experts in different fields of higher education has to come to
the Senate of the Universities. Besides, no woman member is given
Tepresentation other than the one in the student constituency and no
representation for Scheduled Caste or Scheduled Tribe is given other than the
one in the Legislative Assembly Cdnstimency. As the members from the field of
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higher education are not adequately represented in the Senate, it is necessary to
include members from that field also among the “Other Members” of the Senate.
Therefore, the Government have decided to substitute the said provision so as
to enable the Government to nominate six members from the field of
higher education with representation to woman and Scheduled Castes or
Scheduled Tribes. The Government have also decided to add a fourth proviso to.
sub-section (3) of section 18 of the said Act to the effect that the members
coming under the heading “Other Members” in the Senate shall hold their office
during the pleasure of the Chancellor or the Government, as the case may be. It

is, therefore, felt necessary to amend the Calicut University Act, 1975 (5 of 1975)

for the above purposes.

3. The provisions in the University Acts in the State in respect of
appointments to the teaching and non-teaching posts are not uniform. Therefore,
various Universities in the State follow different reservation patterns and
communal rotation. There is no specific provision as to how to treat the
category—Wise posts for reservation, i.e., whether individual teaching departments
or teaching departments as a whole, shall be considered. The provisions relating
to reservation pattern for appointment to the teaching and non-teaching posts in
the Universities contained in section 6 of the Kerala University Act, 1974 (17 of
1974), section 6 of the Calicut University Act, 1975 (5 of 1975), section 78 of the
Mahatma Gandhi University Act, 1985 (12 of 1985), section 32 of the Sree
Sankaracharya University of Sanskrit Act, 1994 (5 of 1994) and sggtion 4 of the
National University of Advanced Legal_ Studies’ Act, 2005 (27 of 2005) may
invite different interpretations. But, the Government consider that the provisions
as to reservation and communal rotation contained in section 6 of the Kannur
University Act, 1996 (22 of 1996)-is more specific. Therefore, the Government
consider that it is necessary to have a uniform provision in respect of
reservation and communal rotation for appointments to the teaching and

non-teaching posts in the Universities in the State to follow communal rotation
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category-wise treating all the departments as one unit. For this purpose, the
Government have decided to amend the said Acts in tune with the provision of

the Kannur University Act, 1996.

4. As the Legislative Assembly of the State of Kerala was not in session
and the above proposals had to be given effect to immediately, the University
Laws (Amendment) Ordinance, 2014 (2 of 2014) was promulgated by the
Governor on the 10th day of February, 2014 and was published in the
Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 462 dated 11th February, 2014.

5. The Bill seeks to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of the State
Legislature.

THE KERALA APPROPRIATION (No. 14) BILL, 2014

The Bill is introduced in pursuance of clause (1) of Article 204 of the
Constitution of India, to provide for the appropriation out of the Consolidated
Fund of the State of Kerala of the moneys required to meet the expenditure
charged on the Consolidated Fund of the State and the grants made in advance
by the Legislative Assembly in respect of the estimated expenditure of the

Government of Kerala for the financial year 2014-2015.

THE KERALA APPROPRIATION (No. 15) BILL, 2014

The Bill is introduced in pursuance of clause (1) of Article 204 of the
Constitution of India read with Article 205 thereof, to authorise payment and
appropriation of certain further sums from and out of the Consolidated Fund of
the State of Kerala required to meet the supplementary expenditure charged on
the Consolidated Fund of the State of Kerala and the grants made by the
Legislative Assembly for the expenditure of the Government of Kerala for the
financial year 2014-2015.
