Reference of Bill to Select Committee

The Kerala Farmers Debt Relief Commission Bill, 2006 was introduced in
the Assembly on 26th October 2006 and referred to a Select Committee on the
same day.

Reference of Bill to Subject Committees and Presentation of Subject Committee
Reports :

The Kerala Finance Bill, 2006 and The Kerala Shops and Commercial
Establishment Workers Welfare Fund Bill, 2006 were referred to the appropriate
Subject Committees and Subject Committee Reports on the Bills were presented
to the House. Details of the Bills are given in Appendix VII.

Bills published and circulated to Members :

Seventeen Bills were published and circulated to the Members. Details of
the Bills are given in Appendix VIII.

Financial Business :

1. Budget for 2006-07 :

The discussion and voting on Demand for Grants in the Budget for the
financial year 2006-07 commenced on 19th September, 2006. Thirteen days were
allotted for discussion on Demands for Grants.
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Out of 946 cut motions received, 564 were moved and disposed off. There
were 262 occasions for speech including reply by the Ministers in connection
with the discussion and voting on Demands for Grants.

The Assembly devoted 63 hours and 45 minutes for transacting Financial
business relating to the Budget for 2006-07. The details are given in
Appendix IX.

The Appropriation (No. 16) Bill, 2006, in respect of the Budget for the year
2006-07 was introduced by the Minister for Finance on 18-10-2006. The Bill was
taken up for consideration and passed on the same day.

(2) Supplementary Demands for Grants for the year 2006-07

On October 25, 2006, the Minister for Finance laid the Supplementary
Demands for Grants for the year 2006-07.

Discussion and voting on the Supplementary Demands for Grants took
place on October 25, 2006 and the House devoted 5 hours and 02 minutes for
the transaction of the Business.

The Kerala appropriation (No. 17) Bill, 2006 in respect of the First Batch
Supplementary Demands for Grants for the year 2006-07 was introduced in the
Assembly on October 26, 2006 taken into consideration and passed on the same
day.

Private Members Bills and Resolution

According to the calendar of sittings of the Second session of the Twelfth
Kerala Legislative Assembly, five days were set apart for private Members
Business. Of these September 22, October 6 and 20 were set apart for
transacting Private Members’ Bills and September 29 and October 13 were set
apart for transacting Private Members’ Resolution. However Business was
transacted only on October 6, 2006. Business of the rest of the days was not
transacted since the sittings on these days were cancelled. During the Session,
the House devoted 45 minutes for Private Members’ Business.

Private Members’ Bills :

During the session 16 Motion for leave to introduce Bills have come up
before the House. Among these only 4 Bills were discussed on October 6, 2006.
The concerned Ministers opposed these. Discussions were inconclusive. Details
regarding the name of Members who moved the Motions for leave to introduce
Bills and the results thereof are given in Appendix X.

THE KERALA FINANCE BILL, 2006

The Bill seeks to amend the following enactments to give effect to the
financial proposals of Government of Kerala for the financial year 2006-07 as
announced in paras 163, 166 to 168, 170 to 172, 174, 177 to 180, 182, 183, 185,
186, 188 to 192, 195, 196, 198 to 201, 203, 204, 206 to 212, 216 to 221, 224 to 228,
231, 234 and 235 in the Budget Speech, namely :—

1. The Kerala General Sales Tax Act, 1963 (15 of 1963)

2. The Kerala Tax on Luxuries Act, 1976 (32 of 1976)

3. The Kerala Agricultural Income Tax Act, 1991 (15 of 1991)

4. The Kerala Tax on Entry of Goods into Local Areas Act, 1994
(15 of 1994)

5. The Kerala Value Added Tax Act, 2003 (30 of 2004)
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THE KERALA SHOPS AND COMMERCIAL ESTABLISHMENTS WORKERS’
WELFARE FUND  BILL, 2006

Government consider it necessary to enact a legislation to provide
provisions to grant relief to, to promote the welfare of and to pay pension to
the workers coming under the purview of the Kerala Shops and Commercial
Establishments Act, 1960 and self employed persons and for matters incidental
thereto.

2. Since the Legislative Assembly of the State to Kerala was not in
session and circumstances existed for making urgent legislation to implement the
above decision, the Governor of Kerala had pormulgated the Kerala Shops and
Commercial Establishments Workers’ Welfare Fund Ordinance, 2005 which was
published in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 2749 dated the 21st day of
December, 2005 as Ordinance No. 24 of 2005 dated 21st December, 2005.

3. A Bill to replace the said Ordinance by an Act of State Legislature
could not be introduced in or passed by the 11th Kerala Legislative Assembly
due to lack of time.

4. In order to retain the provisions of the said Ordinance, Kerala Shops
and Commercial Establishments Workers’ Welfare Fund Ordinance, 2006 (30 of
2006) was promulgated by the Governor on the 5th day of July, 2006 and the
same was published in the Kerala Gazette Extraordinary No. 1124 dated the 5th
July, 2006.

5. The Bill seeks to replace Ordinance No. 30 of 2006 by an Act of the
State Legislature.
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THE KERALA APPORPRIATION (No. 16)  BILL, 2006

The Bill is introduced in pursuance of clause (1) of article 204 of the
Constitution of India, to provide for the appropriation out of the Consolidated
fund of the State of Kerala of the moneys required to meet the expenditure
charged on the Consolidated Fund of the State and the grants made by the
legislative Assembly in respect of the estimated expenditure of the Government
of Kerala for the Financial Year 2006-07.

THE KERALA APPROPRIATION (No. 17)  BILL, 2006

The Bill is introduced in pursuance of Article 204 (1) of the Constitution of
India read with article 205 thereof, to authorise payment and appropriation of
certain further sums from and out of the consolidated fund of the State of
Kerala required to meet the supplementary expenditure charged on the
Consolidated Fund of the State of Kerala and the grants made by the Legislative
Assembly for the expenditure of the Government of Kerala for the Financial Year
2006-07.
