On 20th February 2009, the Minister for Finance laid before the House the
Final Supplementary Demands for Grants for the year 2008-09.

Discussion and voting on the Final Supplementary Demands for Grants
2008-2009 took place on March 2nd, 2009 and the House devoted 4 hours and
4 minutes for the transaction of the Business.

The Kerala Appropriation Bill, 2009, in respect of the Final Supplementary
Demands for Grants for the year 2008-09 was introduced in the Assembly on
March 3rd, 2009. The Bill was taken into consideration and passed on the same
day.

Private Members’ Business :

According to the calendar of sittings of the Tenth Session of the Twelfth
Kerala Legislative Assembly, one day was slated for transacting Private
Members’ Business, viz., February 27, 2009.  That day was set apart for
transacting Private Members’ Bills.  During the Session, the House devoted
one hour for Private Members’ Bills.

Bill. The discussion was inconclusive.
