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APPENDIX V
THE SALIENT FEATURES OF THE BILL PASSED

The problem of farmer indebtedness has assumed serious dimension in
recent time. Many have committed suicide since the last few months. The
tightness in the money market, exorbitant rate of interest charged by private
moneylenders and their malpractices are some of the reasons. Farmers with
smallholding, landless agricultural labourers and the weaker sections of the
community have all been exploited. The State Government, thereof, considered it
necessary to provide adequate relief to the said categories. As an interim
measure, the State Government have decided to give Rs. 50,000 each to the
families of farmers who had committed suicide. In the budget speech, the State
Government announced its intention to set up a Farmer Debt Relief Commission
with a view to afford immediate relief to heavily indebted farmers.

Hence Government propose a Kerala Farmers Debt Relief Commission with
judicial status and with extensive powers to decide on one-time settlement of
loans, to enquire into the grievances of the agricultural debtors in the State of
Kerala and to take remedial measures and for matters connected therewith or
incidental thereto: reduction or waiver of interest rates and declaration of
morotorium on payments due or write off the principal amount if necessary.

The proposed enactment will facilitate to provide relief to heavily indebted
farmers of the State.

The Bill seeks to acheive the above objects.
