SALIENT FEATURES OF THE BILLS PASSED T
1. The Kerala Awromobiles Limited (Validation of Appointment of Personnel}
Bifl, 2004

The Kerala Automabiles Limited (KAL) is & company registered with
Certificate of [ncorporation No, 2966/1978 under the Companies Act, 1956 and is
fully owned by the Gavernmeni of Kerala. As per Article 122 of the Articles of
Association of the company the Governor may from time to time issue such
dirsctives in regard to the conduct of business ang affairs of the company. In
letter No. 20094G3/78/D dated the Lst July, 1978 and in letter Mo. 13439/G379/
ID dated the 5th July, 1979 Governmenl had- issued guidelines regarding the
general principies te be followed by the company in'the matter of recruitment of
personpel and in letter No. 379814G3/83/1D dated the Tth September, 1583 had
directed the company to ensure the principle of ¢ommunal rotation in zhe
recruitment of personnel. As per the guidelines dated 1-7-1978 and 5-7-1979%he
ex-amployees of the Kerala State Engineering Tachricians (Workshop) Industrial
Co-opetafive Society (ENC0S) and Kerala Auto Industgal Co-operative Society
Limited {KAICO) had a perference in the matter of recruitment of personnei, in
the Kerala Automobiles Limited.

When certain ex-employees challenged the letter dated 7-9-1933 before the
High Court, the High Court in its Judgement in O. P. No. 9107/1983 had
guashed the notification inviting appiication for tecruitment of personnel
published by the said cospany on the basis of the letter dated 7th September,
1983 and made it clear that if the Government was interested in superseding or
modifying the guidelines issued in 1978 and 1979, thereby 1aking away or
curtailing the rights of cettain ex-employees who had a preference in recruitment
in the said company, it would be open to the Government tu do 50 in
accordance with law.

The Government had issued revised guidelines i G. 0. {(Mx.) No. 89184;'1[) -
dated 28th March, 1984 pratecting the appeintments made during the period from
7th September, [983 to 24th January, 1984 and also specified that future
appaintments in the Company shall be made after observing communal tetation
and reservation as js available under State Service. By implementing the
Judgement the siability of the Company itself will be at stake as aiso the
Governmenti's interests, doe to huge finamcial commitment. Hence, the
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Government have decided to vatidate the appnimmem;s of personnel made in the
Kerala Autemobiles Limited in the vacancies whlch arbse during the period from
lqt July, 1978 10 Z8th March, 1984,
